NATIONAL FINANCES.
New Yoke, February 15. The

Tribune' e Washington correspondent
telegraphs that Secretary Bjutwell
says concerning the retention in the
Treasury of a currency balance of
about $25,000,000 that it is necessary in
order to provide for the redemption
ot forty-fiv- e millions' worth of 3 per
cent, certificates authorized to retire
by act of July 12, 1870. These certifi- ¬

cates are liable to be presented at any
time, and the government must keep
on hand funds available for that pur-¬

pose. As currency receipts are much
diminished, the only way in which
the payment of these can be provided
for is by holding this large balance or
selling gold to raise the money as it
Is needed. The large balance is in- ¬

jurious to no one but the government,
and to that only by tne loss of interest.
Any other plan would, by the derange-
ment of the financial machinery of the
country, result in tar greater loss.

To the Senate and House Representa

live i nave this day transmitted to
the Senate the announcement of the
Senate bill number 218, an act pre- -
scrioing mat anomer oatn ot othee be
taken by any person who participated
in the late rebellion, and who is not
disqualified from holding office by
the Fourteenth Amendment of thu
Constitution of the United States, has
oecome a law in the manner pre
scribed by the Constitution, without
the signature of the President. If
this were a bill for repeal of the test
oath, and required persons to be elect
ed or appointed to offices of honor
or trust, it would meet my approval.
The effect of the law is to relieve
from taking a prescribed oath alt
those persons whom it was intended
to exclude from such office
and require it from all
others. My this law, the soldier who
fought and bled for his country is
sworn as to his loyalty, while the
general who commanded troops for
the overthrow of his government is
admitted to place without it. I can
not amx my name to a law which
discriminates against the upholder of
uis government, i ielieve. However.
that it is not wise poliey to keep from
omee by the oath those who are not
disqualified by the Constitution and
are the choice of the legal voters ; bin
w iiiist relieving them from the oath
which they cannot take, I recommend
the release also of those to whom the
law has no application.

twenty thousand inhabitants, pro- ¬

vided two citizens shall apply
to the Judge of the United
States Circuit Court in whose
circuit the town or city may be lo--
cated,;that they desire the law to be
enforced in said place, and requiring
aaid Court to provide for the appoint-¬

ment of Federal Inspectors and Super- ¬

visors of Elections to attend at all
registration of voters and elections
for Representatives or Delegate in
Congress, and to remain in session
while tne act is being enforced to
transact business under it. Elaborate
powers are given to the Inspectors to
inspect, at ail times, on the day of
election, tne way.ihe voting is done
and the way the register, tally-book- s

and lists are kept, and to personally
scrutinize, count and canvass everv
ballot, whatever may be the indorse- ¬

ment on said ballot, or in whatever
box it may be placed or found, and to
forward their . report to a Chief
Supervisor provided by this act for
eacti Judicial District. Provision
is made lor tne united States
Marshal fcnd a number of deputies to
protect and assist the Inspectors, and
to arrest, without any warrant, any
one who interferes with with the vot- ¬

ing or registration, under color of even
Mate or municipal law, or who com- ¬

mits any of the offenses prescribed by
this act No person, however, is to
be arrested without process for any
oflense not committed in the presence
of the Marshal or his deputies, or
without process for any offense com- ¬

mitted on the day of registration, but
all those who attempt to interfere in
any way, under color of State or
municipal authority, shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor, and
punished by a fine of 93000
and imprisonment for not more than
two years. It is further provided that
whoever shall, during the progress of
any verification of any list of the per-¬

sons who may have registered or
voted, and which shall be had or made
under any of the provisionsof this act.
refuse to answer or refrain from an- ¬

swering, or shall give false informa- ¬

tion in respect to any inquiry lawfully
made, such person is made liable to
arrest and imprisonment as for a mis-¬

demeanor. The Marshals are author- -

iud and required, in case of necessity,
to call the commanding officer ot the
nearest United States military or
naval force to furnish forthwith a
sufficient portion of such military
or naval force to enabln rh Mrn
ehal or his deputies to discharge
their duties under this act and the old
law, and it to made the duty of such
commanding officer, upon such requi- ¬
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sition, to obev it without delay, and
forthwith to detail and emnlov the
military or naval force of the United
States. It is provided, further, that
if an aggrieved citizen sues one of the
omeers under this act, me latter may
transfer the case to the United States
Circuit Court, and the judgment of a
Htate court in such a case shall le null
and void. Sections five and six of the
act of last session to amend the natu
rallsatllosi laws and to punish crime
against the same are repealed by this
bill, though such repeal is not to anect
pending suits. This bill will, of
course, pass the House and probably
the Senate.
