THE RIVER AND HARBOR BILL.
The House Committee on Commerce

FOR THE PROTECTION OF THE TBCLY

LOYAL.
The committee have agreed to

Cobb's bill to protect loyal and peace- ¬

able citizens of the United States in
the full enjoyment of the rights of
person, liberty and property; and to
enable them to preserve and perpet- ¬

uate the evidences of losses claimed
to have been sustained by them
in the s luthern States, commissioners
are appointed in each county to take
cogniz mce of all offenses of the Ku- -

klux Klaus, and if needs be employ a
t. - . commitatus of militia and the
nearest officer in command of the
land or naval forces of the United
States may be called upon to enforce
the process. Heavy penalties are
prescribed for those guilty of joining
such combinations, or acting indi- ¬

vidually in disguise, with intent to
do injury to person or property, as
well as for punishment of high misde- ¬

meanors and manslaughter. Inter-¬

We
think that an investigation into the cause
of the explosion of th Judge Wheeler will
develop the fact that she bad not enough
water in ner Doners, or may De go atill
further and prove that she had little or
no water in them. We will state a few
things connected with this awful calamity,
andour readers may judge if we are far
out of the way. We are credibly in- ¬

formed that tbe boat left New Orleans
with only one pump working-- , and that
she treuuently was made to carry one
hundred and fifty pounds steam, when
she was allowed bat one hundred and
thirty pounds by law. Whet; she tied up
at Bell's it was to repair a crack iu her

near the safety valve, which was
done by patching the patch being held
on by bolts with screw taps or nuts.
When her repairs were ended, she was
pumped up by hand to the under aide of
her flues and fire raised, but her
"doctor" would not work, nor is there
any reason to believe that it did work
until juat about the moment she blew up.
