If he feels that
there is anything in him capable of
coming out, he condemns himself
for not producing it, and he has the
pain besides to know that he
is treated with little and with less and
less respect every day he lives, and
that the which he
feels ir. fully concurred In by all ac-¬

quainted with him. Of all men under
heaven, of those who care to be re-¬

spected by others, the most miserable
are those who, from any causes, or
under any circumstauoes, or on any
reasons or pretexts, find no honorable
employment. Every man who will
can find some way to do good and be
uselul, and, if he will go about
it, he will be compensated. He
who mopes about and groans and la- ¬

ments that he can find no work and
no living, has the sympathy of no-¬

body. Let him be a man, and if he
ctnnot do one thing do another. The
day laborer is more honorable and
more honored too than the city loafer.
And it is better to be compelled to
the hardest drudgery by poverty than
live au inane and idle life in the pos- ¬

session ot abundance. A gray-haire- d

idler may have a concourse at his
funeral, but he will have no mourn- ¬

ers, only such as his wealth may
buy or who go for decency's sake to
put away a carcass. Some think they
are not duly appreciated, and that the
world does them injustice. But it is

nearer the truth to say that every man
is what he will- - to be and make him- ¬

self, and that the verdiot of mankind
is about right after all. The public
respect can be compelled ; and, where
that respect is wanting, it is usually
the fault of the man who would not
or did not use the means in his power
to command it.

ure from beginning to end from top
to bottom. He is doing less good than
anv President who has occupied the
chair of Washington. And, besides
encouraging the corruptionists, his in- ¬

fluence goes to sectional disturbances
and stirring up strife. The reason
assigned for Geary's castigation of him
in his late message is that there was
popularity to be gained by applying
the lash. With this state of facts,
though Grant may be the next Radi- ¬

cal nominee, because the party has no
other leader on which it can so easily
unite, it is evident that it will take all
the patronage of the Government,
all the influence of the hundred-thou- -

sand-and-on- e office-holder- all the
public and private money which can
be commanded, and a continuance of
good luck whose tide is already turn- ¬

ed, to save him from a complete Bull
Kun defeat. Lincoln in his place, or
any common-plac- e statesman, would

Western world has heard, who had
almost reached the goal f American

who, if" he did not reach
the hite House, was kept out of it
only by a sitigle vote. This sturdy

old war-hors- e, as he was known in
the West, is the son of a soldier of the
Revolution, and a native of New En-
gland, where he was born seventy
years ago, in Springfield, Mass. 1 u
his early youth he followed what were
then, as indeed now, in many parts
of the country, the kindred pursuits
of farmer, lumtserntan, and school
teacher. He helped to dig the Erie
canal, and he studied law with Elisha
v tnttlesey in Ohio. Admitted to the
bar of Ohio, he became a district at-¬

torney, and was elected to the Ohio
Senate on two occasions. He was
chosen by the Legislature presiding
judge of the third judicial district, and
during nis tenure of omee he was
elected to the Senate of the Unitid
State- - in ls.11. He was again
in 1853 and ls. He was a prominent
leader ot the anti-slaver- Whigs
aud of the Republicans. He voted
to repeal the Fugitive Slave
law, against Mr. Douglas' attempt
to abrogate the Missouri compromise,
against the Lecompton constitution
for Kansas, against Slidell's propo-i- -
non to vote f..e,ij.i,ioi to aeouire
t. una. lie was tne advocate of the
Homestead bill, the Pacific Railroad,
and Agricultural 0llege bills. He
wa bitterly opposed to West Point,
which he regarded as useless, aristo- ¬

cratic, and the "cradle of traitors."
It is perhaps better to forget at the
present moment that he was seem- ¬

ingly relentless in his views of the
treatment to be recorded to the van- -

'li uth. Un the assassination
of President Lincoln he became act- ¬

ing Vice-Preside- and President of
the Senate pro tern. At the end of
his third term as Senator he retired to
private life, having been defeated in
his aspirations to the Radical nomina- ¬

tion for the Presidency at the Chicago
convention. His daughter was mar- ¬

ried some time ago to Schuyler Col- ¬

fax, the His son
sailed on the Tennessee with him.

Second on the list of Commissi oners
was President Andrew D. White, of
the Cornell University, ol this State.
Mr. White Ls a gentleman of many
accomplishments, and it Is hardly
necessary to say that his charge has
been highly successful. He is a native
of Syracuse, New York, and a gradu- ¬

ate of Yale. He is a gentleman of
independent fortune. He was at one
time professor in Ann Harbor, Michi- ¬

gan, and he has traveled extensively
in Europe. His library is one of the
finest in this State.

The third Commissioner is Dr.
Samuel Gridley Howe, a native of
Boston, and a graduateof Brown Uni- ¬

versity, in youth he was an ardent
I'hilhellenist, and his adventures in
the service of the cause of Grecian in- ¬

dependence were ot the most ?tirring
character. He organized the medical
service of the revolutionists, fought
as a guerilla, was present at many
naval engagements, and returned to
America to collect funds and supplies
lur the famished Greeks. Returning
to Athens after a successful expedition
to the United States, he distributed
the supplies and established a colony
on the Isthmus of Corinth, of which

The swamp fever was more successful
than Ibrahim Pacha, of unhappy re-¬

nown, and obliged him to abondon
Greece if not Philhellenism in IKM).

He was present in Paris during the
revolution of 1S30, and in Brussels
during the rebellion which severed
Belgium from Holland. He was in- ¬

terested in Liberia, and was president
of a Palish committee, for which the
Prussians imprisoned him and passed
him across the French frontier by
night. He was the founder of an
asylum for the blind, and the in-¬

structor of Laura Bridgman, the deaf
and blind mute. He invented an
alphabet for the blind, and organized
a school for idiots. He was an unsuc- ¬

cessful free-soi- l candidate from Boston,
and he is the husband of Mrs. Julia
Ward Howe. With his wife he trav- ¬

eled in the West Indies in 1838--9.

General Fran Sigel's connection
with European politics is perhaps bow
of less account, as there is a Kaiser and
not a republic in Germany, but his
career has not been altogether Euro
pean. It will be remembered with
what enthusiasm his German compa- ¬

triots regarded some of bis military
services in the late war. Mr. Greeley
in his "American Conflict," recog-¬

nizes the "coolness and skill" with
which General Sigel baffled the at-¬

tempt of the Confederate General Van
Dora, to "isolate, overwhelm and

crush" him at Bentonville, Ark. He
retreated from Bentonville, but in
good order.

When General Fremont resigned
his command because he considered
himself senior to General Pope, who,
as commander of the army of Vir-
ginia, was placed over him, General
Sigel succeeded him in command of
his corps. He met with some success
on the Rappahannock, and was en- ¬

gaged, together with Schurz, in the
light at Gainesville. Having been

by Breckinridge at Newmar- ¬

ket, he was superseded by General
Hunter. Air. Greeley describes Sigel's
army in this battle as "badly han- ¬

dled," but Breckinridge did not fol- ¬

low up his victory.
Fred. Douglass is now fifty-seve- n

years of age. He is a native ofTuck- -

ahoe, Talbot county, Maryland. His
father was a white man. He was
reared on the plantation of Colonel
Lloyd, who "lent" him to a relative
in Baltimore, Md. He learned by his
own exertions reading, writing, and
arithmetic. Having been sent to a
Mr. Covey, who was an excellent
"trainer" of slaves, he determined to
escape, and did so on September tf,
1838. He resided in New Bedford,
Mass., where he married; then he
supported himself by day labor' on
the wharves; at a Nantucket anti- -

slav ry meeting he made a successful
speecn, and was thereafter employed
us an agent of the Massachusetts Anti- -

Slavery Society. After traveling in
this capacity for four years, he pub- ¬

lished his autobiography in 1845. In
that year he traveled to hurope and
lectured in the British dominions.
His British friends subscribed 150 to
buy him from his owner in Maryland.
In 147 he published Frederic: JJouff- -

foss' Paper, at Rochester, N. Y. As
a lecturer and editor he was original- ¬

ly a disunionistof the Garrison school,
but subsequently held that slavery
was unconstitutional. He has pub- ¬

lished an enlarged edition of his au- ¬

tobiography. It will be remembered
that a few years since his son, H. L.
D.iuglass, caused some trouble in the
Washington printing office, the local
branch of the Tyographical Union
refusing to admit him to member- ¬

ship.
Allan A. Burton is secretary of the

commission.
Among the scientific men of the ex- ¬

pedition are Dr. C. C. Parry, the
botanist of the Department of Agri- ¬

culture, whose able reports are so well
known to the readers of the agricul- ¬

tural reports; Professor William P.

brilliant writer of the American press;
his numberless friends in both hemis- ¬

pheres will, on his account, feel an in- ¬

creased anxiety for good news of the
expedition.

The New York associated press is
represented by General H. V. Boyn- -
ton, son of Chaplain Boynton, and
Washington correspondent of the Cin- ¬

cinnati Gazette, of which he was one
of the stockholders. The New York
Tribune is represented ty Mr. Homer
J. Ramsdell; Mr. C. C. Fulton, of the
Baltimore American; Mr. Arthur R.
Shepherd, of the Washington Repub-
lican ; Mr. Charles F. Hart, of the New
York Standard, are also attached to
the expedition. Mr. James E. Taylor,
the artist, accompanied the expedition
for Frank Leslie's Illustrated Paper.
He is an artist of considerable prom- ¬

ise, who had been very active with
his pencil during the late war and on
many special occasions.

The Tennessee is commanded by
William G. Temple, who is a brother- -
in-la- w of Sir John Rose, now a mem- ¬

ber of the High Joint Commission for
the settlement of the Alabama and
fisheries questions. He was born in
Vermont in 1824. He has served in
the East India squadron, in the Mex- ¬

ican war, on the Coast Survey, in the
Mediterranean squadron, at the cap- ¬

ture of Fort Fisher, and of Fort An- ¬

derson, Fort Lee and Wilmington, and
at 'tho bombardment of Dutch Gap,
James river. He has been thirty
years in ine service, and was com mis-
sioned as commander March !. ImJ.1
