To the Stockholders In the Memphis and
Little Rock Kailrosd ompaiiy:
You have been called together for tbe

purpose of submitting to you au account
of the operations anu progress 01 your
road during the past twelve months, and
toaiurdyioi an opportunity of sslecting
s Board of Directors to manage the ah sirs
of your road the ensuing year.

Since your last annual meeting decided
progress has been made in tbe work of
cons ructing the road. On the Hth day of
February, ls70, a contract was made will)
Messrs. lienlry, Campbell A Co. to grade,
pile, and lay tbe iron rails upon the entire
road that then remained unfinished, so
that trains could pass over tbe entire line
from t he Mississippi to the Arkansas, on
or before the 1st day of April, ItCO.

The spring snd early part of the sum- ¬

mer were unusually wet, rendering work
on the rosd, which traversed s low, flat
snd marshy country, very difficult.

The contractors failed to complete their
work within the time specified, but in
consequence of the difficulties referred to
tbe Board of Directors were disposed to be
indulgent, snd not insist upon a strict
performance of the contract, and the con- ¬

tractors were permitteo' to continue their
work until the 1st of November, st which
tune they had almost entirely c9ased to
work st all upon the rosd, notwithstand- ¬

ing tbe months ot September and Oc-¬

tober hsd been almost unprecadentedly
favorable for such work.

The Board of Directors being convincsd
that the road would not be completed for
years under the management of Oentry,
Campbell .v Co., determined to re-le- t the
work, and did so on the 29th day ot Octo-¬

ber, 1870, to W. B. Greenlaw, but pro
vided in this contract that Gentry, Camp
bell dt Co. should be permitted to
cute their work under their old contract,
and be paid for all tbe work they did in
sec 11 dance with that contrsiit. They not
only refused to proceed with tbe work
themseh ss, but endeavored by sli means
in their power, to prevent Mr. Greenlaw
or the company from prosecuting the
work.

Tbe Board of Directors being satisfied
that Gentry, Campbell & . Would not or
could uot perform their contract, within
any reasonable time. C ever, did annul
and declare the contract with them void.

At yonr last meeting, the roud was com
pleled from White to tbe Arkansas river
a distance of forty-eig- ht miles, and from
the Mississippi to the L'Auguille river, a
distance of hfty-on- e miles. At this ltter
poini the work of construction was com
mencd by Gentry, Campbell Jc Co., who
completed the road to a point about one
and a quarter miles west of the town of
Brinkley, a distance of eighteen and
half miles west of the IAnguille river.
making eighteen and a half miles finished
ami put in operation y Messrs. uentry,
Campbell dt Co., and aitogfltner in opera- ¬

tion on the entire line of road on the 29th
day of October, ls7u, UTH miles, leaving
anoni niteen nines 01 the roan unncisned.
At this latter point, one and a quarter
miles west ot Brinkley, the work of con- ¬

struction was commenced by Mr
Greenlaw, which has been prosecuted
vigorously to the present time. The work
is not completed, tn . it is in such a state
of progress that a few days of good
weather would sumce to uaisu ins con
trace

The high water in Cache and White
river lowlands has retarded the work and
forced the contractor to pile where he
was prepared to grade and put in framed
treaties ; this has necessarily caused some
delay

It is confidently believed that a few
weeks of good weather will enable ail the
contractors to fully complete tbe work of
construction on this much needed cnan
nel cf intercommunication, when the
cities of Littie Kock and Memphis may
.n'erchange neighborly visits.

law, ior the completion of his contract, to
the first day of April, 1871, believing to
be tbe interest of the company, as well ss
just to the contractor, that the extension
be made.

For a more minute detail of construc- ¬

tion, operation and financial condition of
your road, you are referred to the ro- -

poria of the hief Eoglnoer, principal Su- ¬

perintendent snd Secretary and Treasu- ¬

rer, hereto annexed, and made a part of
this report.

Your Board takes pleasure in testifying
to the commendsble zeal, fidelity and
alacrity with which the officers have dis- ¬

charged the various duties that have de- ¬

volved upou them, and often under the
most difficult and trying circumstanoes.

For the purpose of liquidating all the
floating debt and outstanding liabilities of
the company and purchasing rolllngstock
commensurate with the increased business
of the finished rosd, your board would re-¬

commend that authority lie given to Issue
one million dollars second mortgage
bonds. It is believed these oould
lie sold upon very favorable terms after
the road is completed. Tbe company bas
received and used in constructing the
road one million and fifty thousand dol- ¬

lars in bonds of tbe State of Arkansas,
and when the road is completed will be
entitled to receive one hundred and fifty
thousand dollars sdditional.

As this is the last time thst some of your
representatives will ever sppesr before
you in that capaity, may not be deemed
amiss to take a retrospective view of the
operations of tbe road, and the difficulties
that nave surrounaeu u during tne ad- ¬

ministration of tbe present board. About
ten years ago a majority of tbe present
board were elected, and have continued
members oi this bosrd most of the time
until now. Tbe road had then leen com- ¬

pleted to, or near, the St. Francis river
from Hopefield, and the grading rrom De- -

vsll's Bluff to tbe Arkansas river was
more than halt finished. The road was
slso partially graded to a point about
three miles west of tbe St. Francis river.
In this condition we reseived tbe rosd
from our predecessors; without money or
credit all the available means of the com- ¬

pany having been exhausted upon the
work above.specified.

A contract had previously been made
with George Peabody A Co,, on
the credit of a few private individ-
uals, for all the iron necessary to iron
tbe entire road, upon such time and terms
as wouiu nave enabled the company to
liDish the road, but for the terrible war
which was commenced soon after wo en- ¬

tered upon the discharge of our duties,
anu ueuessaniy csused a suspension or ail
work upon the road for about five years.
After peace, the finished portion of the
road was found to be in a very dilapidated
condition; several miles upon the Eastern
Division having been entirely destroyed,
and tbe iron rails removed bv the Federal
authorities, and also about one thousand
tons ol new rails whicb had not been laid
noon the road. It was necessary to
buid the Eastern Division of the road and
replace the trestle-wor-k and cross-tie- s on
the Western Division, which bad decayed
and become unsafe from age; this all had

tojbe done by a company without money
or credit, as well ss to continue the work
of construction on the Middle Division of
tbe road ; yet many pobllo-spirits-d people
and journals have loudly com plained of
the slow progress of tbe work, none of
whom, however, thought it necessary to
contribute more than their complaints
toward tbe work. Notwithstanding all
these difficulties, we ars happy to inform
you that very little remains to be done to
complete your road from tbe Mississippi
to the Arkansas river. A few weeks' work
only with a amali force will suffice to en- ¬

able the cars to pass over the entire
length cf your road; then wo hope tbe
complaints of these public spirited croak- ¬

ers will be tared into rejoicing.and all, both
friends and opponents, will reap the rich
blessing tbst must flow from this impor- ¬

tant channel of oommeroe, especially to
the cities of Little Rock and Memphis,

And the President of your board, in
this last official communication he ex- ¬

pects ever to have the pleasnre of making
to you, would ask your indulgence to say
that during all the difficulties, troubles
and straggles that have been encoun- ¬

tered in the progress of this work, he has
been faithfully, ardently and xsalously
sustained by the Board of Directors, for
which be begs to return to them his
most profound acknowledgements and
sin. ere thanks.

Your Board of Directors do now return
to you the trust so long snd oftan com-
mitted to tbem, with the hope that your
investment will prove remunerative to
you and s blessing to the country.

In the brief time we could devote to the
purpose, we deemed it advisable rather to
make a somewhat thorough examination
of the scholars, in a lew leading studies,
than a mere superficial or cursory investi- ¬

gation ss to their capacity and progress in
all the various branches tsught. With
this view, we confined our attention main- ¬

ly to physical and descriptive geography,
geometry ami arithmetic leaving bisiory.
grammar and the remaining stmires to
some succeeding coinmitlee. In Miss
Higiije's department we had some exer-- J

see in reading. Your committee sought
to make a candid, fair investigation, to as- ¬

certain tbe real progress of the scholars,
without any desire to perplex or embar- ¬

rass the student by sbstruse or unusual
inosliouB, outside the ordinary scope ot
their scholastic studies. The neatness
and deportment of the school generally
was highly commendable, and in those
respects we commend it as an example
worthy the emulation of other city schools.
As between the different departments, we
feel that each excelled so finely, and ac- -
inilled '.tiemse.ves so creditably, that it

would be invidious to make any
distinction, and we feel it our
duty to commend all alike. Your
committee went about their task
with no partiality toward the school,
and rather inclined to the im- ¬

pression that it had enjoyed to
aome extant a sort or isvoritisin. as uom- -
psred with our other schools. We
finished it, perfectly satisfied thst the
highusi encomiums that bad been be-¬

stowed upon the school and Its manage- ¬

ment were neither exaggerated nor unde-¬

served. We congratulate your honorable
Board, and the citizens of Memphis, that
we have at least one public school to
which onr city may point with just pride
sml satisfaction; one thst we Know will
not sutler in a fair comparison with those
of Cincinnati, Chicago, and other cities
celebrated for tbelr fine public schools.

To tbe Hon. J. T. Leath, who may be
termed tbe father of this school, cer-¬

tainly great credit is due for its establish- ¬

ment, and the state of perfection to which
it has been brought. When he shall be
called away from his earthly labors, this
school will remain a lasting aud prOud
monument to bis memory one more no- ¬

ble than marble, more enduring than
brass.

With the proficiency of the claaa
examined in physical geography we were
more thsn delighted. Tbey exhibited not
only a familiarity with the routine lessons
of the text book, but a knowledge and
capacity that grasped tbe general prin- ¬

ciples underlying tms science, anu tuny
apace with the progress of the
age, as well aa a general and
comprehensive fund of information In re- ¬

gard to topics connected with this branch
of science. The proficiency in arithmetic,
in wbloh a very thorough examination
waa made, wss generally highly credita- ¬

ble, and in some of the younger scholars
a wonderful aptitude for arithmetical cal- ¬

culations was exhibited.
In geometry the c'asaes exhibited a

thorough knowledge, not merely of the
formulas, but of the principles of tbe sci- ¬

ence. We made it a point to take them
away from their dopes ana isiriy test
their comprehension of Principles deem- ¬

ing a thorough untiorsianuiugui me prin- ¬

ciples illustrated by a single problem of
far more value than a familiarity with all
the forms oontained in tbe text book. The
result wss highly satisfactory to the com- ¬

mittee.
We were also welt pleased with the pro-¬

ficiency of the class examined In descrip-¬

tive geography, and- - were delighted with
the aptitude and progress of the little
ones in the primary department.

We found nothing to criticise; every-¬

thing to commend.
Yonr oommittee would recommend a

'more thorough instruction in reading.
And we deem a knowledge of the science

of elocution, sufficient to enable the schol- ¬

ar to fully comprehend tbe foundation
principles of the art of reading, of great
mportance. While we wonld not expect

or desire the same thorough course of
study for the female that we would
or the male student In the art of
elocution, yet we deem good reading one
of the noblest accomplishments a young
lady ean possess. This cannot b acquired
without some knowledge of elocution,
and yonr committee would therefore re- ¬

commend some attention being ithid to
this subject.

In conclusion, your committee will re- ¬

mark that this school stands, aa we may
say, a living illustration ot the beneficent
results of s proper or thorough free
school system, and a living argument to
tbe people of the State of Tennessee' a
lodgment-convincin- g and sou! touching
appeal in behalf of her children for a
comprehensive, liberal and thorough free
school system for the State.

A GOOD PRIES f DEAD.

There is bsrtlly atholic in Memphis,
not one of the old resident Catholics,
who not remember the untir- ¬

ing Father O'Brien. He came hero
in 1851, at a time when he wss
Provincisl of the Dommican Order
in the L'nited States. He labored bere.for
some years. He left the impress of bis
memory upon the people's minds by his
work more than by bis preaching. His last
v isit to this city was during Lent of 1870,
when he gave a mission at St. Peter's.
Then sn old man, approaching seventy
years, he labored almost day night in
the mission. He was found in tbe Con- ¬

fessional at five in tbe tnornin;; amd st
ten at night. Sickly from hia youth, he
had tbe reputation ot being the hardest
working Priost in the Dominican Order.
He was born in Nenah, Irelsnd, in 1802;
was in America forty-si- years. He was
ordained by Bishop Myies, of the Diocese
of Nashville, in 1834. Among bis first
work ss a missionary in the then west- ¬

ern country, was a ride on horseback from
the Convent of St. Rose, in Kentucky, to
Saint onvent, in Perry county,
Ohio, a distsnce of three hundred and fifty
miles a circumstance characteristic of
his patient, humble spirit, as well as of
the Apostolic simplicity of tbe times.
Father O'Brien was no self-seeke- He
never preached an eloquent sermon in his
life: but the souls that be converted are
countleBB.

side. During ihe fa w first years of my
residence here, I frequently visited Mem-¬

phis, and became acquainted with Major
M. B. Winchester and Isaac Kawlings,
merchants, who appeared to have the con- ¬

trol of the Indian trade ; also Jo. Davis, a
merchant, Wm. Lawrence, Esq., and hia
brother nobt, Lawrence (clerk for Win- ¬

chester'. Mr. V aughan with whom I
boarded): also the Rev. Flijah Co ilea, a
Baptist preacher, with whom I had bees
acquainted in boyhood. I found
Cntlee comfortably settled In a new cabin,
on a six-ac-re tract of land that he had
bought of Winchester. Tbis land is now
covered liy the city. Not long after my
visit, i.otiee lost nis wue. .nu many
years later I again called on him (or rath- ¬

er hunted him up), and found him in the
lowest depths of destitutiou and poverty.
He was working at his trade of shoema-
ker, for Elijah had the care of soles, both
temporal aud spiritual. While I sat talk- ¬

ing with him a woman came in to set hia
breakfast. He introduced her as his wife.
Her appearance at once brought vividly
to my mind Burns' description of " Willie
WasseU's Wife." I parted with him in
sorrow, and some years later saw an ac-¬

count of his death. I have heard that
Elijah Coffee preached the first sermon
that was preached in Memphis. I am of
