The Destruction at Pocahontas-—-An
Appeal for Help.

The Cathalic Church at luka Blown
Awazy.

The tormado of Friday afternoan
struck nins at half-past fonr
o'clock. It thus passed from Helena
1o Pocabontas In an hour and s quar-
ter, nbout sixty miles per hour,
Twerty-two houses were destroyed st
the little village of Pocahentss, on
the Memphis sand Oharleston road,
seventy-five miles east of Memphis,
The mllroad station-house wus ulterly
damolished, and the contents damaged
or blown away. The two-story Ma-
sonic Hall was utterly destroyed, The
Methodist Church, even the sills and
its heavieat timbers, was moved thres
buadrad yards; De. Higgins® drog
store wus destroyed, with all its con-
tents; Captain T. Holeomb’s house
wns blown away, with his stock of
dry goods and groveries; E. Ropan's
groceries; G. W. Garrelt's two
houses were destroyed, but his stock
was not so grievously damaged: G.
M. Nolan's house was overturned,
and his saloon boltles und demijohns
all broken snd smashed; the eotton
shed of Colonel Price wes destroyed,
and the roof swept away irom his
stors-house; 5. H. Rosson's family
grocery was ullerly demolished, but a
part of the eontents were seyed,
Nelson, Ray & Taylor's store-house
whas almost ruined, but maay of the
goods were uninjurad. The residence
of Mr. Dorria, Justiee of the Peace,
was blown down. His family was in
al the time; the window was open,
and they cama out through I, un.
harmed. William Stone™s residence
and everythlog o It was blown {nto
Hulchie river bottom, now covaered
with water, and everythiog was lost.
They have neither Tood nor clothing
lefl., Thomas J, Atking' house wus
utterly destroyed; u little of bis fur-
niture was savied, but his lamily are
In want, Mr. Dorrid has o family—a
wite and four litthe  girls—who are in
groatdestitution. E'Hot"sshoes shop waa
knoeked down, sod thnbers scatlensd,
Heid's blncksmith shop was twizted
like & corkscrew, and the bagey shop
of W. €. Adams was hlown sway and
soverdl vehieles injured or destroyed.
Every dwelling bous? in the place
Was more of less Injured, many were
moved, and ooly ooe basiness house
Is it to be occupied. The people
stand guard over their eflecls while
hijuses are being repuired. Every
fenee in the town, and for meny miles
alung the path of the tampest, was
uiterly destroyed. Several persons,
Mr. Dygka smiong others, were seris
onsly injared by fulling timabers, Mr,
MobPariand escaped wrom Higgzins'
drug store just ms [ fell. The whole
dumage done to the village excesds
$20,000, Many psople wre ta want of
the eommonest nocessarios of life, and
merchants should meet on 'Change
this morning to devise measures of
refief. For mast of the facts above
recifed we are indebled to Mr. J. P,
Wooster, whose statements are w holly
trustworthy.
