The managers will resign
rather than be forced to play a hand
in the farce proposed by the Clayton
faction. They mean business, and
are prepared to brand Clayton in such
a way that he cannot enter the United
States Senate. It is hard to pay yet
how it will teiminate, whether the

Clayton is ready tor his march to
Washington. He has his carpet-ba- g

ready, and only awaits the set- ¬

tlement of present difficulties to
leave, when his faction will
fall to piece. fle will not leave any
one behind him of his stripe to take
his place. He wanted Mallory to suc-

ceed him, but the latter did not have
oackbone enough to stand up to the
rack. Perhaps Mallory may be elected
to Johnson's place by the Senate; but
there is that perhaps, which, as you
see, "pcrhapsed" the wrong way for
Clayton and Mallory in the Supreme
Court The Senate will have many
candidates, and there will be such a
squabble as may let in a Brooks man.
But it is hard to toll what a day may
bring forth. Now that the contest is
Bearing close, and that the Brooks
Radical aw wMiSfng through the
help of the Democracy, what and how
la it to profit the latter becomes a se-¬

rious question. If it profits them to

FRANCE.

THE SANS COUkOTTBS LET LOOSE
THROUGH PAKI9 FEARFUL SCENES.

Special to tha New York World.

Paris, February 28. Terrible
scenes are now being enacted. Vast
crowds fill the streets, committing
many acts of violence. The people
made an attack on some police with
the intent to murder them. One was
beaten to death, another hanged and
two drowned. Crowds surround the
statue Strasbourg, which an orator
proposes to remove, lest it be de- ¬

stroyed by the German savages. The
excitement is on the increase, and the
National Guard of Belleville and
Montmartre have resolved to remain
under arms. The regiments of the line
have been hooted and pelted by the
populace. A great body of National
Guards, fully armed, marched to the
Champs Elyssees, where they are
now camped, swearing to attack the
Germans. The heads of Thiers and
Favre are demanded. The gardens of
the Tuileries are occupied by the in- ¬

fantry line. Accounts from Belleville
and Montmartre represent horrible
scenes occurring at those stations.
THE PROS AND CONS OF THE ENTRY

OF THE GERMANS TO PAR18.
Paris, February 28 An official

notice, signed by Picard, confirms
the signature and preliminaries of
peace, and inuounces that the armis-
tice is prolonged four days. Contri- ¬

butions and it ouisitions in case of an
entrance ot the Germans into Paris
was the price paid to save Belfort.

Paonier iJuentin has beeu appoint- ¬

ed Minister of Finance.
It is said that Averelles has been

named commander of the National
juard of the Seine.

The Germans will enter Paris on
Wednesday, and will evacuate the
city immediately upon the ratification
of peace. The Consultative Commis-
sion goes to Bordeaux on Tuesday, to
debate upon the question of ratifica- ¬

tion. The treaty of peace will com- ¬

mence immediately. The Parisian
army will occupy the left banks of the
Seine. No Frenchmen in uniform
are to be allowed to enter the German
portion of the city, which will be sur- ¬

rounded by barricades. There was
much patriotic agitation on Sunday
night, in consequence of a report of
the immediate entry of the Germans,
and the guards erected a rampart In
the Champs Elyssees to repel the ene-¬

my. There was, however, no dis-
turbance, and at midnight quiet was
restored. On Monday morning
crowds surrounded a notice, signed
by Picard, and which had been pla- ¬

carded in various parts of the city.
appealing tor tne preservation of or-

der and dignity. The crowd also
invaded the prison of St. Pley, and
freed two commandants of the Guards
who had been placed under arrest.

All papers recommend non-resist- ¬

ance to the entry of the Germans;
all papers will abstain from publica- ¬

tion during the occupation. It is be- ¬

lieved there will be a conflict.
La Patrie says the question of entry

of the German army into Paris occu- ¬

pied negotiations ten times longer
than these territorial cessions of in- ¬

demnity. Many citiz ns have pur- ¬

chased a week's provisions to avoid
appearing in the streets during the
German occupation. The policeman
drowned in the Seine by an enraged
crowd on Sunday, proves to have
been an employe under the Napo-
leonic Prefect, Peetre, and was mur- ¬

dered in consequence of his acts
while in that capacity. The Paris- ¬

ians believe the Germans' entry into
the city to be the intention of pro- ¬

voking a conflict, which will give
color to more exactions.

Versailles, February 28 Every- ¬

thing has been prepared for the entry
of the Germans into Paris the issue
of the final orders however, have been
reserved until The agi- ¬

tation in Parts continued throughout
yesterday, but no disturbances oc- ¬

curred.
A manifesto, signed by the editors

of forty-thre- e newspapers, exhorta the
people to calmness and dignity under
the approaching trial.

The Bourse and theaters will be
closed during the occupation of the
city. The German troops will be
strictly confined to their quarters
while in Paris.

peaceable solution is enticipated.

The fortified cities of Lune- -
ville, Nancy and Belfort are left to
Fran'; Longwy, Thionville, Metz,
Saarbruck and Froude go to Ger- ¬

many.
Rothschilds promises to pay the en- ¬

tire indemnity to Germany within a
year, by which the army of occupa- ¬

tion will be got rid of at the end of
that time.

WASHINGTON.

ABOUT THE ANNEXATION Of SAN DO- ¬

MINGO.

Washington. February 28. The
San Domingo purchase will probably
not be brought up until aner me au
lonrnment of Congress. An extra
executive session of the Senate will be
tilled bv the President to act upon
the treaty. It is generally agreed
that the annexation can be fully com
pleted without the consent of the
House, except voting the purchase
money. No change upon the ques- ¬

tion appears in the entire House.
The opponents of the annexation pro- ¬

fess to see no reasons for changing
their views in full information re- ¬

specting the island, furnished by
newspaper correspondents, while the
friends confirmed their opinion by the
facts thus given. Both parties are
already preparing their arguments
for the contest. The report of the
Commissioners will probably be long
and exciting. Prominent Senators
have heretofore exhibited no parti- ¬

sanship. Upon either side they say
it will be impossible to get a two--

thirds vote to ratify the treaty of an- ¬

nexation, and that whatever the re-
port of the Commissioners may be,
the Senators who will oppose the
treaty have fully made up their minde
already, and will place their opposi-
tion on the grouud ol tne expediency
of annexing mere contiguous tropical
territory.
