RELIEF FOR FRANCE.

Heed this Appeal to Gjaerons Farmers and
Planters.

New Yokk, February 27. The
Chamber of Commerce Committee
have issued an appeal to the farmers
of the country, from Horace Uapron,
Commissioner of Agriculture, inviting
generous rivalry with those of Eng- ¬

land and Belgium, in furnishing sup-¬

plies and seed, to insure harvest and
avert famine in France. The Com- ¬

missioner says the best local varieties
of spring wheat of last year's crop,
sound and clean, are especially de-¬

sirable; yet winter wheat may be
contributed where spring wheat is not
attainable. The heaviest and most
productive oats, such as Excelsior,
Swedish, Surprise and Norway, and
most thrifty kinds of barley, and the
most prolific variety of bush beans,
are desirable. Especial care should
be used to avoid seed injured by or
containing insects and grain "foul with
germ and pestiferous weeds. Pack- ¬

ages should he stout and well fastened,
and the net weight should be plainly
marked upon each package, the vari- ¬

ety of seed or grain and the State
where grown. These donations should
be sent to the Relief Committee of the
N'ew York Chamber of Commerce,
No. C4 Pearl street, in season for ship- ¬

ment, the loth of March, and it is
hoped and believed they will be both
liberal and generous.
