THIERS AND THE RADICA1A HIS

PEAI'E PROCLAMATION.
London, March 19. President

Thiers has iasued a proclamation, ap-

pealing the reason and patriotism
of the citizens of Paris to preserve or- ¬

der. He says be is informed that
the malcontents at Montmartre have
planted their guns so as to demolish
the dwellings of their fellow citizsns.
He declares that by such acts as these
the public will be fatally compro- ¬

mised, because a Republic accompa- ¬

nied bv disorders will Is? lost. He
insists that the present Government
is really Republican, and no friend of
tbe Republic should strike at it
The Government will take the
uiunon from those men who
wero misled by designing po- ¬

liticians and seek to inaugurate a civil
war. He draws a picture of the de- ¬

plorable results of their doings, show- ¬

ing how the reviving commerce stpped
and shops were deserted. He con- ¬

tinues: The government, hoping mal- ¬

contents will return to their duty as
good citizens and obey the laws,
still withholds orders to proceeu to
extreme measures to free the country
from the new enemy, but is deter- ¬

mined to act, when necessary, and
deliver tbe principals over to justice.
The government relies on the co- ¬

operation ot all good citizens. The
proclamation concludes, "after this
warning, we shall proceed to force
peace, it necessary, at all hazards."

ing agitation and uncertainty contin- ¬

ued. Troops have been withdrawn
from faubourg, where the people ap
pear excited and hostile.

General Faron was surrounded for
several hours by a mob, at Mont- ¬

martre. Uis troops proved faithful.
They charged and took three barri-
cades, using the bayonet, and finally
cut their way out and escaped.

General Lecompte and others were
not so fortunate being abandoned by
their men. They were made prisoners
by the rioters, and are now detained
in Chateau Rouge. Gen. Paturhes
was wounded.

In tbe morning the troops succeeded
in capturing forty cannon in Mont- ¬

martre. The people retook five with- ¬

out fighting; the remainder wese re-¬

moved to a place of safety. The rebels
killed and cut dp all tbe horses of the
staff officers, who were surrounded
and made prisoners. The rebels are
now building additional barricades in
Montmartre, Belleville and Faubourg
St. Antolne.

The Government has issued another
proclamation, repudiating any inten- ¬

tion of a coup d'etat, warning the com- ¬

munists who seek to pillage Paris that
they will ruin France, and appealing
to the National Guards to put an end
to the condition of anarchy into
which they have plunged the capital.
At o'clock p.m. it was reported that
Gen. Lecompte and Clement Thomas,
tbe latter formerly Commander-in- -

chief, who were captured iu the moru- ¬

ing, had been shot by the insurgents
after a summary trial. This news
spread consternation through the city.
Gen. Vinoy's staff, all the troops of
the line, and the entire force of gen- ¬

darme have retired and left the
bank of the Seine, leaving the Na-¬

tional Guards to restore order ou the
right.
