The convention which assembled at
VickBburg, on Wednesday last, the 15th
Inst , on the call of Judge W. Cowan, its
late President, to consult about the ways
and means of establishing aline of rail- ¬

way to connect Vicksburg, Canton, Aber- ¬

deen and Decatur, was fully and ably
represented by delegates from the coun- ¬

ties of Attala, Carroll, Grenada, Hinds,
Madison, Monroe, Washington, Warren
and YasM. On taking the chair, Judge
Cowan said that the convention which was
held in Aberdeen had solicited aid from
Congress to construct s railroad from

icksburg to ( anti n, Aberdeen and De-
catur, but that the application had failed,
and that it now became necessary for the
present convention to take some action
to secure renewed IV irts by our
Representatives in Congress in lie- -

half of the road. He stattd, britllv
his opinion touching the importance of
this load to iii , material interests of
Vicksburg. The road would connect with
the Texas Pacific railroad, and would be
the overland route from New York to
China, Japan and the Sandwich Islands.
the distance being one thousand miles less
than by any other route. He concluded
his comprehensive survey by resigning
his position as president of the conven- ¬

tion. Judge Acker, of Aberdeen, was
tnen eiectea president ot the convention.
He gave a synopsis 'if the advantages that
would accrue to Mississippi from the
building of the proposed road, which wi nd
connect with the great line running from
the Atlantic to the Pacihc. His address,
like that of Judge Oowa , was brief ana
pertinent to the points of interest in- ¬

volved in the proposed road from Vicks- ¬

burg to Decstur. The convention having
been organized, a committee was ap- ¬

pointed, who, afier a brief absence, re-¬

ported the following resolution, which
was unanimously adopted :

Jieio vea, mat it Is the opinion of this
Convention that the Vicksburg, Canton,
Hosciui-EO- , Ateniien and Decatur, and
the Vicksbarg, Yez 00 Valley aud Grenada
roads can lie built, and tbey ri quest that
eacn aeiegste nero interested in said
outes respectively urge unou their Deo- -

pre at an early day to indicate what ap-
propriation mey are willing to make for
the purposa.

The .invention then adjourned, sub- ¬

let to the call of the President, at such
lime and place as he may designate.
