Splokarnagle as Mayor, One of thess
Gest reformations wes to sm the right
kind of mon for offivers, and when such
did not pressnt tkemseivos they were
huooted up sod lunge salaries offered them,
with wvisw ol making the officea re-
speciablp and securing \belr fwithfal ad-
wilnistention It was not the wharf-
mastor altne, however, who falled 1o lus
duties, for there was nol an officer, from
Mayor dowo, who had not beoome simost
contemptible in thoe eyes of the people;
and ws tor the lawn, they recelved Dat fit-
tie attention. “Oid 8 W' ma he was
cormonly ealled, swore that such things
hud Lo stop or sumebudy would get hurt,
nnd the dotermined manper with which
he went about It, proved that he meant
what he ssid. Two voluntser milllsry
compenies, known &s the Guards and the
Blues, wers enconraged to organizs and
equip, which was no sooner dous than
they tendarad thelr services to the Mayor,
1o ald in the snforoswtent of the laws,
They weore composed of ardent young
men—oniy & [{iLle oo nnalous Lo prove
thelr conrugs.
