"San Domingo Is Not a Paradise, but

Wade,
in los report on San Domingo, takes
the ground that Baez is de factn Pres-
ident nf the republic, and in luil and
eaceful possession of the government.

Cabral is a mere bandit, living in the
mountain districts, where he is sus- ¬

tained by Hayti. The people of San
Domingo, Wade says, is overwhelm- ¬

ingly in lavor of annexation. They
are a quiel, orderly, industrious race.
The charges of corruption against
L'nited States officers in negotiating
the treaty of lsuy, are branded as
villainou-- i slanders, without a shadow
ol foundation. The report is favora- ¬

ble to annexation in every particular.
aud closes with the remark: "To
