2(J(i pounds, and, altogether, is rather
fine-koki- and prepossessing In ap-

pearance. He is a ready and fluent
speaker. His language is always
chaste, and his address dignified.
With these qualities he had little
trouble in getting position especially
where there was so much poor mate-
rial out of which to build up a party.
He was elected at the general election
in 1H6S one of the senators from Ute
Tenth district, composed of Pulaslti
and White counties, which position
he still holds.

Uuring the sessions of the legisla-
ture of '6s and ft, Mr. Hadley took a
conspicuous part. He always was in
harmony with i layton in ail scnemes
and measures advanced by that un- -

rupulous leader. In theHenate, Mr.
adley did as much or more than any
her Senator toward the passage of

the funding bill, and after that body
adjourned he was made the private
atrent of the Governor to go North
and superintend the funding of the
public debt. This duty he performed.
He knows more about the funding op-

erations under that law than any
other man perhaps even more than
the late Governor.

Block of Homes Coasumed.

The Vicksburg Herald of Thursday
gives the following particulars of the
recent fire in that city: About eleven
o'clock last night a fire occurred in
the block of wooden buildings on
Levee street, between China and
Clay, destroying about three-fourth- s

of tne uioCK.
The fire was first discovered

in tbe junk store oi Keuben ii.
Frank, and burned so rapidly
that by the time the alarm
was sounded, the flames were already
burning through the roof and reach- ¬

ing over to adjoining buildings.
Atout two years ago the buildings

upon this same block were burned,
and wooden houses had been built in
several places to the old brick walls.
Consequently they were not of great
value, and were occupied by small
dealer-- .

From Frank's the flames spread
each way, and, the houses being of
wood, for some time dened the nu- ¬

merous and steady streams of water
thrown upon them.

The houses burned were R. H.
Prank's junk store, Mike Comefort's
bar room and boarding house, Mc--

Namara's steam bakery, Zoelling A.

Brother's meat house, Cook's drug
store, Genella's feed store, Mayflower
saloon and restaurant, and a small
bakery and a bar room, all fronting
on I.ievee street ; Pious Worter's gun
shop, and an eating saloon, on Clay
street, and the dwelling house of Mrs.
Kouns, fronting on Mulberry street.

The Mayflower saloon, a two-stor-y

frame house, was only partially burned
though a house built almost against

its walls was destroyed, tbe firemen
stopping the progress of the flre here,
and saving the remainder, only a few
buildings, of the block.

The buildings across Clay and Mul- ¬

berry were also of wood, and constant
streams of water were kept upon them
to prevent their burning.

The loss will amount probably to
not more than $30,000.

LONDON, March 24. The Minister

O'Dennis
has sent a dispatch to the commander
of Paris that the Germans occupying
the torts on the norm and northeast- ¬

CONGRESS SUMNER AFTER THE PRES- ¬

A Washington correspondent writes

that the events in Congress yesterday
put a new phase upon matters in some
respects. It was tbe most important
day of the new session. First, we
had the San Domingo resolutions of
Mr. Sumner in tbe Senate, on which
there was a spicy running debate dur- ¬

ing the morning hour; then a mes-
sage from the President to the Senate
and then the resolution of the House,
asking the Senate's consent that the
House might adjourn on Monday,
leaving the Senate in session. After
that, the message of the President
led to a brief but sharp debate
in tbe 1 louse, followed by its re-¬

ference to a select committee
of nine, all of whom put over
the question of adjournment into next
month, for it is now virtually agreed
that that shall be the action in both
Houses. Thus the matter stands, and
the country may not look for the ad- ¬

journment of Congress for two or
three weeas yet, and perhaps not for
a month.

Mr. Sumner will undoubtedly essay
his attempt in tbe present Senate.
To-da- y his resolution arraigning the
President for his course in regard to
San Domingo, comes up, and the
question will be whether, under Mr.
Anthony's resolution, this subject can
come up. The Vice President will
probably submit the question of the
reception of tbe resolution to the Sen- ¬

ate, for its own decision, as it affects
so closely the right to do any business.

THE BRAZILIAN MISSION.
