“that in al sales by sampls there s im-
plied warranoly that the Lulk of the ar-
tiols corresponds with sampls. But w0
bave that eflset the sumple mast be of-
tored by the vendor, as & specimen of the
guality and condition of Lhe entlrs quan-
ity of the wrilele wold. Ir the pisintid
saicoted the sazuple himweif, by drawing
them from tho bwies, that wouid bDot be
such u sale Ly sample by o lmply a war-
ranty of soundness, In order to make a
sale by sampls amonnt to & warranty, the
fants st sutlefy Lhe jary that'ths sam-
ples weore either ssleoted by defendant or
adopted by him snd exbibited us a trus
aproimen of the bulk of ke colton in the
balos. 1f the defendant was present st
tha o of salection of the ssmples by
platnti¥, he would not be held to warrunt
e guality or condition of the srticlo, un-

weeks or more the mansgers of the Sun
hsve coimplained to their workmen of be-
ing pinched In money mailers, and have
asked of them, as & favor, that Lthey (Lhe
printers) wonld draw only & certain per
centugs of thelr wages, sllowing the bal-
anos to remuain to their credit on the
books of the Sum.  Thia the compositors
agrood to.  Alter the lapss of three weoks
or more, and when the compositors them-
solves bDegsn o fesl a liitle monstary
lnching, they asksd for a settlemsnt of
yack duss, and were suswered Lhas they
could reeslvi s sstllament by takingthere-
upnitive sumn owing them in stock of the
Sun Publishing Company. This they
prompily refissd to do, tor the very s -
ural resson that “stook” wounld not pay
board, sdlther would It buy provisioos
and colothing: slthoogh men like thoss
inanaging the Sen stfact Lo believe differ-
eutly., The men who are thus kept cat of
thelr duss wppealed o the Union to pre-
vept otber printers from working untd
they recelved thelr momay, and a com-
mlibea wan h!lll}il!lﬂll L 28] Hﬂit upan Mr.
Bingham, In order to aflact a sstilsmant
bat he refused to sas tha ocomuoittes, and
sont word Lo the members of It that he
wanted no more Unioa printers to work
for him. In scoordance with this momage,
o hi= sent to acity io the North to em-
ploy men who will work for reduced
wages, and, take m lbersl proportion of
thelr earnings in “promises 1o pay."”

Shortly after ths appearancs of this
eard, the mamben of Lthe Uglon lseuid a
lictls paper called the Moow, in which, as
an opposition paper of woms meril sad
spirit, the Sun came in for m vary fair
phare of its wrath., In it the charge is
made and proofs advancsd that the Sun
proprietors refussd Lo pay off the Unlon
printers, except in proises Lo pl'lv. which
the man considered valusless, The Sun,
left thus without regualar printeps, cast
abcut for what are tecanloally ecallad rats,
Lut, till thess onuld be obitalned, it was na-
cessary to keep up'the regolar daily issue,
and this was done by patting all hands at
“onsn,' local and commercisl adibom, po-
litics] mun snd fsototom—all had to take
» hand snd sef ap the papar. Things were
going on in this way for soma days; the
'nlon men, who are all necsssarily latel-
ligent, oparsied so very efleetually with
thair brotber-laborers all over town, who
wirs the principal supporters of the Sun,
that the paper, it s wsaid, bogan
loas I's subsoribers with vary siartiing
rapidity. This sudden, ominons diminu-
tion in clrevlation roused the ire of the
“propristors knd printers ¢f the Sun," and
a fisros dennncistion of the printers’ onjon
and of every membar of it was the resuit.
OnWednesday,in the loes]l coluamos of ths
&un, o long letter ap ed, parporiiag to
have beon written by one Phelan, who
had lsfi this town soing dsys befors, in
which the Printer's Unilon sre abused
without much regard to decspnoy or
moderstencas of expression.
