For many years Jefforson Davis hos
been @ consplevops churacter in
American politics,

On the hustings and In the Cabinet,
on the field nnd in the legislative halls
a7 8 soldier and cltizen, be had earned
distinttion long before the Iate war
batwessn the States bogan, for abillty,
courage, purity of character, single-
ness ol purpos=s, devotion to cherished
principles, and fmithfalnes: in the
discharge of private and public duoties,

A eitizen of Miml.:-:ai’;pi. ho fought
on the bloodiest flelds of the Mexican
wir for the United States; and in the
Federal councils, his statesmanship
comprehended the whole country, nnd
his inbors were eonscorstedl to the
preservation  of  the Uons'itution,
which he helieved equally nedessyry
to all the S«ates, and ‘to the stovess of
those conatitutional mensures which
he thought necessary 1o 1he perpetos-
tion of the Unlon established by the
futhors,

At the commencement of the late
witr, ex Colome!, ex-Becrctary and
Senator Jefferson Davis was as well
known in New York and Massachu-
setis g ho was in Georpig anld Aln-
bami; and in po State of the Unlon
wits thers & single cltizen who doulbited
his honesty, bis ability, or his patri-
otism.

When the States of the South, com-
pelled to surrender their co-equal rank
und consent to the estabilienmant of &
consolidated government on the ruins
of the ennfiderstion, or to wetede from
& Union into which they had entered
on the baszisz of the coustitutional com-

met, chose the eourse dictatud by
wnor aod duoty, and formed them-
pelves info & new government, sl
eyes ipstinctively turned to Mr. Davis
far President; and by acclamation he
was miude, first provisional, then per-
ianent President, of the Confislerate
Stales of America.

No posilion was ever more émbar-
rassing than thatol Mr. Davis as Proes-
idient of the Uonfederats States, Be-
fore the government of which ha was
the head was poerfectly organized, i
wiis plunged Into & war for éxisteneo,
A new power, without recognition, or
monvy, or credit, or an army or navy,
or arms and manitions of war, or
foundries and manubeloriss, af the
very threshold of existence it wus
coulronted by the armed hosts of &
mighty and martial people, abundant-
Iy supplied with all the weans of war-
Fara and with a boandle=s eradit and
o seas and the world to draw wpon
for belp In the hour of nesd.  Almost
from the beginning, the s palegn on
the purt of the Northern Biates as.
sumed o revolutionary charactor; and
from the besinning the Northern Goy-
ernment thrast from It the Constita-
tion whith haopiorsd s movements
and virtunlly plansd i the hands
of its chio oaofficor the wunliogted
power of purse  aod  sword, At
the South it was otherwise, and
coull only bhe otherwise, One
min virtually controllidd to & single
end the power of the United States.
lera sepession was iu beball of the
Constitution and State rights; and
nelther leaders nor poaple were will-
Ing 1o conecde to the Confedersts Goy-
ernnwnt the exercie of any siugle
funetion oot copferred upon it by the
Copstitution. No matler what the
wril, no miatter how dire the extrem-
iy, the President of the Confedlerate
States would have invited impeach-
ment had hit done one sligle aet not
nuthorized by law. And in all these
vegrz of war and perjl, of gradual-
vaming overihrow, he was surrounded
in the a-.uw»rn!:l:‘mrmwnhm'thr-l'nn-
federate snd Jocal Governments with
hesitating, or timid, or impracticable,
or jonlous, or factious men, by whosa
unwilling, or hualling, or hall-way
measures, his st lald plans were
often marredd and sometiines thwart-
wl. Bothoronghly wes he dévoted to
the sirict eonstruction wod Stales
rights idens in which he had Do eds
neated, that we doubt i it ever ones
enleredd inlo his head to meize the
power which in one man’s hands
might bave given independenes to
tho South, and, appealing to the poo-
ple in the spirit of revolution, to save
ad least the right, when the war should
endl, of gelf-government.

Of the patlence and patriotism,
firmness and fortitude, simple hon-
esty and sublime heroizm, of the
trials and troubles and tribalations
which marked bhis administration
during the last months of his Presi-
dency, we nesd pot speak; for while
much 8 known, and much remains (o
he known, no tongua oen tell, no pen
ean describe, no imaginstion can paint
il that passed in his mind and pressed
upon hix heart in those eventiul days.
The worst came, we know, The States
of the South eeased o exist. Proviness
governed by the crestures of arbitrary
wwer existed where free peoples had
iwved nnd statesmen had swaved pub.
lipeouneils, The ablest and best men
of the dead Confederncy werescattered
on the faee of the earth, or tolled for
bittér bread at home, or died in pris-
on, or dmgesd out s wretehed life to
weleome denth at hand jabor on sun-
scorchedd amd death-smitten islands,
Jeflerson Davia, our chief - whatever
his shorteomings or weaknesses or
errors in power, our representatite—
buntedd down ke a wiid beast, cap-
taresd, denied the trial which the
victors dared nol give him in their
own courfs lest they should stand
convicled befors the world of high
freason against their constituticn aud
their caths, lay ironed hand and foot,
by arder ol Andrew Johoson, Presi-
dunt of the Northern Governmont, in
tha gleomy celis of Fortress Monroa,
und In this vienrions sullering for his
people blotted oul from thelr hearis
mll feelings but love, and from their
minds a!r.tlmughu bat honor and
mevercnee  now  and lorevermore,
Wherever MY.
