A great deal of quiet discussion is
going on among prominent Republi- ¬

can politicians here upon the question
of who is to be the nominee of the
party next year for the Presidency.
Last December, when Congress met,
there was but one opinion upon the
subject, and that was that President
Grant was sure of renomination, and
more sure of election than any other
man who could be named . Since then ,

aud especially within the last few
weeks, a marked change has taken
place, and it is now apparent that a
strong opposition to President Grant
exists, which includes a number of
Senators and Representatives of large
influence and national reputation.
This opposition is no doubt caused in
some part by recent political events,
but it results, also, to a large extent,
from the manifestation of the latent
hostility that has been accumulating
during the two years of the present
administration, and which naturally
shows itself about a year before the
time for holding the nominating con- ¬

vention.
The chief argument of those who

oppose the renomination of General
Grant is that defeat would be certaiu
if he should be the nominee. They
maintaiu that the dissensions that ex- ¬

ist in the Republican party can only
be healed by the nomination of a new
man, against whom no portion of the
party entertain feelings 01 coldness or
animosity, and that, in view of the
increased strength, vigor and confi-
dence of the Democrats, any other
course would be suicidal.

To this the friends of General Grant
reply that a President always becomes
most unpopular about the beginning
of the third year of his term, owing to
the disappointments of office-seeker- s

and the quarrels of politicians who
strive to control the distribution of
patronage; that this unpopularity is
chiefly manifested in Washington,
and is no true index of the sentiment
of the people; and that from now on,
General Grant's popularity will stead-
ily increase, so that he will be renom-
inated next year, without serious op- ¬

position, as unquestionably thestrong- -

est candidate mat could be selected.
They refer to Mr. Lincoln's experi- ¬

ence as a proof of their position. In
1863 there were scarcely a dozen Re-
publicans in Congress who favored
Lincoln's renomination, and yet, in
1864, the tide had so turned in his
favor that there was no question of
any other candidate.

The anti-Gran- t men reply that
Lincoln's case was the exception to the
rule in politics, caused by the fact that
the people were averse to making a
change in the midst of war. Every
other President, they argue, since the
time of Jackson, steadily lost his
popularity from the beginning to the
end of his administration, and after

Tue overflow of the Mississippi
river always brings with it a discus- ¬

sion of the my-teri- es that accom- ¬

pany the high water. We publish in
another column an article from the
Austin (Miss.) OotUm Plant, which
will be read with some interest, now
that the Mississippi is sweeping the
country like a mighty deluge. Some
of the uiystariei of the river iu both
high and low water seem to be past
finding out ; but those alluded to by
the Cotion Plant are of easy solution.
Our cotemporary seems puzzled be-¬

cause the river at Memphis is about
as high ns it was in 1867, whereas, at
Austin it lacks fully five feet of the
high-wate- r mark of that year. Again,
the Cotton Plant says that for the last
ten days the river has been on a
stand at Memphis, while at Austin
it has risen from one to two inches per
day, and asks why the variations in

the stage of the water at these two
different points. We do not know
that we can to the satisfaction
of our cotemporary answer his
questions, but think good reasons can
be given. At Memphis now, as in
1867, all the water that falls in the
great upper valleys between the AJ- -

legbenies on the East and Rocky
Mountains on the West, that does not

absorbed by cvatorations, has to pass
by this city io a space but little, if

wider than the Mississippi proper,
for on the Tennessee shore we have
the high bluff, and on the

Wide, only a few miles a
uny, have -- uaceoing out in a
Northweeteriy direction,
Ridge, also above overflow. This, of
course, forces the vast volumes ofwater
within a narrow space, not exceeding

or three miles wide. Whereas,
here and the Arkansas side

below, the levees are all broken or
washed away, as well as many
on the Mississippi aide. The
consequence- - is, that the water,
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which is forced by this place in
a space but little wider than the river,
is allowed to spread on both sides
and cover a space of forty or sixty
miles wide. Is it not iierlectly natural
that this should be the case?

As regards the constant rise at Aus-¬

tin, while the river is on a stand at
Memphis, that, we think, can be easily
accounted for. .The Ohio, the Cum- ¬

berland, the Tennessee, and all
streams that flow west

from the Alleghany mountains,
are all low, and the Mississippi and
Ohio at Cairo are about on a stand,
aud of course would have caused a fall
at this place, had it not been for the
recent heavy rains which have
not only in West Tennessee, which
have kept the Mississippi at a stand,
but have extended West and kept the
St. Francis, White and Arkansas
rivers not only full, but rising. When
those rivers are full, they will neces- ¬

sarily back the Mississippi, and that,
together with the recent rains, as a
natural consequence, will cause the
river to rise until it passes off. We
see the same effects produced y

the same causes, at many other
points on the Mississippi. In 1844,

lor instance, at lcksburg, tbo river
did not come to a stand until about
the 10th of August, while at Mem-
phis it had been falling two
weeks, and fallen some ten feet. It
was the Yazoo that kept the river up
there for the last four months. The
Mississippi river below the mouth of
the Arkansas and White rivers has
been within from ten to twelve feet
only below high water mark, kept
up bv these streams, whereas at
Memphis, at the same time, it lacked
from fifteen to twenty feet of being to
high water mark. Red river, at
times, has raised the Mississippi to
within a few feet of high water mark,
when at the same time at Vicksburg
and above, the river was lower.

But there are other and grander
questions to be discussed in connec- ¬

tion with the Mississippi river. We
see every year hundreds of thousands
of acres of land put under cultivation
in the great valley above us, which
increases the surface drainage, and, as
a natural consequence, causes this vol
ume of water to pass off and flow into
and down the Mississippi in a shorter
space of time, and in greater accumu- ¬

lative quantities, which is bound
to produce these annual over
Hows; ana as yet there appears
to be no remedy, for nothing
has been tried but the levee system,
and we fear that will prove a failure;
while many declare that it has caused
the river to rise higher and higher
every year. We have seen no other
plan suggested, except that of our
friend and fellow-citize- Captain
Cowden, published in the St. Louis
Krrt(blican a short tim- - since, and
which created so much public interest.

horrible tragedy had been enacted
near Wm.
