But how does it fol-¬

low that, if with a tariff we are en- ¬

slaved to England, without a tarifl we
shall be any more the slaves of En- -

land? Does his argument mean
slavery without free trade and with it
too? If so. what has a tariff or free
trade to do with that matter either
way ? If our existing tariff has helped
to fcoild up England (as is being
proved by our present use of English
fabrics according to his statement
why should not our increased tarifl
still more contribute to build up New
England, as well as Old England, at
our expense? We commiserate New
England. All the hundreds of mil-

lions of dollars taxes levied
lor her benefit have only distressed
her exceedingly and made her cry for
more. It has built up shoddy at itx
expense of the toiling masses. And
the more you give to shoddy, the
more you reduce the wages of labor
and enslave the people. That is the
result in England, and the growinp
result in New Kngland. With free
trade we shall hav? more manufacto- ¬

ries in the South than we have with
the present tarifl, or ever shall hav- -

with an increased tarifl. The reason
is that when new inducement is fur- ¬

nished to the employment of the ac- ¬

cumulated capital of the North in

manufacturing, the numbers of facto- ¬

ries built and operated there will glut
the Southern market, and make it
impossible for infant establishment
to compete, even with all the advan- ¬

tage of manufacturing where the sta- ¬

ples are produced, and with the saving
of freights. It to because large
capital furnishes advantage fir manu- ¬

facturing, not only by its use on h

larger scale, but also by cheapening
labor, that England has always beat
the United States, and New England
will beat the Southern States. More
tarifl or any tariff at all for the whole
Union, will inure to the benefit of
the Northern as against the Southern
States in this respect hereafter, as in
all time past it has done heretofore.
Only a tariff tor the Southern State- -

against New England can do any-¬

thing for manufactures in the South.
If free trade for the United States
means enslavement to England, so
also does a tariff for all the States
mean enslavement of the Southern
and Western States to the North- ¬

eastern. Mr. Clay did not advocate a
tarifl which should give free trade
with England. If that had been th- -
character of tarifl adopted, we should
never have had manufactures in the
United States. A tariff now which
gives tree trade with New England
has for half a century kept manufac- ¬

ture out of the South and West in
