Steamboats and railroads have brought
the consumer and producer face to face,
which does away with middle men and
their towns, and that is what Memphis
and her merchants are Tbe con
sumer, no matter whether.be be

FMHEBMAN,
sends by tbe packet to St. Louis for his
flour, for the reason that he knows he
can buy it cheaper there than he can from
the Memphis merchant, who has to buy
at the same place. The lreight is no
more from St. Louis to any point belo
here on the Mississippi. Arkansas or
White rivers, than from Memphis to tbe
aame points. The merchant has to dray
and store the flour and must have a probt
some wav. else he could not pay rents
taxes, etc.. and carry on a business. These
things are known to every one, and,
benoe it is, St. Louis and other cities are
rlAincr the bualneas that we once did, and
our merchants and people are nly de- -
cei vina themselves when they try to be- ¬

lieve otherwise. We'must at once realise
the fkot that unless we change our busi
ness from that of middlemen to that of
manufacturers, we will ba blotted out

AS A OOMMBBC1AL PEOPLE AND CITY.

And the only way for us to extricate our
selves is to do as they did at St. Louis
when that city and county was supplied
with fl ur from the Ohio river. Ihey
built tbelr own mills, not only supplied
themselves at borne and three fourths the
Southern demandjbut sent a large quan
titv back to the very people who once
so cnlieil them.

Now this is what Memphis must do.
There is no reason why we cannot. We
can, at Cairo, above or below, on the Mis- ¬

sissippi and Ohio river, buy wheat as
cheap as can the St. Louis millers; we can
get ll wrought Dere as cneap an mey can
can run our steam engines as cheap as
theycaD; can get stave timber and hoop
noles better and cheaper than jtbey can
tbe barrels can be made as cheap; can get
as good millers as they can, and make as
good flour as they can, and sell as cheap
aa tbey can. men

OONSUMEBS WILL SEND HERE
for flour, instead of sending lo St. Louis.
This is only one item in our trade and
commerce, but tbe same principle applies
to anv other article manufactured iu the
East or West. We must manufacture
everything here; build up our trade, as
they' have done; at tbe aame time double
our population every ten years, ao non
est. workine population is what we
want, and there is only one way to get
them. That is. capital has first got to
build the factories, mills, tan yards, roll- -

ine mills, in short, everything to Bet
oeople to work, and there will be no iron
ble in getting the mechanics, the artisans
tbe men of learnlnic and science, to come
Hundreds of thousands of French would
come, if we would only give them employ
ment. Tbey are thoroughly acquainted
with not only all these branohes ot rough
manufacturing, but the most perfect in
all the fine and higher branches. Thev
are the only people in Europe that are
Southern before they come to this coun
try.

A PEOPLE WHO HAVE SCFFBRBD,
and are now sufferine as we have and are
now auflsring. They would come here
sharing our sulferiog and sympathies, and
aid us to build up a country worthy of our
efforts.

The Legislature of our Stste should not
onlv exempt from tax all money and land
used in building ana equl. ping factories
for at least fifty years. Out aid in some way
a scheme for French emigration.

Our Ci'.y Council should not only si u the
State Legislature all it could, but give
every encouragement to all kinds or im-
provement. Let packet oompanlae have
their wbarfboats; let elevators be erected;
oease to tax tbe tonnage that builds up
our city; dr everything possible to aid in
cheapening transportation; do away with
all restrictions, rings and smsll ideas, and
our city will, with all its vast railroad
connection passing over the great river on
our bridge, become the great central city
of America, commercially aa well as geo-
graphically.

THE RIVER.

Carleos Facts and Hub Trouble abotrt
Tbem Hew Front Late aad the Navy

Yard are to bo Saved.

Tbe caving in of all the bluffs on the
eastern side of the Mississippi from Cairo
to New Orleans has led to curious conclu- ¬

sions. It is said that tbe motion of tbe
earth on Its axis or some result of some
general law of nature must have begotten
this uniform and constant abrasion ot tbe
eaatern shore of the river. Fort Pillow
baa wholly disappeared. There is not a
vestige of the earthworks erected by Gen.
Pillow, and others, at Randolph. The
river haa cut cavernous depths for its
strong currents beneath the everlasting
bills, and these have slowly crumbled
and fallen, a grain of sand at a time, into
tbe abysses of tbe mighty deep. Now
and then hill-side- s have disap-
peared in a single night, and, cu- ¬

riously enough, this work of desolation
goes on mainly upon the eaatern
side of tbe river. 'Here at Memphis, as at
Vickshurg, Columbus, Fort Pillow and
Randolph, tbe resistless, fathomless river,
whose course none may anticipate and
none can resist, pursues its appointed
tasks with a force and pertinacity which
has lessened property values between
Wolf river and Fort Pickering
many millions of dollars. Great as
is the damage already done by the
mighty river, the calamity begotten
Is steadily progressive, and none can tell
when a deflection of the wilful current
may relieve the anxieties of those owning
property along the river shore between
the navy yard and Fort Pickering.
Tbe city once imagined that in the
navy yard it had a basis of credit to be
used in the perfection ol its railway sys-¬

tem. The Little Rock road at one time
was strengthened in its resources by a
mortgage on tbe navy yard. The mort- ¬

gage subsists, but the property has been
disposed of by a power against which
chancery may issue its thunders in vain.
Plainly enough, while the river holds its
present course, there is no assignable
limitation to its destroctivoneaa. It is
also generally conceded that the direction
of the current cannot be changed or its
force restrained by any locil obstruc- ¬

tions. Several miles above the city,
where tbe current turns westwardly, it
should be directed into its old channel
within tbe confines of Tennessee. But
who shall essay the task 7 No one indi- ¬

vidual property-holde- r, directly inter- ¬

ested, will attempt it, and it seems im- ¬

possible to effect any combination among
riparian proprietors. Those interested
lazily look to the city for relief, and the
city answers thst there is space enough
for several cities between the river and
Germantown, and that it is none of the
business of those unatlected by the flood
to pay for or ameliorate the misfortunes
of those who speculated on these very
chances when they Bought lots fronting
on tbe river. If this were not true, the
whole of Mississippi should be taxed to
replace the losses of those whose river
plantations have recently disappeared be-
ne h tbe flood of the great river.

Would it not be well for those slowly
ruined by the abrasions of tbe bluff,
snd of tbe eastern shore, lo bold
a meeting 7 A small sum levied
on each owner of property fronting the
river would possibly save milliona of
money. The plan proposed is very sim- ¬

ple and costs lUtle, and consists only in
diverting tbe current by devices long used
by British engineers in India and Europe.
Shall we have ench a meeting? or are
these sluggish people content to sit quiet-¬

ly by and see tbe last vestige of their
wealth, fiom the Navy Yard to Fort Pick- ¬

ering, swept into the Mexican Gulf?
