TERRIDLE CONDITION OF THINGS IN

PARIS.
Versailles, May 10. The column

of the Place Vendome will fall on
Thursday.

The
time for taking tbe first vote on the
ratification, if not reached by Friday,
will likely be extended to the follow- ¬

ing Monday or Tuesday.
DOINGS OF THE SENATE.

Half an hour before noon the floor of
the Senate Chamber was well filled
with Senators and others, and meet- ¬

ings ot personal mends and old asso- ¬

ciates was marked with great cordial- ¬

ity. There was also a fair attendance
in the galleries. The general topic of
conversation was the probable dura- ¬

tion of the session. Ten days or two
weeks seemed to be the period al- ¬

most universally fixed for its continu- ¬

ance, t he Senate opened with prayer,
at noon, by the Rev. Dr. New-
man, Chaplain, who .made the csh- -

tomary allusions to the buslnessof the
session the proclamation convok- ¬
ing this extraordinary session was
read, when Anthony and Casserly
were appointed a committee to in- ¬

form the President that the Senate is
now ready to receive any communica- ¬

tion that he might be pleased to make.
it was ordered that the hour of

meeting be twelve o'clock.
Standing Committees of the 8enate

were appointed for and during the
present session, the Vice President to
till any vacancy.

The Senate then took a recess till
one o'clock.

On the reassembling of the Senate,
Mr. Anthony, from the Committee
apointed to wait on the President, re-¬

ported that the President would im- ¬

mediately send the Senate a commu- ¬

nication in writing.
'l be resolution that when the Ben- -

ate adjourn to-da- y it should be to
Friday next was adopted.

A resolution was adopted that the
President be requested to furnish the
Senate with a copy of all reports made
by Hon. Mr. tutney, solicitor of the
War Department, upon any claims
made by subjects of foreign nations
for damages, in consequence of the
war upainst the rebellious states rroru
1881 to 1865 inclusive, and which are
supposed to be on file in the State
Department.

General Porter then appeared, an- ¬

nouncing that he had been directed
by the President to deliver to the
Senate a message in writing. The
treaty was then handed the Vice
President.

Mr. Cameron moved that the Sen- ¬

ate go into executive session, which
was agreed to.

The Senate went into executive ses- ¬

sion at 10:40 a.m. to-da- The first
thing done was the reading of the
treaty of the Joint High Commission,
which occupied about an hour. This
was merely for the information of Mr.
Cameron, Chairman of the Committee
on Foreign Relations, who said the
treaty was honorable to both coun- ¬

tries, and negotiated in the interest of
peace. He hoped it would receive the
approval of the Senate, and suggested
that it be given to the press of the
country.

Several Senators objected. Thsy
could see no reason for departing from
the uniform practice of the benate.

Senator Sumner is reported as say-
ing that he did trot approve of some
parts of the treaty, and thought that
they ought to be annulled. He
said that the public should be furnish- ¬

ed with the full treaty in order that
they might fully understand its pro
visions in advance of the final action
of the Senate.

He was of the opinion that the claims
ot the British subjects should not have
been in the treaty, as they grew out of
things don on the nart of ilreat Bri
tain itself during the late war. They
would not have been admitted if a de- ¬

cided opposition had been expressed
by our own Commissioners. A sim-
ple and better plan would have been
enough to make out a fair bill tor the
Alabama and kindred depredations;
but be would not now ask its
payment in the way of exemplary ut
vindictive damages; that other mat- ¬

ters might afterward be adjusted.
He did not, however, indicate whether
he would vote lor or against the
treaty, as he had not yet had time to
examine all its features, some of
which were of an important national
character.

It was proposed to remove the in- ¬

junction of secresy, so as to enable the
press to publish it.

The treaty was referred to the Com
mittee on Foreign Relations. The
prospects are favorable for ratification.

The Senate, at 3:15 p.m., adjourned.
