The s.icrameLt of confirmation was ad- ¬

ministered by Biabop Feohan yesterday
to a great number ot children and some
adults. Immediately bel ire the celebra- ¬

tion of lsst mass st St. Patrick's ohurch,
the bishop, arrayed In hia pontifical robes,
and assisted by tbe priests, addressed the
children who were assembled, dressed in
white, upon the dignity and importance
of being confirmed of receiving the seven
gifts ot in Holy Ghost wisdom, under- ¬

standing, counsel, fortitude and so on.
He told thsm that the aacrament of con- ¬

firmation imparted a mark and character
on the soul which will last forever. Thst
they 'were about to become the temples of
the Holy Ghoal, who would descend into
their souls and remain with tbem forever,
uu ess sin should be permitted to
defiie Hla dwelling place The gifts
which be would bring into the heart, are
more precious than anything tbe world
afford, and are to be prized above all
treasures. As the manner of administer- ¬

ing confirmation is not universally known
wu give sn account of tbe outward or visi- ¬

ble part, bearing in mind that the really
important portion is the invisible grace,
which is Imparted by the Holy Spirit.

The Bishop, turning toward those who
are to be confirmed, prays that they may
receive the Holy Gnost:

"O Almighty, everlasting God! Who
bast vouchsafed to regenerate these, thy
servants, by water and the Holy Ghoal,
and wbo haat given them tbe remission
of all their ains, send forth upon them thy
seven-fol- d Holy Spirit, the Comforter,
from heaven."

"Anawer. Amen.
"The spirit of wisdom and understand- ¬

ing.
"Amen.
"The spirit of council and fortitude.
"Amen.
"The spirit of knowledge and of piety.
'Amen.

"Replenish them with the spirit of thy
fear, and sign tbem with the sign of the
cross of i 'hrtst, iu thy mercy, unto life
everlasting. Through ibe name of Jesus
Christ, thy Son, our Lord, who liveth and
reigneth "with thee, in tbe unity ot the
same Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and
ever. Amen."

Then the Bishop makes the sign of the
cross, with chrism, upou the forehead of
eacb one of those that are to be confirmed,
ess ing (giving the name of the person)
"I sign tbee with the aigu of tbe cross, I
confirm the with the chrism ot salvation,
in the name of tbe Father, and of tbe Son,
and of the Holy Ghost. Amen." After
which he Kives tbe person contirmed a
little blow on tbe cheek, saying, te-

cum " that is. "Peace be with thee."
Then the Bishop, standing with his face

toward tbe allar, pi ays for those that have
lieen hruied. tut toe Holy i.Q.ist may
ever dwell iu iheir breasts, and make
tbem tbe temple of his glory. He then
dismisses them with this blessing: 'Be
hold, thus shall every man be blessed
wbo feareth tbe Lord. May the Lord
bless vou from 8ion, that you may see the
good things from Jerusalem all tbe day
of vour life, and may have life everlast-
ing Amen "

We cannot more briefly define the seveu
gifts ef the Holy Ghost than by giving
the following extract from a prayer:

"Grant unto me the spirit of Wisdom,
that I may despise the perishable things
of this world, and love the things tbst are
eternal: the apitil ot l nderslanding, lo
enliiihten me. and to give me the knowl
edge of religion; tbe spirit of Counsel,
that I may diligently seek the surest wsys
of pleasing God and obtaining heaven ; the
spirit of Fortitude, that I may overcome,
with courage, all the obstacles that oppose
my salvation; the spirit of Knowledge,
that I may be enlightened in the ways ot
God; the spirit of Piety, that I may find
tbe service of God both sweet snd amiable;

books are the worst enemiea of tbe young.

pealed the fugitive, aud tbe woid had
scarce died on hia lips when hi life-blo-

crimsoned the waters of the Jordan, and
his soul passed sway iutoeternilv.

A mere provincialism, a dip
lerence in pronuncmiion, was the oulj
tealou which depended a human life.

L Commissioned by Christ, the twelve

Apostles traveled over tbe length
and breadth of Judea and Galilee,
preaching and proclaiming Jesus
as tbe iong-expect- Messiah. To
confirm their mission tbe Lord gave them
power to perform miracles. They healed
diseases, restored the afflicted and cast
out devils, doing ail in the name of Christ,
in confirmation of hia power and presence

n earth.
The context of the passage before us

shows that on a certain occasion John, the
beloved disciple of Christ, ou hit way
with some other apostles through Judea,
found a man caating out devils in the
name of Jesus, Tbe man was a stranger.
He was not of tbe twelve; neither belonged
he to tbe seventy. John never saw biui
with Christ, nor among his followers; and
now to find him actually casting out
devils, exercising the highest power and
prerogative of a disciple. It must not be.
The zeal of John is aroused, and in the
spirit of s true partisan, be peremptorily
orders the stranger to desist. He doubt- ¬

less gives lorce lo his prohibition by snow-
ing that be is an apostle ot Christ one of
bis bosom friends, and that it is wrong
and sinful for one not a cboeen follower
totbaa assume authority and power.

We can well conceive the emotlona of
the lone worker in the name of Jesus.
Here are men and followers ot Christ
men wbo love Christ, who have left all to
follow him, and surely tbey will gladly
greet him as one who knows the power of
Jesus' name. Alone amid the multitude be
has spoken for Chria', shown his power and
doubtles- - a thrill of joy fills hi heart as
he sees approach fellow-la- irers more
blessed still than be, in being nlways with
tbe MaaU r. Ah. how his heart olosee! bow
his joy fri eaes at its son n u as he listens to
the reprimand, tbe censure, the prohibi- ¬

tion, where he had every reason to expect
brotherly love and affection. What a re-¬

vulsion if feeling sweeps over hia soul
The man's been is 'oo mil of sorrow to
speak. No word of bit in reply is on re- ¬

oord. Silently be turns away, a thou- ¬

sand times more alone than ever. He
makes no defense. What can he say to
men so closely associated with Christ?
His brave spirit is broken; his faith ia
rudely shaken, for be in ant well and la- ¬

bored for Ue L ird. whom he had, doubt- -
leas, beard and learned to love, when, as
one ol a vast multitude, he liatened to His
teachings of love and truth. And so, with
a bowed-dow- bead snd troubled soul, he
pursues his cheerless way, burdened with
that heaviest grief the rebuke and insult
of a friend.

THB CONDUCT OF JOHN
on this occasion seems very harsh, espe- ¬

cially when we remember his general
character. He was tbe disciple whom
Jesus loved, tbe gentle, faithful John,
wbo, of all the followers, was the only one
to see tbe Master through the lsst bitter
humiliation, when men and devils
heaped on His holy brow all the
bbame and contumely cf fiendish
malice and mockery. If Peter acted thus
we might not be astonished; but John, i

e.eems so strange, there is a deep heart
lesaon bere. my brethren; the tempter is
ever ready to turn our love for Christ into
evil channels ; to prostitute it to the zeal
of partisanship or downright bigotrv
Wisely has the spirit recorded this fact,
tbst in future age men should mark the
temptation and beware of it. Nor should
we be severe on John for forbidding this
witness of Christ to work no more inira
dee. Had he not what in modern times
among most Christian communities.
would be considered good and weighty
reasons? Mere was a tnati
so to speak, a stranger, never ordained
by Christ; a man belonging neither to
afist e nor disciples; behold him exer
cising the highest powers oi au apostle
Was it not natural for John to consider
tbe apoatieship inva'ed? Should be not
as an apoetle, commissioned by tbe Lord
discountenance and denounce all iutru
ders? So Ire thought. He believed he
was right in acting as he did, and truly
he had more slinw of right on Ins Rid
than tbe intolerant bigots of most Chris
tian denominations ot tbe present day
wbo see no followers of Christ beyoud
their own pale.

History ia studded with numerous in
stances of manitestations cf this spirit
pushed to an extreme far beyond John
idea. We perceive tbe germ of that spirit
or persecution as early as the tmrd cen
tury.

In a abort lime a squad of
colored individuals ruabed up to tbe door
of tbe building and attempted to get In
without paying. l his at once created a
row. The gentle shepherds of the fold
drew their swords, talk waxed loud and
furious; contusion set in. Now was the
greasy cook's opportunity. He stretched
hia brawny arm through the bole behind
which the lailbtul treasurer sat, and

the accumulated contents of the evening'a
receipts, lie bad a scuttle around the
door, but Coo key managed to get away
alter receiving sundry whacks from rusty
sworda. He ran city wards. In his way
there waa a culvert about one hundred
yards from tbe starting point, aud not tar
from it was a section of Bteamboat funnel
tbt served as a sewer to a cross street
Cookey made an attempt lo crawl into tbe
pipe, but finding be badn t time, he threw
himself under the cu'vert, whither be was
pursued by ten or twelve of the gentle
shepherds with drawn swords and ready
pistols.
