"Analysis of Language class was next
examined, and presented in diagram on
the board several knotty sentences drawn
from various authors. It fell to the lot ol
Master Edward Good to be interrogated
by one of the visitors. and he proved equal
to the emergency, answering promptly
and comprehending ail questions pro- ¬

posed.
Miss Fannie Piercy, of the Primary De- ¬

partment, next examined her infant class,
averaging six years. This was really an
entertaining exercise, and reflected credit- ¬

ably both upon the teacher and her class.
Each recited s piece at tbe close, and lit- ¬

tle Mollis Smith, a bright little girl, de- ¬

livered a valedictory before her class.
The parting scene was truly atfecting,and
as Miss Piercy placed a kiss upon the
cheek of each member of the class, thus
bidding them "good bye," tears came to
the eyes of almost ail present.

The "B" clssa in grammar presented it-¬

self, and was tborousbly questioned by
the Principal. Names might be especial- ¬

ly mentioned, but the class, composed of
some twenty members, were almost uni-
formly bright.

The'"B" spelling class were put to the
test, and though only three contestants
appeared, the fight waxed hot, and the
"turning down" part of tbe recitation
called forth much applause. Here the
name of Master Joseph Dowdy is deserv- ¬

ing of record, as he b gan at the foot and
at last reached the head of the class,
where be overcame all offorts of his mates
to dislodge him.

At 8 o'clock the final session of the ex-
aminations began. The exercises were
opened by the Principal pronouncing Da-¬

vid's 27 h Psalm the sweet words of
which were faithfully repeated by the
school.

The Astronomy class next appeared and
passed an exhaustive examination on the
objects of interest that compose our so-
lar system. The movements of the plan- ¬

ets and satellites were clearly illustrated
by an excellent apparatus.

Tbe Analysis cisss next presented a
concert reading exorcise "Absalom." It
was quite naturally rendered and evinced
a good conception of tbe sentiment of that
old but beau .iful piece.

Tbe last examination of the eveting
was that of the "B" arlihmatic class.

HORRIBLE TRAGEDY.

Ap Old Mas Killed by hit Step son lo Hay
wssd Csasty.

Two lira mi a Wowas Utdtr Arrest
Statement of the Prlttatre

One of tbe most terrible domestic trag
edies that ever occurred in this commuui- -

iv. savs the BrownavUleifee, was enacted
uear Mat. D. P. Williams' mills, nine
miles north of Brownsville, on Tuesday
evening. Msy 2Sd. An old man named
John Hicks, about seventy-fiv- e years of
sge, was shot twice with a pistol and in- ¬

stantly killed, by a young man named Si- ¬

las W. Williams.
The facts, as we learn them, are as fol-

lows: Hicks wu etuuloved by Mai. D. P.
Willisana aa miller, and engaged at tbe
mill. Silas W. Williams was his step
son. and lived In Hardeman . aunty
W. T. Pennington had some montlut
ago married a er of Hicks'
and had been staying in the family. Some
difficulty having arisen in the household.
Pennington left Hicks' house Tuesday
morning, starting toward Brownsville
Perry. Passing through Brownsville he
met young Williams between this plnce
aud the river, snd both returned together
to Hicks' house. Passing through town,
young Williams applied to a lawyer to
know if bis mother could get a divorce
from Hicks. Being Informed that she
could not obtain it on tbe showing he
msde, he and Pennington went on to
Hicks' house. Mrs. Hicks, Williams and
Penniugton, mother, son and son-in-la-

were at home together during tbe day.
About dusk Hicks rode home from the
mill, and about tbe time he reached his
door, two shots were beard in rapid sue
cession, said to have been tired by Wil
liauis. one shot struek Hicks near the
right nostril, ranged down and passed out
near the left ear, tbe other shot struck
him in the breast, and ranging downward
penetrated the heart, producing instant
death.

The coroner's j ury next day found the
body inside the house, lying across a
chair, tbe head resting against tbe wall,
and a ,'resbly-loade- gun mug on the
floor beside it. There was a pool of blood
on the floor lust inside the door, about
where Hicks' mouth would bsve been
had he been shot at the steps and fallen
into the door.

Williams came to town tbe next day
and surrendered to tbe sheriff. Officers
went out and arrested Pennington and
Mrs. Hioks, and they were all brought to
trial before Roberts. Thomas, Esq., and
on motion were tried separately.

Silas W. Williams and W. T. Penning- ¬

ton were committed to jail, and Eliza- ¬

beth Hicks put under bond, all to answer
at thu July term of the Circuit Court for
Haywood county.

PBISONBR'S STATBHCNT.
The defendants aver that Hicks came

home and attacked Williams, striking
him with a pistol, before he tired the first
shot, that be then ran into the house, got
his gun and returned, when Williams
fired the second shot, killing him. Tbe
testimony of witnesses is that the two
shots were tired in such quick succession
that the two reports were only distin- ¬

guishable. The face snd clothing of the
dead man are badly powder-burne- as if
the muzzle of the pistol had been very
near him when tired.

The preliminary trial occupied three
days, and resulted ss above stated.

A registered policy Is an additional se- ¬

curity to the policy-holde- r. This no one
oan doubt who understands the working
of the system of registration. A certain
portion or per centage of the premiums is
deposited with the Insurance Department
of the State, in registered bonds, which
neither Are or theft oan destroy. If every
other asset of the company is swept away,
this reserve remains to the credit of the
policy-holde- r. This reserve accumulates
to a sufficient sum to fully the
policy-holde- r, in oase of failure ot the
company's assets, by bad management,
fraud or misfortune.

These reserves, of course, are bearing
compound Interest, so that, for example,
If a man, aged thirty-fiv- e, Uvea his expec- ¬

tation of life, which is thirty-on- e years,
the accumulation will be sufficient to pay
the amount of the policy, if a mishap
should befall the company at that time,
provided the premium is paid regularly.
How any sane man oan hazard his repu- ¬

tation for common sense by asserting that
such a system is no additional security.
we are unable to perceive. Yet there are
just such croakers as this. Evervtblng
which lends to strengthen the security of
me insurance makes it more desirable,
for this is the basis on which it rests.

But this is not the only security which
it aaord8. it places the company's man
agement more immediately and directly
under tbe vigilant supervision of the In-
surance Department, snd thus fixes an
additional and very sensible responsibll
ity upon the company, which would not
otherwise exist. The managers of the
company more constantly study economy
In expenditures, and are more alive to the

bonds or corporations) payable to bearer
and for uniform amounts pass by delivery
as bank notes st their value, or are they
like promissory notes after maturity,
subject to equities or oflsetsT Please an- ¬

swer the above and oblige
' 'A SUBSCRIBER.

" 'May 8, 1871.'
"No legal process can be entertained In

any court of the United States on behalf
of a citizen of another State, or the sub- ¬

ject of a foreign government against one
of tbe United States. But a State may,
by its own statute, allow itself to be sued,
or allow the other party to a suit where
It Is plaintiff or defendant to plead In any
form it may choose to provide. Except
where such a plea Is expressly allowed
by statute, we do not think an offeset
based on a claim having no connection
with tbe account In suit could be put in
plea. If a State should sue a citizen tor a
penalty, or taxes, or any other dues, he
might plead a deduction, or allowance or
payment on that account; but could not,
as we understand it, unless allowed by
statute in the commonwealth where the
suit was brought, plead as an offset tbst
the State owed him for services or for
property taken on public account.

Tba Stadia af Maidaaa, Ballett It Ce.. oa
Madltaa Street laterviewed by Our

Maa af Tatte.

There is at least one place in tbe city
where art of the higher sort finds a home.
Our man of taste went there yesterday
and took a view of the place. It is what
we are in the habit of calling a marraV
yard, but it is more than that, it is the
studio of artists where work of superior
merit is done for superior people. The
material in which these gentlemen deal is
of many sorts snd ol many designs.
Principally, at present, tbe work is con- ¬

fined to monuments and domestic work,
such as statuettes, medsllons, mantles,
tombstones, elaborate monuments, etc.
Among the latter may be remarked
splendid specimens of parian marble
slabs, worth $5000, and granite columns
which came all the way from Scotland,
polished and bright as a mirror. Some of
theae weigh twenty tons, were transported
here by ship and rail in boxes from the
quarries where they were wrought into
shapes of beauty. The Messrs. Muldoon,
Buliett, &Co., have also a house at Carara,
in Italy, where all their fine works in
marble are done. These include beauti- ¬

ful statuary, medallions, monuments,
busts, mantels, etc , in an infinite variety.
They are boxed up and sent here in a
finished oonditlon, ready to be put up. At
present Mr. Buliett, an artist of superior
talent, is in the oity, and will remain a
few days before leaving for Italy. He
will take orders for busts, medallions and
monuments in addition to those he is al- ¬

ready filling. Mr. Buliett la an artist of
an perit r abilities, none equal to him in
this section of country. He may be here
some few days longer, perhaps two weeks,
during which time he will be ready to in
lerview any ladiea or gentlemen that may
nail on him in relation to art. People in
this oity who have business of that sort
to transact, would do well to call on him
at tbe marble yard on Madison street,
between Third and DeSoto streets,
during this or the coming week.
It msy be remarked tbat all tbe monu
meuls of any Importance that have
been erected In Klmwood have been put
up by this house. Their business is not
untitled to monuments, mantels, statu

ary, and all that sort of thing, but also to
tiling and everything in that line, within
a year this excellent establishment has
been put up on Madison street. There
are there now specimens of work from
Scotland, New Hampshire, Italy; and
also specimens of their own. There sre
at present workmen of superior ability
employed there who turn out the most
superior sort of work. Mr. Doyle is al- ¬

ways in charge oi tne establishment, anu
be, through a long oonrse of experience in
that line, knows more about the business
than any man we know of.

Tha Leaatlea of tba Read Raatoaa
Adoptlag tba Caaiabeau Rsate.

Editor t Appeal thu queatlon of locat- ¬

ing the route of the Memphis and Seima
railroad is to be decided st an early day
by the President and Board of Directors of
said road, and they, doubtless, actuated
by a wise foresight, sod having an
mate and familiar knowledge of all the
facta and Interests at stake, will arrive at
a correct conclusion in tbe premises, and
in any suggestions of tha writer of this
article, he begs leave to offer tbem with
due and proper deference and respect, and
hopes they msy be taken for what they
are worth.

There are many reasons for favoring the
route known as the Chulahoma routs, or
one further south

1. Because it is the moat direct, and
saves many miles of distance between this
city and Marion or Sslma.

2. It la much cheaper not only by reason
of tbe lessened distance, but on account of
the topography of the country, and will
more than compensate for the loss of the
conditional subscription of Holly Springs.

3. This route being nearly equidistant
between the Memphis and Charleston aud
Mississippi and Tennessee railroads,
would open up a vaat tract of the best
cotton-producin- g region of Marshall and
DeSoto counties, which part of country
has no railroad accommodation.

In addition to these reasons for the
Chulaboma route, there is an objection to
the Holly Springs route worthy of the
earnest consideration of every friend of
Memphis and Shelby county. If this lat- ¬

ter route is established, it is understood
that beyond Holly Springs tbe rosd will
for a groat distance go nearly in a
south course, snd when he road from
Brownsville to Holly Springs Is built by
the combinations of Northern roads in
the interests of tbe cities ofSt. Louis, Chi- ¬

cago and Louisville, this road we are
trying to build to Selma will possibly be-¬

come a great channel of Southern trade di- ¬

verted to the aforesaid cities instead of
ooming to Memphis. We all know what
injury to Memphis the Mobile and Ohio
and Mississippi Central railroads have
been by their discriminations and combi- ¬

nations against us, and we may well
guaid any future attempts at such combi- ¬

nations, and will say the Brownsville
road, being almost an sir line continua- ¬

tion of the Selma road via Holly Springs,
In the bands of powerful rings, may be- ¬

come more dangerous and fatal to our in- ¬

terests than anything heretofore.
All danger of any such thing may for- ¬

ever be avoided by adopting the Chula-¬

homa route, and this Memphis and Selma
road, as the great connecting link between
tbe Missouri vslley at Kansas City and
the Mississippi at Memphis and thence
into tbe gulf and seaboard, will become,
with its branches, one of the most impor- ¬

tant roads in America, and Holly Springs
can and wilt have a branch road running
out to it and will have the much desired
and direct railroad connection with our
oity.
