States courts of a multitude of new

and unheard of cases, is contributing
to bring even these into a condition of
demoralization. It seems to be the
policy of the Government to create as
many offices as possible, in order to
enlarge its army of officers. And 90

withal the grab game goes on, and
grows in importance and mischief
with the accumuiaung numbers who
have to be fed. At Rochester, N. Y.,
the grand jury of the United
8Ute-- Court, sitting there two
weeks ago, adopted and presented
to the court a series of resolu
tions condemning the proceedings
of some of the commissioners and
other inferior officers of the court, and
persons connected with the Federal
departments who have been and still
are engaged in the persecution of citi- ¬

zens by taking advantage of technical
violations of the laws. Upon dissolv- ¬

ing their connection with the court
they deemed it a high duty to bring
these things respectfully to its atten
tion, having first in numerous instan- ¬

ces ignored bills which they deemed
trivial. They say :

It The court is necessarily very ex- ¬

pensive at best, to litigate for legal
rights, inasmuch as the venue is any- ¬

where within a radius of 3)0 miles
from the center of the large State of
New York; thu. often men are com- ¬

pelled to travel 400 miles from home
for trial. The venue of all actions is
of the greatest importance to both par-

ties on the trial of the actions with
reference to economy, convenience,
etc. The lare iuea of being brought
into this court suggests the going out
of a bankrupt to every one with limi- ¬

ted solvent means; therefore, when- ¬

ever there is concurrent jurisdiction
in this and in our State courts, actions
should always be brought in the latter,
unless upon good cause shown.

2. Many of the cases brought before
us more fitly belonged to a police
court or county court, and most likely
would have been brought there, only
it paid the complainants better to
thrust them before this court. The
grand jury being the criminal gate-¬

way to the courts, we hope we have
sent none unjustly through it, while
we have the satisfactiou of knowing
that we have quashed the indictment
ot some well " put up jobs," and
would more willingly have presented
some of the witnesses than the ac- ¬

cused, had they been charged with
the offense, judging by the apparent
motives of both. We desire to com- ¬

mend those officials whose honest
statement- - enabled us to correctly
comprehend our duty, thus doing
even justice to the Government as
well as to the accused.

3. We have had presented for our
action quite too many flimsy, merely
technical violations of the law, where,
if the authorities that sent them be-¬

fore us are held to their ruling at the
great day of reckoning, we fear they
would le shorn of their power for the
abuse of it. The people wish to look
op to the Government for protection
and not for persecution. We prefer
to believe our fellow-me- n are better
rather than worse than they are,
while we have endeavored to find out
in the cases before us just what they
were.

4. For illegal voting the proper
place for correction is in our State
court-- . Most of these cases would
never have occurred without the
greater moral crime of bribery to in- ¬

duce them. We trust ere long to see
both of thee criminals ' got up " to- ¬

gether. However, indictment fol- ¬

lowed, where the proofs warranted it,
becau? it was the right of the court
to claim it.

5. From the nature of maDy of the
cast? brought b 'lore this jury it is evi- ¬

dent that the Commissioners of the
United States Circuit and District
Courts in this district, and more
especially in this locality, have been
led to issue warrants upon the affi-

davits ot irresponsible parties, which
practice, in too many instances, not
only creates an unnecessary expense,
but works trreat injustice and hard-
ship to innooent parties, who are thus
put to the necessity of defending
themselves from charges brought or
worked up by Deputy United States
Marshals, as this jury is compelled
to believe, for the sake of the
fees, mere technical violation
of the law sufficing to create
a serloas charge against the in- ¬

tegrity of men who are entirely
innocent of any criminal intent.
Therefore, we do most earnestly and
respectfully ask the court to use its
influence to have the evil complained
of corrected, and vould suggest a
reduction in the number of United
States Commissioners, and'eonsequent
reduction in the num!erof paM
tants, and would further urge an
investigation into the cause and extent
of the cross injustice to our citizens.

6. In conclusion, as loyal men and
as citizens of a loyal State, we have
endeavored not to lose sight of the
nbjai in and aims of our good and kind
jjovernment, and to profoundly respect
it and its authority, and to give
strength, to shield and protect us all
by protecting it in its rights, however
minute, where its principles were
involved, Instead of the spleen or
interests of the Construing
Its policy to be liberal and just, we
have indicted only on clear proofs.

NEW YORK.

The Great Railroad Tax Cases The New
York Central to be Siezed by the Gov-

ernmentGeneral Breckinridge.

Grant Interviewed Grant and Sherman -

Grant Talks.

New York, June 6. The Tribune'
Washington special says the report
that the Attorney General will decline
to recommend the appeal or com-¬

promise in the case of the New York
Central railroad scrip dividend t tx, is
incorrect. The case has not been sub-
mitted to the Attorney General, but
to the Solicitor of the Treasury
Department, and he will not act on it
until his return from California. The
New York Central has secured the
services of Caleb Cushing to argue
the appeal and he has applied
to Commissioner Pleasonton for
certain papers file.l with him by
the counsel of the road. General
Pleasanton refused to give them up on
the ground that the public service re-¬

quired him to retain possession of
them. If ordered by the court to pro- ¬

duce them he will allow them to be
used in evidence, without, however,
constructively going out of his pos- ¬

session. The plea of the railroad com- ¬

pany that they never had the money
on which a tax is levied and that there
is no longer any New York Central
railroad, that corporation hav- ¬

ing been consolidated with the
Hudson railroad and is not considered
by good lawyers to be vaUid, especi- ¬

ally as a resolution declaring a divi- ¬

dend was admitted. It was made
from the surplus earnings, and no con- ¬

solidation can deprive the Govern- ¬

ment of its due. The collector has
been ordered to collect the tax imme- ¬

diately, and if there is any delay in
paying it, Commissioner Pleasanton
will seize the property of the com- ¬

pany and sell t according to law.
General J. C. Breckinridge is in

this city.
Harold, a Long Branch corre- ¬

spondent, says General Grant, in
an interview, stated to Ban- ¬

croft, Minister at Berlin, his desire to
resign and go to Italy to live, but as
he is well posted on the San Juan
question, to relieve him now would be
injudicious. Before October has ar- ¬

rived the treaty will be fixed all right,
and Bancroft has ask. d to be al- ¬

lowed to resign. This he cannot do
without injury to our interests.

In speaking of General Sherman in
connection with the Presidency, Presi-
dent Grant said he and Sher- ¬

man were warm friends, and he was
not authorized to apeak for
him, but was pretty certain that Sher- ¬

man would not stand on the Demo-
cratic platform. Sherman is no Dem-
ocrat and never was. The President
is satisfied with Boutwell and his pol- ¬

icy, and saw no necessity for a change.
He further stated that he knew but
little concerning the disagreement
between Fish and the Russian Min- ¬

ister, but supposed the affair was very
trivial. When reported to him he
will be able to say what to do, if it
should be worth while doing any-
thing. Relations with Russia are very
cordial, and it would take a great deal
to disturb them.

The President had nothing to do
with the appointment of Brigham
Young's son to West Point. The ap- ¬

pointment was made by the Utah
Delegate. If he had known the Dele-¬

gate's intentions he would have asked
the Attorney General if he had power
to prevent the appointment, and if he
had answered affirmatively, would
have settled the matter right away.
The President said he sent the ap- ¬

pointment of Thomas Francis Mea-
gher's son to the War Office, and it
was returned with the indorsement
that the appointment had been made
by a New York member of Congress.

WASHINGTON.

No War with Spain-Cot- ton Crop Estimates

Washington, June ti. There is ab- ¬

solutely no truth in the recently pub- ¬

lished Washington dispatch, stating
tlint Sickles had notified the Spanish
government that the uestion of re-¬

storing the sequestered estates of
American citizens in Cuba must be
settled, as au alternative, by the em-
ployment of force. These very claims
were referred, with all matters in dis- ¬

pute, for settlement to a convention
which was recently concluded. The
idea of force, therefore, is preposterous.
The Secretary, himself.is authority for
the statement that Secretary Fish is
not one of the arbitrators in the cate
of the Alabama claims.

Rumors having been circulated that
the Department of Agriculture has
predicted a very short crop of cotton
in 1X71, it is proper to state that no
estimates of the growing crop have
been made officialy, and no reports
concerning it have been issued this
seaon. An estimate of comparative
acreage and a statement of the condi- ¬

tion of the crops will he made in about
two weeks.

St. Locis,June 6. Ira Duvall, State
Superintendent of Public Schools, has
resigned on account of bad health.

NEW ORLEANS.

Terrible Calamity -- Destruction of Homes

and Property -- Greater Damages Im-

pendingTerror of the People.

New York, June 6. A dispatch
from New Orleans last evening says,
that 2500 houses have their ground
floors under water, and more than
that number of families are
homeless and desolate. The canal
runs from the heart of the city to Lake
Pouchartrain ; this is always naviga-
ble. The channel is ten or twelve feet
deep, and the rivur steamers and
schooners perjwtually pass and repass.

The damage done by the flood is
at $otHi,ooO. A break has

begun to threaten on llogan avenue.
On Thursday evening the Canal Com-
missioner had sold to certain parties
the rigtat to remove the dirt from the
levee to fill vacant lots. On Friday
morning oneol these men was at work
with his cart carrying away the levee
at the very point where tne weakness
was manifested. A colored man,
named Lucifer, living in the neigh-
borhood, begged him to desist, for the
east wind was blowing and the
waters of the lake, swollen by
the immense torrent pouring iu
from the Mississippi by way of Bon- -

nett Carre crevasse and was rapidly
backing up to the city. He was
driven away by threats. The next
morning a chasm eighty-liv- e Jfeet
wide was opened in the banks.
Suits will be entered against the
Canal Company to make good the
damage.

The river has come up aboutthree
feet here to day, and is still rapidly
rising.

Reports from up the river say the
indications are that this June rise will
be one of the highest ever known.

New Orleans, June G. The water
is statiribary, one inch below the high- ¬

est point reached.
People continue moving from the

overflowed district.
The PNlMtBt of the Gaslight Com- -

pauy states that if the water continues
at its present height two days longer,
they will be unable to supply gas.

The city authorities and charitable
committees continue the distribution
of food, etc., to the needy in the
flooded quarters.

The New Orleans Picayune says
that all the inhabitants in North
America could be amply supported in
Texas, Arkansas and Louisiana, with
a better chance for advancement, wel-
fare, long lite, civilization and develop-
ment than they now have. If the
thirty-eig- ht millions of the United
States were increased tenfold there
would still be room enough for more.

All our
merchants, farmers and mechanics,
artists, painters, sculptors, architects,

lusicians, actors, philosophers and
writers win men t here at home,
each with a due field for the exercise
of his calling. Most ot the expense
of interchanges w ill be avoided, such
as the cost ofcarriage and the numer-¬

ous profits and commissions resulting
from the passage of products, wares
and merchandise through numerous
hands. The multitude of operations
in every branch will admit of the ex- ¬

tended subdivision of labor according
to age, capacity and skill. The same
cause will develop the advantages of
association and combination, which
are not profitable or often practicable
in a country sparsely peopled.
