A Few Facts Illustrative, of

gacity.

PRKFACB.
The horse was always a favorite with

man, rs much on of his SRgacity
and attecUon as for his beauty and utility.
He still retains his high prestige among
men for those splendid natural .juahfica- -

lions. Several instances have come under
our observation lately.

ANTIPATHY TO RAILROAD IRON.
No later than yesterday a team belong- ¬

ing to fire engine No. 4, while coming
down Main street, took it into their beads
that the sun was coming down rather
strong for equine comfort. "This work,"
whispered they into each other's eara, "is
too slow. There is no fun in this: let us
bolt " While passing the Worsham
House they "bolted," snd went tearing
down Main street in gallant style, with
their big wagon-loa- d ot sawdust hopping
at their heels They ran, however, like
horses of sense. Their object was not to
smash things generally, but to get home
to the shade ol their stalls. They passed
between a street car and a bunch ol ve

buggies, hacks and spring-wagon- s

with greatest possible care, though
there was barely room for tbe big wagon
to pass without touching. No damage
done. They carefully evaded everything
inat looked like recklessness. inis cau
tion on the part of the city horses was
more stiongly exemplified in a minute
or an afterward The horses were at a
full southward, and in a condi- ¬

tion to run aioul of one of those
irreat trucks loaded with railroad iron
for the Louisville railroad. The off horse
stopped Bhort, and not only stopped short,
but actually held back with all his migbi,
and succeeded in bringing the other oue
to a halt before reaching the railroad iron.
The cause of this extraordinary caution
is easily explained. Before the horse
came into possession of the city govern- ¬

ment he belonged to a countrj man ; he
was then young and reckless, fond of all
maun r of freaka and given to the indul- ¬

gence of many equine follies. One eve-¬

ning in summer tiuie he was the leader ol
a four-hors- e team hauling wheat to tbe
mill. A crossing on the railroad lay on
their route. As they approached it the
engine was coming also. The driver en- ¬

deavored to rein up his impetuous ani- ¬

mals, but they knew better. They went
ahead, crossed the track with ears and
tails erect, in ihe very fiery breath of tbe
iron horse. The rear of the wagin got
caught by the engine, and was knocked
in all directions. There was not a stick
of it left together, and the wheat was
scattered through the neighboring fieids.
The traces were snapped like rotten
thread. Our city horse was strongly in- ¬

clined to leave there, but be had new har- ¬

ness on him, and the tongue of the
wagon being made of hickory did
not break. Between the violent rush of
the engine on one side, aud the frantic
efforts of the animal to get off on the
other, the shoes, the first set he ever wore,
were torn from his hoofs, and still he
barely escaped being swung in against the
train as it swept along at the rate of
thirty miles an hour. He has a natural
horror of railroad iron ever since, particu-
larly if it be Louibvil'e railroad iron. TbiB
is a singular instance of gieat equine
8en?e and can tion.

' to show tbe wonderful sagacity of tbe
horse. They are simply as follows: A
Major Merriwetber was riding Missis-
sippi ward, and had about him about
$20,000 in convertible funds. The day was
not. On the road be overtook a poor man,
trudging along, wearied and foot-sor- e.

He had compassion on him and offered to
take him up They rode along for
sometime Is foro the ungrateful traveler
gathered siren g h enough to kill Major
Merriwetner. aa killed mm. However,
brought his body a few rods from the
roadside, and buried it. He then ran the
horse into Mississippi snd abandoned him
or Bold him, we don'; recollect which, just
now. no oue knew what happened to
Mr. Merriwetber, but the man who
killed him was arrested here in this
city, on suspicion which grew out of
the fact that he negotiated some of the
funds which were known to have been in
Msj jr Merriwether'B possession. He was
held in jatl for some time and was about
to be discharged for want ot evidence,
for he keot his own counsel, when the
missing horse was seen down in the lower
part of Mississippi, by a friend of Merri- -
wetber's, who knew him. He recovered
the horse snd was riding him toward
Memphis. In passing by the spot where
tbe foul act had been perpetrated lone
oeiore, iue nurse tooa spasms and became
restive and unmanageable, so that the
rider bad to dismount and turn him looae.
The horse ran ofi tbe road and did not
stop until be reached the grave of his old
maater. He pawed the earth until he un- ¬

covered tbe bones. This led to the com- ¬

plete discovery of tbe crime, and every- ¬

thing became known through the remark- ¬

able sagacity ot the noble horse. Many
people now living about this city remem- ¬

ber the excitement which the very re-¬

markable trial created in the western
country.

If but a few instances of "horse sense"
were eiven to tbe public occasionally, the
animal would go still higher in the esti- ¬

mation of man, aud the labors of Berg
and his associates would become easier
The account of this very singular trial,
which Judge Sneed, now of tbe Supreme
Bench, wrote at the time, was one of the
finest contributions to American litera- ¬

ture since the dsya of Irving.
