HANGING.

A Pair of Colored Swung out if the World

la Marion, Ark., Yesterday.

A Speck ot War in the Victims -C- ar¬

ried out by Memphis Policemen,

and Guarded by a Squad of

Memphis Cavalry.

Some Confessions and Prayers on the Scaf-

fold -- The Swing done Quietly and

Sweetly in the Presence of a

Thousand Spectators.

Tbe occasion of a trip to Arkansas for
our lightning reporter yesterday was the
hacgingnf two negroes in the pretty little
town ot Marion, the county seat of Crlt- -

tsnden county. These negroes had been
condemned for sometime, and lay peace
fully in jail, awaiting tbe sentence of tbe
law which bad ohou pronounced against
them in open court.

Our reporter went to the ferryboat
Laura, at the foot of Adams street, at an
early hour, but found that be would
have to wait till after ten, cr por- ¬

ta ape near eleven o'clock, before he could
be carried to Mound City. He however
went on board, rearing the iulluence of
tbe various temptations that awaited him
up town, if he returneo to bunt up items.

ON TBB BOAT

he quickly discovered more and impor--

tani personages than himself. The whole
lower deck was packed with saddle- -

Their drivers were
iroioe to Marlon to witness the execution.

These friends of our lightning reporter
had some i w wegpons, partly stuck
down in boots, light uppr clothing
looked trim and hearty, smoked a cheroot
each, while they beat the dust out of their
respective pantaloons vrnn little cow- ¬

hides. The boat put oat a few moments
earlier, perhape, than uual, and labored
slowly up the river to Monna city.

ON THE ROAD.

In a short time after reaching the larding
the pirty were all mounted, aave our re-
porter, wbo squeezed himself into a ma
cbine drawn by two mules, and driven by
a very affable gentleman, named Chase.
Chase run the hack system of Mound
City and Marion. His hacks are much
more serviceable than they look. Thev
were originally intended lor roskawavs
but by elongating the car and making a
few other economical chanees they were
converted into excellent Arkansas hacks,
capable of hauling along eight persons on
a pinch. Of the mules and harness it is
imnecewarv to make any extended no- -

tios. Let it suffice to sey that they did
their work well, kicked up as much dust
as any two animals of their venerable age
and consumptive eppearanoe could be
reamost.lv expected to do. The dd
wagon, however, ran quite smootrily and
m- - de the ride quite eciovable. Tbe free
conversation ot the proprietor acd driver,
haloed to while away tbe time and to
aviso one foriret the little ioeonvonit-nee-s

of dust aud incontinent jolting. He
pointed out everything ot importance
aiona the road, the higU water marks on
thn tr,ws. tbe new leveo of the St. Louis
railroad, the elegant residence of the
widow Cox, tbo fl jurishing cotton, the
place where Freeman was killed, in tha
ang'eol a worm fenoa, last Christmas day.
" He kil'ei hi ", said our talkative dri- ¬

ver, " right there; bunted in his skull
with aornethtn', and left him for dead. I
believe myself that there were two of 'em
at it. It was right smart of oj!d weather
then, and the water was high up. There
wae not much travel along here. Mr.
Freeman was going home, and it must
be ss how this nigger came behind him
and stiuck him with an ax. He was
found there afterwards by a lot of men
who wore going along this way on horse
baak. He was insensible at the time. It
was Saturday. He died the next Sunday.
His head was stove in right hack of bis
ear, and tbe brainB were coming out. He
only got two pistols the lellow that did
it." By gossipping remarks liko these.the
enlightened driver ol the Marion hack re-¬

lieved the tedium of a five mile drive
over tbe o'd military road to Marion.

ment our lightning reporter entered the
jail yard and found things in the manner
bjo nas aitempieu to uescriue. x u negroes
wbo ware armed outside, clutched tbeir
arms desperately, and made several mo- ¬

tions, which were meant to be warlike,
but which resulted in nothing but a
change of positions. The Sheriff told the
prisoners that he bad tbe means ef bring- ¬

ing them oat, bat he did not like to use
any harsh measures; he did not wish io
mutilate them or have any fuss. B
wished to have thfnga done and
iu order. Harris, he who fixed Crocket t,
spoke up in a loud tone, and said: "By
God, we are going to die. We have got to
go, and no man in the world can take ua
oat without paying for it." He warned
them not to rush on him. He did not
want to shed blood, he said, but be was
innocent, and be waa no. " agwine to be
hung for no cause. If they rushed on
him without giving him fair warning,
they would be sorry for it." He said this
in a loud, sing song, semi-pioU- whine,
that sounded like a serpent's bias. - -

borough, who stove In the man's head
wi n an ax, said they would die in there
before they should be taken out. And
then they went on to encourage each oth- ¬

er to a heroic resistance to the last ; not to
be afraid; that they were bound io die
anyway, and they might as well die de-¬

cently, fighting for their lives in there,
as go ont in the presence "ob de people "
and die like dogs. The Sheriff

carried out. The sheriff thanked him, and
after some brief conversation it was arrang- ¬

ed that another attempt be made to lake
the men out bv force, without, if posstrjle,
mutilating them in any way. Preparations
were accordingly maae lor anotuer
temot in force. Serceant Hicks, M. Gal- ¬

lagher. Frank Biruiinghim and John
Marre, and an Arkansas gentletrer,
ilaaniMl ML. Windsor took oft their coats.
rolled no their si eeves.laid their pisto'sand
otherjewelry aside and went in. TheChief
told them to Keep cooi ana io nan Hom- ¬

ing, hut to bring the prisoners out. When
tbey got in tbey shut the door ban!
them and stood in the dark p4ssage for a
few seconds until their eyes should b3- -

conie accustomed to the gloom within.
The twp culprits atood at the end of their
cells, glaring on the attaokiug party like
wild beasts. These Memphis men told
them in very decisive language to come
out. They refused aDd became threaten- ¬

ing. Then Hicks and Frank Birming- ¬

ham made a dart through the cell door.
Thev were at onoe assailed by Harris with
hla iron bar. He made a tremen- ¬

dous blow which Hicks dodged by stoop-
ing very low and "diving," or rather
sailing into him. Frank B'rmiDgham
caught a stroke on the wrist, which he did
not feel in the excitement of the moment.
At tbe same time Mike Gallagher and
John Marre pinioned Roaenborougb Both
men were hauled into the passage, where
toere was a tub of lime-wate- r. One cf
them got stretched over it in his snug- ¬

gles. They were held down, however,
until their hsnda were tied with a strap.
All this lime the suspense outside was
intense, for the shouts and atrugglea and
sounds o! strife rescued even beyond tbo
high fence. There was grinding of teeth,
cursing and loud shouting inehte for a low
brief minutes, and when It was ever word
was spread that they were "all right ; they
have them." Presently the door of the
prison was thrown ooen again and the
handcuffed prisoners marched forth, per- -

soirinc and puffing and pretty well ex- ¬

hausted, but without any olhar marks of
violence.

IN TBB OPEN AIR.
Blessed mast be the Influence of sun- ¬

shine. Those dark criminals commenced
praying at once, and did net atop until
tbeir lips were closed In eternal silence.
It is left to the decision of the philosophic
and the theological whether it was tbe
blessed influence of the sunshine or not
that wrought such a wholesome spiritual
change in the hearts of those culprits.
Having been fairly brought into the light
of day, bathed in aunshine and thn genial
atmosphere, tbeir sentiments underwent
a change remarkable as it was salutary.
But, after all, it may have been produced
by the presence of half a dozen stalwart
Memphia police, and the unusual pres- ¬

sure of tightly-buckle- d straps around
tbeir wrists. Perhaps the real cause
of it may be found here. Both were
s to tat negroes. Roseborough was a young,
hearty, bold man, black as if he wero
painted and varnished, with tolerable
regular features, and a manly look and
bearing. Harris was an older man, not so
manly. looking, nor so well made; every
whit as black, except that be had not the
varnish. He did no shine about tbe foce
like the other one. He was ais weaker
in the knees.

OOIKU ON THE SOAFFOLD.

There was the slightest possible trouble
in getting them up tho stairway to the
platform of the gallows. They moved
along with some hesitancy. Having fairly
mounted the scaSolding and got in tbe
presence of the crowd of ten or twelve
hundred people that wero assombled
outside, their prayers became more
frequent, tervent and loud. Kosehorough
having the better lungs and physique,
made by far the finer impression. His
common ejaculation was, " Lord save mo
this day I" He mounted thescaftold first.
The other one was close behind, however.
Rosoborogh stood up like a man. Harris
sat down and appeared to be giving way
in the nervous system. He called for
water frequently. A bucketful was
brought upon tbe scell ild at or.ee, and all
hands had a little moisture, for it was
tearfully hot up there, and not a breath of
air was stirring. A few drops of strong
drink, such as the beautitul . ity of Ma-

rion affords, were mixed with the eoU
water, which trickled down Har-
ris' gullet. Wheu Kcth men got
fairly on their pins and well in the pres-
ence of the crowd, the sberitt of the coun- ¬

ty read the record of their trial end the
sentor.ee of the Court in eecb case. That
sentence which condemned them to pass
Violently, nocn wlew. at twelve or one
o'clock, 'on J one 9th, 1871, in tbe beautiful
county seat of Crittenden, in tbe State of
Arkaneas, from the light ot day to the
darkness of death. It takos bolder
hearts than poor negroes usually possess to
bear bravely up against tbe trials of such
a moment. Both coloreda sat down us
soon as they had done, and were again
refreshed with moisture. Harris felt
gloomy.

ROSKBOROUUH

was more lively. He had a finermoral
sense and did much batter every way His
eyes looked out on vacancy and he prnyod
with the eloquence of despair, "o, God.
don't I know I am going to be lost? Par- -
don me my sins; Lord, pardon me."
Then he bowed his head aDd prayed with
much fervcr- - Harris seemed at this lime
to be "played out." The Sheriff addressed
Rosebor'-ug- first. He aaid: "John, if
you have anything to say you can say it
now, you have fifteen minutes to spare."
"Only fifteen minute! Give me time;
let me have time and I will tell every cir- ¬

cumstance that I know. I know the time
ia coui'ng that 1 am going to be cist into
hell. I want to tell everything. Shall I
stand up or alt down?" The Sheriff told
him he might do as he pleased. He con- ¬

cluded to stand up, aud straightening
himself out, he addreesedthe crowd: "A
of you wbo wish to listen to what I have
to say draw near. I havo'nt time to talk
long; 1 have tried a long time to got free
ot thla.

Bat the
oity ol Memphis reserves the right to
collect whariage cf all the boats and
water-craf- t, lnofnding those belonging to
the proprietors of tho elevators, that land
at tbo elevators, but will not collect
wharfage of the loesses of tbe premises
for tho occupation of the river front of the
same by tbe elevators.
