trying situations. Than this position ol
public school teacher, there is none more
trying or responsible, and none under the
sun so contemptibly remunerated.

Let your little
ones have all tbesunshine and dlrtdlgging
they want, and don't mention books
again until September. Send a kind
thought, too, after their Instructors, and
when, refreshed in mind, body and estate,
they come gladly to their work again In
the fall, remember to put in a word for
longer vacstions through the year, and
also to keep the ball moving In regard to
the awful injustice done them in the mat- ¬

It
chagrined Colonel Ward very much, and
he threatened tc contest the election, but
old Ike bitterly opposed It.

Major Hannum made speeches too. He
canvassed the county with the other. can- ¬

didates whenever he could get a horse to
ride. He always expressed great confi- ¬

dence in his . The encour-¬

agement he met with in every section was
beyond doubt. The promises of influen- ¬

tial men were secured and he did not see
how it was possible he could be beaten.
But, alas, for human calculation, when
the votes were counted out, to his great
astonishment, he had not received a sin- ¬

gle vote. It was thought at that time to
bean unprecedented thing In elections
an occurrence of the kind had never been
known before for a man to canvass the
county over and not get a vote. The oth- ¬

er candidates laughed mightily at the cir- ¬

cumstance. By way of retort, Hannum
told them that he had undoubted evi-
dence that he did not vote for himself,
which tbey had not.

"HARD cases.
Another of your correspondents alluded

to certain wild young men that were here
at an early day, who were given much to
tfcing jokes whenever an oppor-
tunity offered, and instances a good
joke played off on old man Ike.
1 was well acquainted with half a dozen
such boys (useless to mention names),
who thought it a crying shame to miss a
good joke when an opportunity offered, It
mattered not to them at whose cost.
whether General Jackson, Judge Overton
or Isaac Rawlings (the two former used
to visit us occasionally.)

Old man Ike had among his valuables
a large liquor case that he used to prize
very highly, he kept It well stored with
the best of brandy, gin, whisky, and all
kind of wine. On one occasion he had it
replenished with the best of liquors from
New Orleans. A few days after he left
for Baltimore; the facts were soon noised
sbout among the boys, who thought It a
verv iniDrudent act for him to fill up his
liauor case and then leave, and that he
ought to be taught better. The opportu- ¬

nity was too good to be lost. A delega-¬

tion was Bent to Inspect the liquor case.
The village was scraped for all sorts,
sizes and description of keyB; none would
unlock the magic case. Finally says one
mechanical genius: "1 can draw that
hasp." A chisel was soon brought into
requisition, the hasp-- was drawn, the
lid raised, and the voluptuous bottles
with their oontents perfectly developed.
It was the means of several first-clas- s

frolics. The bovs were all sworn to se- -

orecv. snd the joke was too good, of
course, ever to be mentioned. When the
bottles were emptied tbey were all put
hack in their places and the hasp carefully
replaced by the same mechanical genius.
When old man ike came camp dsck oe
was several days in Inspecting his eoods,
books and accounts, cash, etc. He finally
got round to the liquor ase. He put his
hand in his pooket. took out the key anil
unlocked it; with a mournful lookirg
countenance he exclaimed.

He was heard to ask several
friends privately on two or three occasions
during the following week whether they
had observed sny evidence in his conduct
that his memory, or other faculties, were
failing T It was only the bottles, and not
his head, that W6re e'mpty.

OLD MAN IKE AND HIS HOUSEHOLD.
His household consisted of himself, two

or three clerks snd two negro women,
who did the cooking and washing. He
boarded bis own clerks, and lodged them
upon the floor. One of his women was a
good-looking Indian woman by the name
of Hannah. Hannan was rxrn ana raised
in the Chickasaw Nation, and inherited
from the tribe a great fondness for whis-
ky. It was impossible to keep her sober
if there was any whisky accessible
Still, she was a great favorite ot the old
man's. The old man's chief clerk wa

with good address snd
s plausible tongue. With bis personal
appearance and the free use of spirits he
soon insvatlated himself into squaw Han- ¬

nah's affections. Old Ike at length con- ¬

ceded that the book-keep- er was successful,
and acknowledged that he had won Han- ¬

nah's heart. The old man made his will,
and gave to the first son of Hannah his
whele estate, some 75,000 or

0,000. This youth grew up, and
Inherited from his mother her
Irresistible fondness for whisky.
He was rarely ever sober, and in the
course of three or four years he bsd spent
the lsst dime, snd died with maniaapolu,
snd, I believe, was buried as a pauper.

FANSIS WRIGHT AND ROBERT DALE

OWEN.
In 1826 or '27, Fannie Wright and Robert

Dale Owen came down here to remodel
society. They found a strong ally In
Winchester, who was always ready to
catch at passing "isms." From his popu- ¬

larity, they felt confident of success, bnt
their ideas were novel, and did qet take
with the barbarians. They were both
abolitionists, and thought to tree a few
negroes would be s great accomplishment.
Their plan was to buy a piece of land, then
buy a few negroes, and, when the negroes
paid for themselves by their labor, to set
them free and buy more. They bought
land on Wolf river, near Gern antown,
and called the place Nashoba, which in the
Choctaw language means wolf. The first
purchase of negroes never psld for them- ¬

selves, so that scheme tell to the ground.
Fannie had some peculiar notions.

She wss oppoeed to matrimony. She
objected to people getting married;
she thought, like the Woodhull Chaflin
sort, that men and women should be al- ¬

lowed to take up with each other, live to- ¬

gether as long as they pleased, and quit
when they pleased.

Camilla Wright, Fannie's sister, and a
much prettier woman, was loth to believe
In any such doctrine. She thought It best
to marry, should an opportunity offer.
She accepted the first chance, and mar- ¬

ried. In spite of Fannie's opposition. She
reported favorably upon the situation;
advised Fannie to go and do likewise; she
knew she would like it. Fannie was
finally and she married
too, much to her own gratification and
Owen's disgust.

Fannie Wright was a tall, masculine- -
looking woman, with a coarse voice like a
man. I once hoard her lecture against the
Bible, which no man would have under- ¬

taken in those days. She was quite
fluent and eloquent. She selected (as she
thought) very strong points, and enforced
them with great zeal, as if it came from
the bottom of her heart. She thought she
had demolished the Book, and torn It all
to pieces.

PEN PORTRAITS.
When I first became acquainted with

Winchester, I thought him the handsom- ¬

est man I ever saw. In addition to his
fine appearance, his manners were those
of a Chesterfield. He was prepossessing
and popular. In politics he was a strong
Democrat; in religion he was skeptical,
and might be called a he
never attended church. Isaac Rawlings
was low In stature nothing prepossessing
about him. He had an Impediment In his
speech, but a fine head and a very intel- ¬

lectual countenance. He was as strong an
old line Whig as Winchester was a Demo- ¬

crat. Tbey were good friends; had fre-
quent political controversies, but it never
Interrupted their kind persona! relations.
Unlike Winchester, tho old man was very
piously Inclined a thorough Episcopalian
In sentiment. Old Parson W right preached
the first Episcopal sermon nver delivered
in Memphis, and established the first Epis- -
.opalian church, Isaac Rawlings took a
great Interest In it, contributed liberally
to Its support, and attended dlvineservice
at his church whenever bis rheumatics
would admit. His funeral sermon was
preached by the Rev. Philip Alston, and
this was the last of Isaac Rawlings,

It was none could tell without s
post mortem examination The doctors
would not perform that little ceremony
lor tne neggariv lee or nve dollars, wmcn
the county allowed.

malna a mystery what Jacob Spears died
of. It is just possible that he did not
commit suicide at all. Then there were
other witnesses introduced whose com- ¬

bined testimony made up a narrative of
this sort.

Mr. Jacob Spears did business here be-¬

fore the war. He was known to a great
number of citizens. He served two months
in the Confederate army. He had a cloth- ¬

ing store on Shelby street, at the place
above mentioned, wbloh he gave up some
months ago, since which time he did
nothing but "speculate." This specula- ¬

tion consisted principally In gambling, an
amusement that was carried on cautiously
at lirst but gradually deepened Into a
passion. It appears that during the eaily
part of the week he lost $3000 in one night,
and was left, In the language of the sen- ¬

sational reporters, a beggar. He had a
wife and child, a few artioles of fur- ¬

niture, but nothing more. He con- ¬

sulted with his wife about what to do.
He proposed to run away to New York and
leave her to be taken care of by her rela- ¬

tives, who are rich. She opposed that,
and he appeared to give up the idea. Few
people knew that he was "dead broke,"
and he was sensible enough not to go
round telling the painful tale ot his own
beggary. On the contrary.be went among
his acquaintances aud borrowed money
enough to make a regular renewal on two
life policies for 12500 each one in favor of
his wife, snd one In favor of his child
which he held in the New York Life Insur- ¬

ance Company. This company pays its pol- ¬

icies upon Bulcidsl deaths, as well as eth- ¬

ers. Jacob took the last ten dollar bill In
the house to complete the payments on
the renewal of those policies on Thurs-
day. He was then penniless, and the
only way left him, he thought, was
to die snd, thereby, secure to his fam- ¬

ily the benefits of his policies. It appears
he had come to this conclusion, for a let- ¬

ter was found after his death, written In
German or Hebrew, that told all about his
troubles and plans. It was dated, at Sel- -
bert's saloon.on Adams street, and went on
in a business-lik- e way to tell of all the
people that owed him money. The sum
due him amounts to about 300. He took
considerable pride in stating that hs owed
nothing himself. The letter then went
on to say that he was broke; had no
money; nothing to live for, and that he
had decided to die in order that his faml- -'

ly might get a living. Curious expression,
thst! He did not intimate what method
he had adopted to eflect the end In view.
While going home the previous night
with a friend, he stopped short suddenly
and said he was low spirited, and thought
he would go to Block's and get cheerfully
tight. He then parted from his friend
and went away in another direction. At
the inquest his,wif.i did not say that he
was T)uring the night he got
out of bed In the back room, saying that
he would go out to the store and stretch
himself on the mattress and sleep there.
He went back to bed after day light. Hla
wife got up an hour alter ward and left
him sleeping. She subsequently became
alarmed at the heavy breathing she heard,
and when she went to rouse him up she
could not. The doctor was sent for, bnt
before he came, which was about 8 o'clock.
Spears was a dead man.

These are the facts that were elicited
during the progress of the inquest. The
jury brought in a verdict to the effect that
he had committed suicide by taking some
opiate. His friends will bury him y.
