Commencement Ween fwsirttg. Condition

and Prospect- s- Honors Conferred,
and who Upon.

Commencement Safcatth Sermon of Dr.

Cranberry, of Richmond. V.i.

Spoctnl Correspond adca of the Appkai.
Lkxinotok, Va., Jnno 17, 1871.

A stranger, dropping in upon our
mountain town at this time would be
at once impressed that something un- ¬

usual was on the tapis. The crowds
about the principal hotel, the throngs
of gaylv dressed belles and beaux who
walk the streets, and the general holi- ¬

day air to be seen on every side, tell
plainly thatsomething special is abont
to turn up. He would not mingle long
with the gay throng before learning
that "Commencement Week" at
Washington and Lee University is
just beginning.

A large part of the endowment of
the college was lost by the war, and
its buildings were sacked and its li- ¬

brary and apparatus destroyed by
General David Hunter in the summer
of 1864. When the trustees assem-
bled in 1885, the prospects of the col- ¬

lege were dark indeed. Rut a bril- ¬

liant suggestion made by one of their
number was at once acted upon, and
General R. E. Lee, who had just laid
aside the sword he had used so nobly
in defense of his native State, was
called to the Presidency of the insti- ¬

tution. He accepted the call and en-¬

tered upon the discharge of his duties
in September, L96K. Since that time
the course of the college has been up- ¬

ward and onward. Ten new profes- ¬

sorships have been established, the
course of instruction has been ¬

eled to meet the advanced demand of
science and art. and it is the design,
so soon as the finances will permit, to
introduce into the University course
a thorough and practical training for
the agricultural, commercial, and me-¬

chanical pursuits of life. The patron- ¬

age which the college has received
since its reorganization has been most
encouraging. As many as 411 stu- ¬

dents have matriculated during one
session, notwithstanding the prostrate
condition of the finances otthe South.

The death of its illustrious Presi- ¬

dent last October was certainly a seri- ¬

ous loss to the College. Those who
supposed that General Lee's position
here was a mere sinecure that his
illustrious name was used to attract
students, and that he had nothing fur- ¬

ther to do with them knew little of
the man and the conscientious devo- ¬

tion with which he met every duty
imposed upon him. His eye and in-¬

fluence was everywhere in all that con- ¬

cerned the interests of the College,
and if R. . Lee had never accom- ¬

plished anything else, his work at
Washington College, both in what he
actually accomplished and in what he
planned, would have written his name
high upon the roll of fame.

When the Board of Trustees met to
the interests of the College

after the death of General Lee, they
did what might have been expected
from the enlightened wisdom which
they had hitherto shown they elected
General G. W. Custis Lee to succeed
his father in the Presidency, and
changed the name of the Institution
to "Washington and Lee University,"
and took such measures as would fully
carry out the views of theGieat Chief- ¬

tain and make the child of his old age
and last affections in every respect
worthy of his name and fame.

General Custis Loo has proven him- ¬

self worthy to succeed his illustrious
Father. Of fine native talent, one of
the most accomplished trraduates
ever scut out from West Point, a hard
student all of his life, one of the best
teachers in the country, and of won
derful powers for at the same
time attracting and governing
young men General Lee has given
the highest satisfaction to both atu
dents and pmfessors, and impresses
all with whom he comes in contact
with the idea that he was bom for i

t'nirersitv I'resident. Only thirty
eight years old, of fine health, indom
i table energy, and large views, it needs
no prophetic ken to predict that the
'work so well begun by his illustrious
father will be nobly accomplished by
the son, until " Washington and Lee
University " shall, indeed, become a
tilting monument 01 the great chief-
tain whose body sleeps beneath its
chapel and whose spirit still lingers
amid its classic shades.

The session just closing has been
most successful one. They have had
ili Undergraduates and 4 Resident
Masters representing States, two
Territories, trance and Canada and
it would be really difficult to collect
together so many young men among
wnom there would be less dissipation
and more studiousness and gentleman- ¬

ly I earing than among these young
men. the moral and religions tone
among them has been unusually huh,
the ouiilj Men s Christian Associa-
tion has been very flourishing, they
have sustained Sunday-school- s and
prayer-meeting- s at destitute points,

To this end he
invited the four pastors in Lexington
to alternate in conducting the daily
chapel services, and had it determined
that this Baccalaureate Sermon should
be preached by some representative
of the four denominations in turn.
And it was always a source of great
pleasure to the noble ehiettain to wit-
ness the cordial relations between the
pastors and churches of Lexington,
and to see the young men of the differ- ¬

ent Christian denominations mingling
together 30 fraternally in their Chris- ¬

tian association, Sunday schools and
prayer meetings.

The University has certainly been
fortunate in their Baccalaureate ser- ¬

mons. Thu Urst one was preached in
1S67 by I4ev. Dr. Broaddus, of the
Southern Baptist Theological Semi
narv. who choseas his text , ""And
of one Jesus which was dead, whom
Paul affirmed to be alive."

churches of his denomination, had
raised high expectations, which were
not disappointed.

The service was held in the Presby- ¬
