during the past year suggests some

ply !,too,ii! !ales. No sooner had
this become definitely known than
both foreign and domestic manufac- ¬

turers commenced putting down their
prices, and exerting all their ingenui-
ty to play one producing country
againRt auother. The rivals of the
South India, Brazil, Egypt, etc.
were represented a by no means dis- ¬

couraged, and as ready to supply
their full former quota of the staple.
A European war intervening, these
efforts to unduly depress cotton were
entirely successful, and the crop was
ueariy all sold at prices that were
much below the cost of production.

Of late it has transpired that the
shipments of cotton from India this

a-on will be very small. The ryots
are very stubborn, and, notwithstand- ¬

ing their poverty, are proverbial for
holding over their crow when prices
are very low. It is now pretty certain
that th' shipments from Bomlnty and
the supply of Bengal will le much less
than was anticipated earlier in the
reason. This feet, together with the
reduced planting and unfavorable
weather in the Southern States thl
season, has caused a sharp upward
movement of late.

The advance has come too late to
materially benefit our planters, as the
hulk of the crop has passed into sec-

ond hands. Speculators who have
helped to push down rot ton will reap
the benefits of the improvement, and
tie readv by the time the next crop
iiegins to come in to join in the clique

The next season will doubtless open
with higher quotations than are now
ruling, but it seems at present doubts
ful whether the aggregate value of the
crop will lie sufficient to pay planters
a good profit on the cost of produc-
tion. The surplus held over in India
will hang heavy upon the markets of
Europe, and other producing coun- ¬

tries will scarcely lessen their acreage
under cotton.

It is very certain that such ruin- ¬

ously low prves as we have witnessed
during the past season cannot prevail,
but the South can produce so many
other articles with more profit that
her devotion to cotton production,
even to the extent of 8,00,Ki bales,
is unjustifiable.
