On Sunduy worniag last the South-
orn Express car on the Mobile and
Ohlo ratlroad was robbed of Its safe
and contants, amounting to upwands
of 12000, 1t seems that the messen-
ger weont to £leep in his car, and upon
the arrival of the truin at Okatibbee,
the car wae entered, the safe rolled 1o
the edge of the door, amd then thrown
out, after the train was in motion.
The person committing the robbery
was burefooled, and did his work so
guietly, that it was only when Lhe
train was near Meridiun thst the
me=scuger discovered that his sale
wis gone. Upon making known th
isct ol the robbery at Meridian, the
Express paople at that place nme-
distely started in search, aond at
about 5 o'clock in the morning, lound
the sale in the woods, a short dis-
tance from Meridian, cut open with
some sharp iostrument saond its
contents riflad. Toshow by how slen-
der & thread experienced delectives
ferret ot eases und bring the offend-
ers 1o jnstion, we will brietly steie the
manner in which the robbers were
waught and ¢ portion of the Inouney re-
redd. In the vicinity of Meridisn,
fve miles distant. in a Megon
Enown &5 the Mountein 1isngy, seoes-
sible only by by-paths, are u set of the
mnst worthiess negroes in the counlry
—ieaperadoes and eut-throats—who,
for vesrs, hsve bren the terror of the
whole country. They have depredated
upon the stock of the iphabitants, but

Radical Ku-Klux Demoastrations in Ruther-
ford County

Brutal and Cowardly Outrage Upon a Negro
Woman.

From the Nasbvilie Banner. | ‘

Robert Ray, colored, who lives
within thres miles of Bmyma, on the
place of Colonel John AtKinson, ar-
rived here a day or two ugo md -
parted to U nited States Commissionor
Trimble a brutal sutrage pespetrated
upon his wite lnst Sanday night while
he wns-absont at church. He says
that himsel! and wike and Heory
Phiilips and wife, his father and
mother-in law, live togother in the
sutne bouse, On the night mentioned
six wen went to hiz howso disguised
In long black robes, white paper hats
and whitecloth visors, and announced
that they had been seal “to hunt a
big fat mulatto woman.” They then
compelled his wite, who was & small
woman, {0 take 8 young lwbe from
her bresst sod lay it upon the bad,
and forced her out s shorl Jistancd
frots  the house, stripped her and
tlogeed ber for some minulis merdi-
le=siy, lashing her from headl to fool,
cutiing peshes In her body ard limbs,
and even inflicting the livid marks of
their brutsl 'Ly upon her faee, Whoo
they had sinlshed with tho woman
they sent her back to the house.

Ray saysthat hismother-ip-law was
the only “portly woman' about the
house, and that her skin was hilack,
but she was sbhsenl sl the time, The
band called for him but he was also
fortanately absent. The negroes at
the house recogmized the persons in
disguise by their clothing and their
volees, Ray insisis that no other per-
sons in that locality weunr clothiog
like these men had on. They sport it
every day and Sanday, too, and were
therefore easily recognizable,

The names of the jmrijes are given
!\)' Ray a8 Culonel John Alkinson
John Harris, George Nash, Sanizel
Atkinson, Thomas Tucker and Dewitt
Atkinson.

On his return home sfier church,
sller having been told the slory of
his wife's maltreatment, Ray conclud-
ed that it would not be safe for him to
rémnin there daring the night. Ie
geeordingly “hid out” sopd came to
Nushville the nextevening, Here he
bas remsained ever since.  Colonel
John Atkineon, he sintes, has always
passed for a Union ioan, and is re-
garded a3 n Hadical—in fact, that
Atkinson has elaimed as moech, him-
sell, He wus o deputy sherifl under
radical rule,

This unlucky colored man says that
he has in cultivation thirty two seres
in cotton and sixteen in corn, which
was in & fourishing condition when
he left. He worked hard, and sus-
tained a good ch&racter, and shows
that many of the farmers in that sec
tion have frequentiy oflerad favorable
propositions to get him and fsnuly to
work for them. He “attends to his
business, is peaceable, sad molests no
one.” He cannol imagine what pro-
voked Col. Atkinson's enmity, unless
it emansted from what oOecurred
between them in Collier’s store, at
Murfreesbore, two months ago, They
went to Mr, Collier’s sfore together.
Ray was engaged in buying necessi-
ties for his little fsmily, when Atkin-
enn hatd something to say regarding
the parchase. Collier told Atkineon
that be could trade with Ray without
his ussistance, When Collier made
out the bill, Atkinson insisted it =hould
have been handed to him, as he **had
a littie figuring to do on it himself.,”
To this Collier replied that he had
dune all the fguring that was neces.
anry, and gave the bill to Ray, who
suys Lthnt Atkinson has been murmur-
ing and grumbling about this transac-
tion ever ginee, and has gone 2o far as
to charge that Ray has been “gotting
above him,”" elo.

The clothing and volees of Colonel
John Adkinson, Samue] Adkinson
and Thomes Tucker were espevially
recognized, Ray charges, on that Sun-
day night.

A Negrp Outrages a White Birl in Smith
County.

The Fiend Arrested and'is Finally Executed
by the Incensed Citizens.

GORDONSVY 1.L.r.]ml-1mﬂl CoUNTY,
June 22, 1871.— sten to give you
an sccount of an outrage perpetrated
in thiz vidpity yesterday morning,
snd its tragical result last night. As
the daughter of Mr. F. E. Buckner,
who lives about two miles from this
place, was going to sthool, a black
fiern], named Frank Buckner, who
once bel.nged (o Mr. Buckner's fulh-
er, and who was in his employ at the
time, waylsid her, and forcibly viols-
ted her person. She is about fourteen
or fifleen years old, and has nlwafa
teen o delicate child. The fmily
is highly respeclable, and, as may be
inferred, the sympu.lhi&a of the whole
community were excited in their be-
hali, as soon ss the facts were known,
and the deepest indigpstion was
aroused wgainst the perpeleator of
the horrld deed. There was, howe
over, no outburst, such #s an
ovurrenes . of this der  was
eideulatell® 10 praducs, cape-
cially in & communily so unusad to
orime as this j8, The law ook ii=
course, The negro was promplly ar-
rested, taken before Esquives James
and Nixon, and committed (o jail after
an examination, There was no inter-
ference with the officers who wok him
to Carthage and delivered him to the
shoriff, who lodged him in the jail
Bat the outrage was too muech for ha-
man nature. It wus too much to ex-
pect that men with human souls
eould look upon that pale child so
erushed and outraged, think of their
own daughters and sisters and go o
sleep while the guilty villain lived.
Accordingly about 12 or 1 o’clock last
night four men awoke the sheritt and

him they only wanted Frank., Asa
faithiul officer he rofused, when wpon
a signal sixteen others appearcd. See-
ing that resistance was vain, he gave
them up. They then quietly opened
the doors, took the negro oul, 7e-
locked the jail, and taking the jalier
with them to the river, where some
others were guarding the bost, em-
barked —fimst releasing the jailer and
returning the keys—came to this side,
and on the road about & mile from
the river hung him to a tree, where
he was tound dead this moraing. All
this was done without the least dis-
turbance, and the men who did it were
nol disguised. 1 understand the
gherifl snys he did not recognize asin-
gle man in the crowd. One man did
all the talking and he didn't know
him,

The above are briefly the facts as
theéy have been reported to me this
evening. was abeont from home
yesterday and last night in an adjoin-
ing county, and only returned late
this afternoon.

No cne can bé more opposed to mob
law than I am., It is u terrible and
dangerous remedy, and can saldom be
exciused, much less jostified. Bat if
there ever was= a case that justified a
resort to It, this one is certainly such.
Kunowing that iraill, innocent child as
I have, from her infancy; knowin
her now =ainted mother as I did, an
knowing her father, grandfather and
grandmother, as 1 do, with & father’s
sympathies in my hesrt, I cannot con-
demn the summary execation of this
man, bul on the other hand. feel that
it was jostand proper. Let il be re-
membered there was no disguise In
the rase—no mob in the trua sense of
the word. It was the deliberate up-
rising of society to rid itself of the
perpetrator of 8 crime which shocks
fll the sensibilities of human nature,

Bonds Worthless,

JAacrsox, TeExy, June 27,.—The
most important decision rendered by
the Bapreme Court this sesslon was
delivered today.

most wealthy in the Blate; $65,000
issned for salaries of the [llegal
Commissioners, and 300,000 jssued
for miscellaneou= purposes, This de.
cision will fall hard upon the present
holders of these bonds, but It can’t be
helped, The fiat has gone forth, and
the innoecent, as is too often the case,
musi suffer for the guilty. This lifisa
big doad from the shoulders of old
Shelby, and her legal securities should
by its operation appreciate rapidly to
par, What will McCombs now do
with his contract with the Mississippi
River railroad?

Brownlow’s proclamalion in 1567,
saving to the militia that they would
not be molested for outrage and pun-
ishmenf of rebels, and boeause of the
apprehension and injury to persons
and property, many negroes have
left their homes and prowled about
the country with armsin their hands,
Certainly no such organizetion has ex-
isted in Tennessee since 1885, Every-
