One morning recently Win
chell went to Lyons' room, where he was
asleep, and, taking a policeman's club, be
beat Lyons about the head until tbe couch
was covered with his blood ; then Winchell
threw him an old suit of clothes and kick
ed him out doors. Lyons went across
the street, to a grocery kept by Nu
gent, and in a short time afterward
was picked up dead. All who know him
here say he was a respectable young man
much respected L: bis mends aud ac
uuaintanoes.

' One hundred dollars' reward will be
paid tor tbe arreet nud confinement in an v
jail or prison of W. T. Mitchell, formerly
oi uoanoma county, Mississippi, more
recently from tbe neighborhood of Au- ¬

gusts. Arkansas. Said Mitchell Is about
five feet seven and a' halt inches in bight,
dark complexion, black hair and eyes,
with heavy black eyebrows. He fa fond
of talking.

for which Mister Mitchell was required to
suffer , the charge that he was so urgently
oaiiea upon to answer, was that or forging
which he maie subservient to his desire
to gain filthy lucre. Mitchell, it appears,
worked for a gentleman named Mason,
near Augusta, Ark., and had some little
dealings with the firm of Ford, Porter ft
uo.,in this city, in tact, he had consigned
two bales of cotton to that Arm, which
they disposed or for him, and paid him
tbe proceeds. In this way he came to be
looked upon as one of tbe many rnect
able people that dwell around tbe pleasant
town oi Augusta, in Arkansas, mow, it so
happened that, upon the 1st of May just
past, Mr. Mitchell took It into bis head
that he waa more or less smart. The idea
struck him that he had brain, and simul
taneously another idea took possession of
him, to the effect thst he could
make use of those brains in the way
of raising himself in the world; so he
drew up an order for a sum between three
and four hundred dollars, on a house in
Augusta, Arkansas, rigned by Natnan
Gregory. Nathan fa a very respectable
planter in that locality, whose credit is
ranked A 1. The order tailed to be hon
ored in Augusta. Mister Mitchell then
changed bfa plan. He took a boat for
Memphis, and, having arrived here, he
presented himself in the counting-roo-
of Messrs. Ford, Porter ft Co. and ottered
the following t

Gregory
called. Mitchell did not cociins his op- ¬

erations to this little transaction. He went
to Crisman, Stewart dt Co. with an order
for tl97 30. This house did nut givn him
the cash, but thy told him to go and buy
what he wanted, and tbey would pay for
it, np to the amount of the order. Mltcb- -

ell purchased two bottleo of Iiul wnicn ne naa
whisky, a shot-gun- , flask of gunpowder,
two sides of bacon, three shirts, pair of
socks, ten yards of flannel for his mother,
a handful of cigars, a can of coal oil, a
bushel of turnipseed, a second-han- d dew-
ing machine and across-cu- t saw. Having
made everything snue. he todd'ed
out of town laughing in a peculiarly quiet
way. It was fully ten or twelve davs a:ter
ward before word arrived from Augasta
to tne errect mat mttcneii s orders signed
by Nathan Gregory were forgeries.

It appears
that another young man named Esom
was also in love with her, but, she pre-¬

ferred Ed. H. Lyles, the victim, as will
sufficiently appear from the following
letter which she wrote to him. The pic-

nic mentioned took place yesterday, and
it was while coming away from it that
Lyles waa shot in the back of tbe bead by
Esom.

"Dear Ed. My dear, you know itjfa lm- -

Dosslble for me to meet vou this evening,
for i am sick. You can write me a long
lettor and leave it with Mrs. Wanagtis. I
will meet you at the picnic
evening. That is the only way you can
get to see me. I would cry my eyes ont
if I don't get to see vou before you ieave.
Mv dear, if you will postpone our marry- ¬

ing until December It wilt be much better
for :me. If that is agreeable with you you
can let me know, if not you can let me
kne w also. I would give the world to
see vou but I cannot.
Dear, If you go to the picnic
and old Frank Arnold fa tbere
he will send ma and pa word. You must
not let him see you until you think I will
be (here, l received your letter a rew
minutes ago from Ford's. I must close.

Your true love. B ."
A number of persons around there

were summoned to give testimony before
the iury, from which it appears tbat Lyles
attended the picnic, and, while on the
ground, called a young man by the name
of Cole aside, and imparted to hi m the ap- ¬

prehension he felt of impending danger,
"You see," said be, "that I have no knife
or pistol, and 1 can't defend myself if they
run upon me." It was circulated around
among his enemies-t- be friends of Esom
that he bad insulted this young lady,
which, judging from her letter, appears to
have been a slander. The evidence went
to show that a man named Arnold took
a pistol ont of a champagne basket while
on the ground, and concealed it about hia
person. This Arnold is a relative of the
young lady and a friend of Esom. It was
proved that the bullet which killed young
Lyles, a man of about 24 years of age,
was fired from that pistol. It also ap- ¬

peared that Lyles and the son of the above
named Arnold left the ground together
and were walking homeward in company.
Before proceeding far they observed Esom
following them at a respectful distance,
but gradually gaining on them. He con-¬

tinued to shorten the space between them
until he was within six feet or so ; then
young Arnold sheered off to the other
side ot the road, and at that moment
the fatal shot was fired. When
our lightning reporter ai rived on the
spot, at neat midnight, he found a crowd
of people there, and tbe young man, cut
oft In the early prime of life, was lying on
his face.
