Editors Appeal The last Congress, i

am informed, passed an act appointing
commissioners to examine and report on
the rebuilding of the levee of the Missis-
sippi river. This is what anouia nave
been done immediately aner tne cioso oi
the war. It is of great interest to the
citizens of the river counties, also to
Memphis and Vickburg, as cities; to the
United States, as it la s source of wealth
continuously adding to and replenishing
the Treasury Department. Messrs. Edi-
tors, I wish to give my views in relation
to this very important subject. I believe
there should be s railroad built from
Memphis to Vicksburg. making the bed
of the road sufficiently high and wide, so

to con one the water to the channel or the
river, and running it as near the river as
practicable, so ss to secure the lands from
overflow. This can be done by a railroad
company, and I think it is the only
ual wsy it can or ever will be done. The
old plan of leveeing is quite objectionable.
The contracts were generally taken by
farmers who knew but little about the

i uer in which the work should have
been done. Thev were not prepared with
the necessary tools or implements to do
the work, and were not justined in pur
chasms them when their contract
small one: consequently they worked to

great disadvantage, and their work
wan badly done. This would not
bt the case with s railroad company.
Thev would be compelled to make a good
levee in order to secure themselves, and
would be prepared with all necessary ma
chlnery and implements to do the work,
or it should be done, as it would be to
their interest to do their work well, and
their machinery would be of value to
ibem after building the road, for the pur
iiose ot keeping it in order.

1 tie old levee never can oe Kepi in goou
order: if built farmers will haul across it
and keep it out of order. Although there
may be laws forbidding this, and the pen
slues may be quite large, one neighbor

ill not prosecute another, and cannot do
when he is alike guilty of the same

'.Deuce. nut a railroad company wouiu
have their section bands all the time
guarding the bed of the road and keep
ing it in good order, and by do- ¬

ing this it would keep the
secure from overflows, and the company
would not hesitate to prosecute or
punish those who would interfere with
their interest or rights.

Thus you see the advantage of placing
this levee in the hands of a railroad com
pany. It would be built as it should be
done, and the interest of the company
would compel them to it in good re-¬

pair. Une other objection in laying off
the levee. No man wishes his lands un
protected, and consequently will use bis
influence to have ids place protected, and
very often to save bis place and secure it
from overflow, it would cost double i!e
value, and places the levee where it is
impossible to make it stand. This objeo
tion would not exist with a railroad com
pany; they would select land and routes
each as thev could make s good and per
manent levee upon, selecting the nearest
and beat route. There are many other
objections to the old system of leveeing
end keeping up a levee. Can this road be
built T

I think it can be built much cheaper
than many roads which hsve been built.
The Mississippi river is near at hand, to
bring the supplies and iron, i he State of
Mississippi owns a great deal of low and
valueless lauds: also, companies. These
lends have an abundance of tine and valu
able timber, suitable for cmeslies, and of
which large donations could be obtained
by the company, aud after building of the
road the land and timber would be ot
great value. There is but one bridge
worth naming to no built toe Yazoo, at
Vicksburg. I do not see any reason why
it cannot be built. The company has a
better chance to get the slock taken, and
to obtain a subsidy from the united
States and also from the Stale, as It will
be for s double purpose building a levee
and at the same time building a road.
Tbe river counties have psid quite
enough money by taxation to have built
this road, and no doubt they will take
stock and aid in building the road as they
need both tbe levee snd the road. The
next consideration is, will it pay? l be- ¬

lieve it will pay a larger dividend than
any road in the United Stoles of the same
length, as a majority of persona would
prefer s land passage. All business men
would, in order to save time. The farm- ¬

ers would select Memphis and Vicksburg
places to do their trading, oonae- -

quently, it will be to tbe interest of these
to form a company immediately ;

obtain the right of way; ascertain what
each place will do, and also what the
river counties will subscribe, and have all
preparatory arrangements made by the
lime tbe next Congress and Legislatures
moot ; obtain charters and all the aid that
can be bail from these sources.
In order to commence work
soon as possible. This road would con
fine toe trade of the Mississippi bottom
to Memphis and vicksburg. This road
would do more to resettle the Mississippi
bottom than any plan which can be
adopted. The tanner can here
everything which grows in the United
States, and with less labor.

Only satisfy the people they are secure
iron overflows, and this bottom wi'l soon
be repopolated. Their trade will be tbe
best in the world, and will be compelled
to go to these cities. These lands will be
tbe beat of security for ihe payment of
money, ibave written some letters on this
subject, and have had them printed in tbe
papers in the eastern portion or the state.

ing their children to these schools, now
begin to understand that they cannot bet
ter themselves by going elsewhere.

Taking all things into consideration,

this has been decidedly the most pros- ¬

perous year in tne history or our schools.
At the close of the term I made it my

business to attend the examinations
generally as possible, and as one who has
long been identified with the cause of
education, I will testify that the results
of the graded system as observed here are
almost marvelous, no such results can
be approximated by any other ay Mean
with which l am acquainted. Our ohil
dren are hereby enjoying opportunities
which we in our childhood, never dreamed
of.

I am glad to be able to state that the
finances ol the Board are in their usually
healthy oandition. unaer tne judicious
system or economy which has been pur- ¬

sued, the Board has always been able to
meet it indebtedness promptly, and Its
credit is therefore as good as could be de
sired.

Daring the year were main-
tained by this Hoard nay-on- schools, at
an expense of 904,1127.

Daring the year lovo- -, 1, there were
maintained fifty-fiv- e schools, at an ex- ¬

pense of 164,858. The average cost of
these schools has therefore been this year
aw, , against an average 01 siuas tor tne
last.

The indebtedness of the Board on July

Thus it will be seen that there is a balance
of the general fund due the Board of Ed
ucation of 861,092 84,

1 heartily congratulate the Board on
the policy it has so recently inaugurated
of erecting substantial and permanent
buildings for scnooi purposes.

The building now in process of erection
on Market street will be an ornament to
the city. It will, furthermore, furnish
comfortable, sare and healthml accommo-¬

dations for the instruction of six hundred
children. I feel assured that the Board
will not atop here, but will go on as rap
idly ss ita means will allow to erect suita- ¬

ble buildings or a similar character in
other parts of the city. The permanency
of the buildings themselves must add in a
measure to the stability of the public
school system.

With the growing size and Importance
01 our worn mere will be developed upon
tne noam an increased responsibility
There sre two subjects upon which I will
here take occasion to speak.

une of these is the separation of the
sexes iu all the schools. Ibis is a matter
in which we should not hesitate to act,
and lo act effectually. The schools can
nut have the unreserved confidence of the
people until this measure is strictly eu
forced.

Again, in the selection of teachers the
nly questions asked are: Is the individ- ¬

ual proposed ot the proper attainments
and has he the faculty of imparting
Knowledge? no attention is paid to the
moral qualifications; no regard is had to
the moral Influence which will be exerted
over the children.

1 am not one of those who believe thst
we have discharged our whole duty in
supplying only the intellectual wants
of children. Nor do I assent to
the proposition that education ia
preventive of crime. A mere gratuitous
statement, or one leas founded on tacts,
oouldoarcely be made. There is indeed nc
necessary connection whatever between
the amount of crime in a community and
ita intellectual condition. So far from the
morals keeping pace with the intellectual
improvement of a people, there are too
many well known instances to the oou
trary. We have such instances lurnished
us si home, and ueod not go abroad to
search for them. Our New England
brethren, who were pioneers In tbe public
scnooi system, anu wno nave brought 11

nearer perfection y than any other
people, perhaps, were startled so far back
as fifteen years ago at the astounding in
crease of crime among themselves, and
were caallng about to see If there were
not radical defects in their system of edu
cation to account tor it.

If we make y a comparison of the
plndpal cities of the United States in re-¬

gard to the three items of population, cost
of education and public expenditures, we
shall and no facta to warrant tbe belief
that the most highly educated are the
freest from crime.

I have spoken positively and explicitly
upon i ins subject for the purpose of com- ¬

batting a popular error which I believe to
be exceedingly baneful in ita influences.

1 he moral tune of the teacher and the
moral almoiphere which surround him
exert a power) ul influence for good or for
evil over the young who are entrusted to
his instruction.

Let us, then, guard this point with a
jealous care: and in the selection of teach- ¬

ers have a keen eye to their social stand- ¬

ing and their moral character. Positive
evidence of their fitness in these particu-
lars should always be before tbe Board
prior to their appointment.
