SAD RSSULTS OF PLUNDERING.

The 'lritnme will have
the following: "When the Orange-¬

men were opposite Twenty-fourt- h

street, the column halted for a mo- ¬

ment. Immediately after the halt a
shot was fired from the upper story of
a brick building at the northeast cor- ¬

ner. Simultaneously shots were fired
at the Sixth regiment from near Twen- -

ty-nt- th street, on the same side or the
street. The Eighty-fourt- h regiment
received the first shot, and in the con- ¬

tusion of the moment many of the
men aimed at the windows as if ex- ¬

pecting orders to fire. In an instant
one gun was discharged, and then fol- ¬

lowed an irregular volley along the
line of the Sixth, Ninth and Eighty- -

fourth regiments, a few of the men
loading and firing the second time.
So sudden was the occurrence that the
officers were taken by surprise, but as
soon as possible they rained among
tapir men to stop tiring. The firing
of the Eighty-fourt- h regiment was
chiefly directed at the upper part of
the house from whence the attack had
come, but the sidewalk was swept;
also as soon as the smoke cleared nine
bodies, one ot them a woman, were
seen lying extended and still uj'xin tiie
pavement in front or the house . The
right wing of the regiment bei ng ad-
vanced about two hundred yards
beyond Twenty-fourt- h street, men in
that part of the line fired across the side
walk at the southeast corner of that
street and the avenue. Here was a
group oi about twenty policemen and
a few citizens, all of these discovering
that the troops were aiming low, threw
themselves Dy common impulse pros
trato upon their bellies and scrambled
away; at the first fire, however, a
portly, well dressed man, who was
afterward ascertained to be R. C.
Latt mer, was instantly killed, and
after him a policeman, J no, O'Connor,
fell dangerously wounded.

The firing over, there was a pause of
several minutes, during which the
further attack of the Hibernians was
awaited, while the troops were brought
to an attention, after rel jading their
iuuh. No tit tharegard was waul

The sidewalks were
lined with people; the windows of
many houses were crowded, and at
many points the workingmen, in
large numbers, suspended their labor
to witness the procession, but were
silent.

more, a member of a stationery firm
of Nassau street, near Liberty. He
was walking along Eighth avenue.
near Twenty-eight- h street, and when
the first volley was fired several balls
entered ma body, one passed through
his breast, another shattered his un
derjaw to splinters, and two took
effect in his neck. He at once fell on
the pavement, and although he was
still living, at the Bellevue Hospital,
last night, no hopes are entertained or
his recovery

A sad sight was witnessed at the
Morgue. An aged lady, dressed in
deep mourning, sat by a rude pine
coffin, which was painted a sickly red
color, in cruel mockery of rosewood,
containing the body ot her eldest
son. He was a vender of kindling
wood, and, in company with a boy,
had been his usual route. In passing
cross streets his attention was attract- ¬

ed by the crowds on Eighth avenue,
and he drove down Twenty-sevent-n

street from Seventh avenue, to seethe
procession, lie had scarcely arrived
at his anticipated station of observa-
tion before the firing began, and a
stray bullet striking him in the breast.

New York, July 13, 7 am. Every
thing is quiet this morning. The
troops bivouacked all night and are
still under arms, some at their armo-
ries and others on the streets.

No
disturbance is apprehended to-da- y in
the city. Last night presented quite
a contrast to the usual appearance. A
stillness was visible and the streets to
a great extent deserted, and few were
to be found enjoying their usual
promenade.

WHAT GOVERNOR HOFFMAN SAID.
Governor lioflman, yesterday .made

the following statement to a reporter:
1 become thoroughly satisfied that

it was necessary, not only for the
present but for the future, that what- ¬

ever lawless element there was in the
city of New York should be made to
understand at once and finally, there
was force enough in the city, military
and civil, to assert the power of the
authorities of law and preserve peace
and order, and to protect the lives
and property of the people; I do--
tremined, therefore, to Issue a
proclamation at once that pro- ¬

cessions and assemblages for any
lawful Duroose should be nermlttetl.
and would be protected to the full ex- ¬

tent of the law, as far the civil and
military power at my command
would be sufficient. There is no safety
for the citizen, whether he be poor
or rich, foreign or native-bom,Pr- o test- -
ant or Catholic, or for his wife and
children, except in the maintenance ot
order under the authority of the law
at all times, and the people, what- ¬

ever may bo their nationality, or their
religion, or whatever may lie
their sympathy, will be sure
to see that it was their
common duty to sustain the
authorities in preserving order at ail
hszards. This is not a question of to
lay's procession, but it Is a question
which applies to all future gatherings
Men wno choose to assemble for anv
purpose, peisonal, religious or politi
cal, who do not threaten to interfere
with the rights of persons or property
of others, have the right to do
so, and they must not be inter- -

ferred with, and under ail cir
cumstances and at all hazards
they must and shall be protected
by the civil and military authorities
in the assertion and maintenance of
their principles. Men of all parties
and of all creeds have an equal inter
est in me attempt to inaEe me issue
to day. One ol religion or politics is
wicked, mischievous and malicious,
and every good citizen, whatever may
be his creed or his politics, is bound
to sustain the authorities in their de
termination to preserve peace and
order and to vindicate thp law.

EFFECT OF THE BLOODY MASSACRE.
