How waa Done

Chicago, July H. The Prescott
(Arin) Miner, of June 24th. gives
the fol (owing particulars ol the
slaughter of fifty-si- x Apache Indians
at a point near Tonto creek, in that
Territory : It will be recollected that
the cause of the slaughter was the
killing of Bowere 4 Co.'s herder and
the capture of their herd by the
Apaches. The Inoians had no sooner
obtained possession of the herd than
a messenger was dispatched to convey
the news of the outrage te the people
ot Prescott. Upon the receipt of the
news a party of eleven citizens started
in pursuit of them. Arriving at
Aqua Trio the y were joined by a
party of five from that valley,
and soon the w hole force ot sixteen
men started on the trail of the savage--' .

One of them was recaptured
and the other two were killed by the
Indians when they discovered that
they were about to fall into the hands
of the command. From this place
tby followed the principal trail for
three miles, when they discovered
three Indians in the distance, mount-
ed on two horses. Two of these were
shot dead and the third wounded,
and both horses captured. The sup-
ply of provisions being by this time
well nigh exhausted, and the distance
from Camp McDowell to the nearest
military post being upward of fifty
miles, it was decided to abandon fur
ther pursuit and return at once. The
command accordingly took up the
homeward tourney, arriving at Mc- ¬

Dowell on the morning of the 12th.

EFFECTS OF THE RIOT
New York, July 14. The effects of

the not W ednesday are rapidly dis
appearing from the streets. The
neighborhood ot the principal scene
of disaster is still throneed with mor
bid sight-seer- s, who interest them- ¬

selves in viewing places where bullets
struclc.and where the victims leu, ana
in scanning the pools ot blood which
sprinkle the sidewalks. The dis-¬
tressed throng,seeking absent friends,
timidly venture in the dismal pre-¬

cincts of the Morgue and eagerly seek
admission to various hospitals, but
otherwise the city is entirely free from
the visible reminders of the fray.
OPINIONS OF THE PBOPLE REGIS- ¬

TRY OF THE DEAD AND WOUNDED.

The conversation of all parties turns
upon the events of the day, and opin- ¬

ions are as plentiful as blackberries
regarding the right and wrong of the
parade and the action of the troops in
firing upon the rioters. The opinion
seems to be unanimous as to the mag-
nificent performances of the police.
The prisoners captured during the
riots were ail brought up before Judge
Horan, at the Tombs, yesterday, and,
though they all swear to their inno-
cence, they.were all held for examina- ¬

tion. The list of dead was increased
during the night by the names of
several seriously wounded and many
others suffering from serious injuries
being reported dead. Commissioner
Manierre has directed that an official
list of the killed and wounded be pre- ¬

pared, but it will be some time before
it hi complete. He has directed Dr.
Charles P. Russell, Register of
Records,to grant no certificate of death
in the cases of any persons who may
have died from gunshot wounds or
other injury until they have been
fully investigated. It is believed that
by this means a full list of the casual- ¬
ties will be obtained.

CORONER'S INQUEST WERE THE MIL-¬

ITARY AUTHORIZED IN FIKINCif
Coroner Young has examined the

bodies of those killed, and has given
permits to remove the bodies of these
whose residence is known, and whose
friends will not be likely to spirit them
away before they can be viewed by a
coroner's jury, in accordance with the
requirements of law. It is more than
likely that one investigation will be
made to answer all, the same evidence
being used in each case. It is believed
an effort will be made to show that
the troops fired needlessly, and with- ¬

out orders from their officers. Inspec- ¬

tor Walling, who will he a good wit-¬

ness on this point, in ot the opinion
that firing would have been a neces- ¬

sity within ten minutes at the latest;
showers of blocks and stones were be-¬

ing thrown from the housetops and
windows, while pistol shots were be-¬
ginning to come thicker and faster
every moment ; the mob seemed to be
gathering courage and strength; and
it would soon nave been absolutely
necessary to commence firing. Gen- ¬

crowd, being incited thereto by, an
assault on one of their officers. Th
Twenty-secon- d regiment distinguish
ed itseif by not tiring a shot, as the
men received no orders from their of-

ficers. This conduct elicited a tew
words of earnest praise from General
Yarrion. That the men of the Seventh
were distinctly authorized to fire on
the occasion shows a confidence re--
Dosed in them by the Brigadier com
manding.

AT THE HOSPITALS YESTERDAY.
New York, July 14. A large num

ber of people continue to congregate
at the entrance of Bellevue hospital
eager to gain intelligence as to the
number of additional dead and the
condition of the wounded victims of
the riot. There were two additional
deaths last night, and there now re
mains but six dead at the Bellevue
Hospital. The bodies of others have
been taken away by their friends for
interment. Crowds inquiring as to
the condition of the wounded are very
large, both at Mount Sinai and Centre
street hospitals. Everything in the
city is very quiet to day.
"WHEN THE CRUEL WAR IS OVER

There is little additional to say in
regard to the late riot, and were it not
tor the wounded m the hospitals and
the dilapidated condition of the street
windows at the locality where the
disturbance took place, we should
have little evidence ot the terrible
scenes through which the city has
passed. The funerals of the late Ser
geant Wyatt and Henry C. Page take
place Sunday from uaivary unurcn.
corner Fourth avenue and Twentieth
street. The remains are to be interred
in the plat of the regiment, at Wood
lawn Cemetery. The entire regiment
is to parade in rati dress, white pants
band and drum corps. The members
are requested to assemble at the ar
mory at 1 p.m. on that day. the
Other regiments are expected to join
in u?e procession.

FSARS OF ANOTHER RIOT.

The Express says: "Two things may
nnsRiblv revive riotous proceedings on
Sundav. On that day take place the
funerals of two members ol tne j intn
who fell at their post? of duty,and also
the funerals of some seven or eight of
the rioters. It is not probable that the
latter will be inclined to cultivate a
closer acquaintance with the military
than they can help.but it will do them
no harm to know that it is understood
the troops are under orders to have
their muskets shotted."

THE SAD SIDE OF THE PICTURE.

A lodge of Hibernians, in full re-¬

galia, headed oy a oanu oi music,
turned out to-da- y to bury one of their
number, who was killed in the fight
on Eighth avenue. Crowds of people
gathered along the sidewalk to wit-¬

ness the significant pageant.

the name of John Mullen was stamped,
was claimed by bis friends this morn
in. He resided at No. 35.8 West Six
teenth street, and had just left the
house and was proceeding up town on
business, when he was snot, ne nan
been, until a few months since, em
ployed as messenger by the Adams
Express Company, at its branch office
in Cincinnati.

Charles H. Pattel, aged twenty-tw- o

years, was instantly killed weunes
dnv. while looking at the procession
He was engaged to Miss Ida Johnson,
and was to have been married in two
weeks. She has become a raving ma- ¬

niac.
BULLY FOR THE PRESS FRATERNITY

Policeman McCoy was assaulted
and dangerously wounded this morn
ing, while patrolling his beat, by
some person unknown, but supposed
to bean enraged Hibernian.

Six more of the wounded died to-¬

day at the different hospitals, making
forty-nin- e victims in all.

Many reporte's of the daily journ
als were, on Wednesday, sworn in as
special policemen and marched in the
procwssiou, iu iwo piaioous, iiuiuoui- -

ately in front of the Orangemen.
Each carried a club, and when the
troops returned the tire of the mob
the reporters not only maintained
their ground in spite of bullets whist-
ling about their heads, but did good
service in reiwlling the mob on their
flanks.

TREASURY' AND REVENUE MATTERS.

New York, July 14. The Tribune's

well of any sensitiveness he may feel.
If the President wants him to leave
the Internal! Revenue bureau his
successor must be named, for he will
take no intimation.
THE TREASURER OF GEORGIA BEFORE

THE KU-KL- COMMITTEE.
Dr. Angier, Treasurer of the State

of Georgia, in his statements before
the.Ku-Kiu- x Committee to-d-ay, pre-¬

sented tne tacts ana ngures against
Governor Bullock, disavowing polit- ¬

ical or partisan views : He said the
Governor had violated the plain letter
of the law in many instances, mclud
ing the issuing of the new State bonds
and his effort to conceal the amount
and his disposition of them. The Dr
said that he knew nothing of the Ku- -

Klux except from rumor and news- ¬
paper reports, never having to his
knowledge seen one. He thought
that lawlessness had exhibited
itself in some sections, as it did
at times in every State, and probably
always would. He could not say how
far it had been political, but concluded
it was such in the same sections, and
that the men, both white and black,
were now making use of disguise for
private gain and personal revenge,
and boys for mischief. He regarded
it as a wonder that the people are as
quiet and peaceable as they are, with
corruptions and terrible plundenngs.
and over 300 pardons by the Governor,
a large portion for murder, in some
cases before that. There is no such
thing as general disturbance and never
has been. Many negroes and some
whites are addicted to stealing and
licentiousness, and this has caused
disturbance and violence. In some lo-

cations, if individual accounts are
true, there is a terrible condition of
affairs in certain neighborhoods. He
thought, however, that pictures were
overdrawn, as they have been proved
to be in most cases, and in some entire- ¬

ly false. The injured and interested
parties were apt to give extravagant
accounts, and with unprincipled men
this was a cheap and convenient way
of making political capital and in-¬

ducing large rewards, made up tor
show cases. He thought the State
courts sufficient to restrain lawless- ¬

ness if the Governor would cease his
wholesale pardoning. The rights of
the negro were safer in the hands of
upright, intelligent white jurors than
in negro jurors in the present condi- ¬

tion of that race.
Judge A. R. Wright, of Georgia,

who was examined yesterday before
the Ku-Kiu- x Commissioners, said:
If the people of the South can be

made to believe that the people of the
INorth will never retrace their steps
on negro suffrage, and will perpetuate
their efforts to make the black man
dominant, the white race would not
stand becurity for the people of the
South, if they should ever have a
chance to free themselves from such a
state of things ; but there need be no
fear of further rebellion, rne south
ern people believe the present state of
things grows out ot excitement ana
animosity engendered by the war, and
have an abiding faith in the return ot
reason, which time will serve to pro-¬

duce, and with that calm sense the
country will be exerted to bring about

-- fate ot feeling ana fraternity be- ¬

tween the people of the country
which nothing else will ever produce,
and to which the present management
can never contribute."

Edward C. Anderson, of
Savannah, was also examined. He
said that the condition of Georgia at
the present time was law-abidin- g and
peaceful, ana mat aavannan was tne
most peaceful city in the country. On
being asked if the people of that State
were loyal, ne repuea tnai ne regard-¬

ed loyalty as a devotion to maintain
tne law, and in this tne people were
essentially loyal ; they were not hoe
tile to the government, but opposed
to the ad mi nistration as illustrated in
the officers sent there to represent it;
he did not know of the existence of
any Ku-kiu- x organization ; a general
amnesty would be beneficial in every
respect : the sentiment toward jNortn

rn men is Binary in tne extreme ;!tne
