THE CROPS.

From ull parts of Arkansas, along
Arkansas and White rivers, we learn
that the crops of corn and colton are
excellent, . The area of land devoted
to cotlon Is less than Iast year—from
one-fifth to one-third—but the flelds
wore never of deeper green, avd corn
and colion never gréw more fuxurianl-
ly. Sam DMarcus, & planter on Ar-
kansas river, wriles that in his neigh -
borhood the cotton erop will be the
smallest made since war. The
rains there have been 0o abundant,
and the prospect s worse than since
the war. The average hight is twelve
inches, when it should be two and &
hall {0 three feel. James H, Moors,
wriling from the same region, says
the cotton crop will be forty per cent.
less than last year along the Arkan-
sas river, Mr, Moore says that one-
fifth to one-third of the negro po?ulu—
tion has left the colton felds of the
lowlands, and gone to job work
on railroads snd about villages.

The same facts pertain to farms in
the lowlands of the Mississippi. From
vlantations in Bolivar AouIna,

Vashington in Missjssippi and the
river ecunties of Arkansas and slong
Askansus river we have the same re-
ports. The same story is told as to the
diminution of ac and lessened
number of laborers, but the seasons
have been favorable and the fislds well
cultinated. :

MISSISSIPPI.

Memphis  along
Missizsippi und Tennessee road
the area of land caltivated, for
wint of laborers, is reduced from one-
third to one-filth, The yield will not
be us great on the land caltivated as
during the past year. Theseason has
bean very unfavorable to the growth
of cotton, though in many places an
average crop will be produesd. The
people have given wmwore than usual
attention o the production of corn,
o#ls nod wheat, From Corinth south
for fifiy miles along the Mobile aud
Ohio rosd the crops promise a good
harvest. But this fact pertains to the
poorer lands and to narrow farms
along the valleys, The whole prairie
country from the viclnity of Poalotoe
for nearly or quite one bhundred miles
gouthward the crops are uiter lilures,
The tields have been badly tilled, and
in many instances, broad acres, alter
being plowed and planted, have been
given over to grass and weeds. The
richest, most productive farins and
magniticent plantations will not make
enough to pay the taxes imposed by
the new masters of the country. The
2ame story i3 told of cotton plania-
tions along the road through the
black eotton lands between Meridian
and Selma. Many rich farms have
becomne valueless jfor the year, baenuse
of the shsence of principals and eount-
le3s witnesses Involved in the Ku-
Klux trials before the Federal Court,
T'wo or three weeks have been lost by
vach farmer, and those of his veigh-
bors involved in these trials, In
Noxubee, Mooroe and Lowndes coun-
Lies, Mississippd, once the richest in
the Bouth, the production of corn and
colton will be two-thirds or one-half
less Lhis year than Isst, ‘These couns
ties have been especislly anforfunate
