York, regardless of race or religion,
were disposed (o tolerate, where they
did not strongly approve, the Omnge
parads,  They felt that a sacred right
was in danger, and they believed that
it should be made secure at whatever
hazard. The Cstholic clergy had ad-
monished their flock=s of their duty,
and cautionad them as to their con-
duct. Here were the facts for the
superintendent and the mayor to act
upon.

The
mob is psually composed of three ele-
mepte, viee, ignorance and fEnsticsm,
ull enewmies of republican govern.
ment, and not to be tampered with,
We can pity ignorance and regret fa-
natici=m, but we can have no parley
with them when arrayed against law
and order, and still less with vice,
which usually leads the other two.,
Let 1t sl ways be understood that mobs,
organgized or not,are to be considered
and treated as public enemies, not
only by the eivil authorities, bat by
all good citizens. They are without
exonseand wholly indefensible. Their
place is either in dens and holes, jails
or prisons, and there they must be
keps till they respect the law and
pabic opinion.

PRUSSIA

List of the Officers of the Prussian Ber-
vice Killed in the Late War

A list of the oficers of the Prossian
army who [ell during t(he late war,
has been published st Berlin, under
the titel “Gedenktatel der preussischen
Armee.'! Though all the details of
the laborious compilation may not al-
wauys be entirely correct, it affords a
greal deal of very important sod trust-
worthy information. The ststistical
review appended is aspecially worthy
of attention. Frowm it we learn that
1212 officers died on the battletield or
of their wounds, while 157 died of di-
wense in the course of the war, (M the
1212 officers who formed the first elass,
1054 beloaged to the infantry and only
76 10 the cavalry., The proportion of
the losses in Lhese two branches of the
service [a, therefore, 14 |, whereas the
the proportion of numbers is 44 1. Con-
sequently, the danger to which an
officer of infantry Is exposed is from
thres to four times as great as that of
an officer of cavalry. ‘the only caval-
ry regiment whose losses approsch
those of et Inlantry regiments was
the First Guard Dragoons, which was
engaged in the battle of Vionville, and
consequently lost nine offlcers, The
Second Ouard Dmgoons, which was
engaged on Lthe same occasion, only
lost three officers. With the exocep-
tion of these the entire loss of the gav-
alry of the Guard only amounted L
soven officars. The Cuirassiers were
especially fortunate. The ten Prus-
sian regiments only lost six officers
killed, or dyiog in cousequence of
their wounds. Three of these be-
lopged to the hagdeburg Culrassiers,
(No. 7), who distinguisbed themselves
.y biritlisatly in the batile of Vion
ville, The artiliery lost sixty-seven
officers by wounds, and sixteen by
disea=e, and the engineers seven Ly
wounds and ten by disease. Thus, in
the latter corps sixty per cent, of the
eatire loss wias cnused by m-wu:w.
while, if weo take the entire loss of the
officers in the Prussinn arwy, we find
thatonly eleven and a hall per cent,
of it aro=e from sickness. The loss ol
general ofilcers was comparatively
amall: nine Generals and one Colo-
nel, seting w8 commander of & brig-
rde, fell on the battle-feld or died of
thelr woumls,
