Movements, Scfceaesaad Combinations of

Railroadmen ia Kentucky

CiNt'iNNATi. July 2U. About three
months ago, a railroad company
organized here known as the Ken
Picky and Great Lasterti, with Colonel

W . Morton, of ZNew l ork, as presi- ¬

dent and A. J. Hadden as vice-presi- ¬

dent, and, besides these, as directors,
General Fremont, General Banks,
Massachusetts; Judge Colter, Mari- -

ta; J. M. Duke, Maysvdle; James
Brady, Pittsburg.

Their
real plan was to build another rail-
road from Cincinnati to New York
city, through Kentucky and acres
Vest irginia, to tne foint or itocks,
Virginia; thence by the roads now
conctructing through York and Bead-
ing, Pennsylvania, to the eastern ter--
u.inus. It is stated that the compa- ¬

ny has purchased franchise and prop- -
rty at Alaysvtiie tor the Big sanilv

nixToad, which is to become part
o! the line.

Those iutere-'e- d claim that this
w 111 be one hundred and twenty utiles
shorter from Cincinnati to New York
tlian the route by the Pennsylvania
Central, the shortest existing line,
and in equaling distances by reason

curves and grades, little less than
two hundred miles shorter.

It is announced that the work will
bo commenced In Kentucky withiu
three months, and that the line to
New York will be finished in leas
titan three years. It appears that the
seme parties are interested in the new
movement to finish the old tunnel
pnrtly constructed through the hills
north of the city, the contract for
which has doubtless been made, this
t rt of the project being intended to
furnish northwestern connections.

The Pirchase of Commissions Question
Snnwnarily Disposed of -- Conster¬

nation of the Tories.

London, July 20. In the House of
Commons, this evening, Mr. Glad-
stone announced that the Queen had
solved the purchase problem by can
celing (the royal warrant legalizing
the purchase of commissions in the
army. He declared that the House of
Lords, although impugning the Gov
eminent plan for its abolition, had
failed to sustain the purchase system
hence the ministers had advised He
Majesty to take action which effectu
ally disposed or the question in ac-¬

cordance with the manifest will of the
country.

This declaration was received with
vehement cheering in the .House, but
Disraeli, and the Torv members iren
erally, were unable to dissemble their
anger and bitterly denounced the ar-¬

bitrary course ol the Government.
Mr. Gladstone was defiant and

challenged the opposition to move
vote of want of confidence.

HEFOKK THE COMMITTEE.

J. C. Morris, formerly of Warren
county, Georgia, but now a resident
of Atlanta, in that State, testified be- ¬

fore the Ku-Kl- ux Committee to day
that he was elected sheriff of Warren
county in 1868, and served one year,
but was compelled to leave the coun- ¬

ty by an organized band of Ku Klux.

stantial account ot the killing of Dr.

The doctor
was taken out by disguised men, who
burnt down the jail in older- to reach
the prisoner. They forced him to
surrender to them the pistol in his
possession and led him forth and shot
him dead. This was in isv. W bile
attempting to make arrests of the
guilty party, the witness was forced
to nee irom the county. iNone of them
have been tried or punished. The
witness detailed various instances of
outrages. He and others had shel-¬

tered six or seven men who had es-¬

caped the threats of the Ku-Klu- and
afterward run them off to a place
culled Dearing. There they were
seized by disguised men. One ol the
fugitives escaped, but his companions
were murdered, the witness also
gave an account of the circumstances
attending the murder of State Senator
Atkins.

There have been no murders in
Warren county since the beginning of
1870; people, however, are in great
terror and fear lor their lives. Large
numbers of colored men have gone to
Mississippi, Louisiana and other
States, where they deem they will be
more secure.
