HURRICANE.

Terrible Destrection of Property--Fears
for tha Safety of an Engliah
Expedition.

NEw Yomrx Jaly Zl.—Advice state
that Sir William Logand and his par-
ty, who laeft St. Johns, N. F.,, as a
geologist surveying expedition, on the
12th instant, were entirely cut ¢ff on
their roate by a severe storm, on the
14th, which swept eway bridges and
flooded the principal parta of the only
rosd they had to travel pon, It is
probabile that the horses and baggage
attached to the expedition have been
either lost or badly injured. The
party are believed to be safe, inss-
much g= they were provided with
portable gutta percha boats and one
canoe. The storm has done conslder-
able damsge in and around the towns
of Top=ail and Halywod, New Found-
land, and is said to be & continuation
of the harricane which blew over Lhe
cosst of Labrador some weeks ago,
destroyving three hundred and twen-
ty-five fishing smacks, twenty-three
dwelling hoases, over ten stores and
about three hundred thousend dollsrs
worth of dried fish, fishing stakss and
other property. The number of lives
alresudy a=certained as lost is ninety-
three, Many more are expecied to
be added to the report.

| FEARFUL TRAGEDY.

A Woman Shoots Her Brother-in-Law in the
Spine—A Family Quarrel

CHiCAGO, July 20.—Denver (Colo-
mido) news of the 18th give the fol-
lowing ticulars of a tragedy that
ooou il Ruannlog Creek, Douglas
county. Miles Mouldin, & ranche-
man well-known throughout the Ter-
ritory, states, from the point above
indicated, that his second wife, who
has heen dead about one year, was
pamed (Gibson, and her brother and
his wife are at present residing near
the residence of Moaldin, apon Lis
ranche. On Sunday last, Mouldin
was visiting Mrs, Gilson, she having
senl for him, Her hasband left home
for Deaver, and she, being slons,
asked Mr. Mouldin if he would not
oblige her by doing her 8 favor, Bhe
said she had lately written a letter o a
friend named John somebody,
but that, owing Go improper
address, the letter had been sent o
the dead letter office, and from there
returned to her, She was very posi-
tive In making this =iatement, and,
furthermore, assured him that she
would hawve this lefter registered.
Mrs. Gibson, therefore, requested Mr,
Moualdin to address this letter for her.
and upon asking the favor hand
him the letter, sealed, as wellasa
postage stemp, He placed the stamp
upon the envelope, dipped the
into the ink, and had made the first
stroke of the etter J, when this femaie
iend stepped up behind her vietim,
and, while he waa Intent upon his
wmk. and totally unconscious of the
impendiog fatality, drew & pistel and
fired one ball into his body, the
shot entering the small of his
back and yeing his lower ex-
tremities, Finding that the first ball
had not done its work, this woman
instantly ococked the weapon and
placed the muszle close behind her
viclim’s right ear saying “damn you,
I started to kill you sad I intend to
do it.” But the pistol falled to do
the work; the cap snapred and the
catridge did not explode. Mr. Maul-
din, springing to bhis feet, still hold-
ing the envelope in his hand, snd
grappled with his assasein, bat she
Jerked herself away sad escaped into
the road. Omnee there, and the fact of
the enormily of the deed seems to
have overwhelined her senses, and
she threw away the pistol and ran
about a mile down the road, where
she met some parties who were ac-
quainted with her. These fem
noticing ber excited condition, and
surmising that something unusual
had happened, asked her what the
matter was, whereupon she respond-
ed that she had shot Miles Mouldin.

The Case of A. A. Miller vs. Bradotreet
Commarcinl Agency.

Bradstreet’s Agency, testified as to the
mode of transacting the business of the
agency. Hesald that most of the
reports were manufactured in the
office. From the time Mr. Shepherd
took charge ol the office, the reports
were based on old reports. The eity
reports were all copied Into a letter
book, and then forwarded to New
York. A book, called the Black book,
was kept, in which all untavorsble
reports were copied, Ewvery one in
the ofice had aceess to this book, He
testified that the Bradstrest Agenc
was partial to subscribers; and a gohz
headed cane, he had heard, would
very often & man’s .

Bhe was bailed upon the second
charge, and has fled the country,
A CBIME WORTEY OF DEATH.
