This afternoon tbe weather reports went
of Omaha are not received, owing to a
storm, which was not probably of very
great extent.

The area of
highest pressure is cow on the southern

them; and If they can be brought on the
track at the fall meeting, will, no doubt,
make a favorable record. The pedigree
of his animals are all first class. Some of
them are akin to Longfellow. There is
Leamington stock out of these, stock out.

and such horses. Mr. Fralme has forty or
fifty head of blooded stock, all young,
and most of them promise well.

It is said among the
horsemen In town that several trotting
matches are on the tapis to be run over the
course shortly, and that some purses are
being made up cow to give eclat to the
proposed races.
