The Thirtesnth smendment to the
Constitution of the United States, by
which the previously existing relation
betwaen the white and the black ra-
ces in soine of the Biates was forever
abolished and prohibited, we there-
fora codsider no longer a i {smue.
1t was adopted within the period sta-
ted. All the States of the Union had
a hearing upon it, and an equal voice
upon it on its adoption through con-
stitutional constituencies, We, there-
fore, regard it as ealid, for however
relpctantly it have been ratified
by the States which had attempted
to secede, liet it was ratified by com-
petent authority on the part of each of
them—by & constituency in ‘each ol
them recognized by the Cnnstitution
of the United States; and ‘'was so rati-
fied in good faith by them without the
slightest disposition on their part to
disturb it. I1i is, therefore, in our
opinion, properly classed among the
“d issues;” not becanse an  at-
tempt to disturb it would “kindle the
whole country into a confiagration,”
but because those affected by il have
no desire or wish to unsettle what they
have to, Ydn good faith,” as
one of the acfual results of the war,
whether & legitimate one or not,
Thess are our reasons for cor=idering
the Thirteenth amendment both valid
and not to be reversed,

So much then for the “dead issues,”

Now s to those of & living . charao-
ter.

How is it with the Foartesnth and
Fifteenth amendments, so-called? If
we understand the position of the
World, it is that theseshould be classed
in the same category as the Thir-
feenth, sod considered among the
aotue! results of the war, whether le-
gitimately or rightfully so or not; and
the consistency in ressoning on gur
part requires that we should so aceept
them.

To this we say, by no means, They
are not resulés of the war, either legit-
maie or actual. They are in no way
connected with the waror its deelared
objects, They are the resulés of open
paipable and avewed usurpations of
FJWN by & majority faction in

longreas sinee Lhe war—sinoe the pro-
clamation ol peace—since Lthe restora-
tion of the Union by the resumption
of their obligations under the Consti-
tion on the part of all the Btates
which attempted to withdraw—and
after the tull aeccomplishment of every
object for which the war, from its be-
gininping to s end, was avowedly
waged by the Federal aathorities.
Thers can be no rightiul result of any
war beyond the atlainment of the
end for which it is waged according to
all authorities on the subject, from
Arlstatle and Cicero to Grotius, Vat-
tel and Wheaton.

Theso Fourteenth and Fifteenth
amendments can, in no proper sense,
be considered in any way as either
legitimate, rightful or actual results of
the war. They constitute a promi-
nent part in another and & new war
upon the Constitation, after the ends
of the other were attdined, and resi
entirely upon most flagrant usurpa-
tinns ol power, infinitely more dan-
gerpus to the liberties of the coun
than the “rebellion” itself, so-called ;
for secersion after all that may hesaid
against its rightfulnes or polioy,left the
great and inestimable right of local
gelf governments on the part of the
peoples of the several States of the
Union, entirely Intact and unim-
paired, while this new war, of which
these amendments are some of the
results, thus far, was commenced, and
is being still waged, sgainst the ver
foundation principles upon which all
Almuri*uu free institutions are found-
ed.

Had the seceding States been per-
mitied to “depart in peace,” and not
eompelied to refurn, a8 they were, all
the other States us well as themselves,
would nnguestionably bave been guite
f4 well ofl as they were at the time
the Union was formed, There would
have been no loss to them, or either
of thein, of any of the essential prin-
ciples of liberty. The only ible
loss, in this particular, would bhave
boewn the greater securily for the main-
tenance of these principles and rights,
which it was oneof the leading objects
of the Unlon o establish, The usur-
pations, however, upon which these
amendments rest, and which marked
the beginning of this new war, were
thorougnly revolulionary in  their
character—boldly, daringly, and con-
fessodly revolubioniry—in the funda-
wental prisciples upon which the
whole fabric of our free institutions
were bmsed. This was the object of
these amendments, and the "usurpa-
tions of which they are the ofispring.
In order to carry out the ohject, ten
States of the Union were stricken
from the roll of Commonwealths, at
the very time the object of the war
agrinst secession was agcomplished,
in haviog them restored to their
“practioal relations to the Union.”
Their entire populations of over seven
millions of people, with life, liberty,
and pm,n-rty, were subjected to abso-
lute military rule, without legal pro-
tection or even the re Ition of any
