Section 1. That the Lifv Tax Collector be
and be Is hereby authorised and Instructed
to allcw to each and every tax-pay- er who
shall, previous to the rirtt day or January.
l". pay the taxes due from him or her to the
city ot mempnis lor tue rorty-lourt- h corpor-
ate year (1X71), a discount at the rale of ten
per centum per annum on tbe amount of
taxes he or she shall pay for the period of
lime it shall lie ho usid previous to said Orst
uay oi jauuarv. i.z ana tne amount ku naiii
shall be taken and accepted by ihecliyof
Memphis as a lull payment of the entire
anionnt of the taxes due bv such Hereon.

SEC. - The privilege hereby offered shall
not be extended beyond the first day of Jan- ¬

uary, 1872, and alter that date the Tax Collec- ¬

tor shall be required to collect the foil
amount of all the taxes that may remain un-
paid.

Sec. 3. This ordinance shall take effect and
be lu force from aud after its passaire. aud nil
ordinances Inconsistent with this ordinance
are hereby repealed.
