instance of one C. S. Swann, carpet- ¬

bag clerk of the Circuit and Chancery
Courts of Newton county. The charge
is that they were guilty of banding
and conspiring together with others to
oppress and intimidate the said
Swann, with intent to deprive him of
his privileges as a citizen of the Uni- ¬

ted States! Mr. Keith has no knowl- ¬

edge whatever of the specific grounds
of his arrest, having had no inter-¬

course or dealings with Swann. Mr.
Carleton, as a public school teach- ¬

er, having claims tor services, in- ¬

sisted on his right to inspect the
county school warrant book in the
keeping ot Swann, which had been
removed from the office, as Carleton
believed, for fraudulent purposes. He
(Carleton) brought the conduct of
Swann in removing and secreting the
book to the notice of the Board of Di-¬

rectors, and in the course of his ob-¬

servations to the Board, stated that he
would bring the case of Swann to the
attention of the grand jury of the
county. No threats of personal vio- ¬

lence were used. The conspiracy and
intimidation consist in this action of
Carleton.

The case of Mr. Hoy is of a piece
with the other. He had redeemed
some lands and claimed a cancellation
of the deed, or receipt for the money
he had paid, which was refused. Some
sharp words were interchanged, in
the course of which Mr. Hoy re-¬

marked to Swann that "he would
slap his jaws" if he were not under
bonds to keep the peace. Hoy is five
feet four inches high, and weighs
ninety pounds ! Swann is about five
feet nine, and weighs about one hun- ¬

dred and seventy pounds! Neither
Carleton nor Hoy were armed when
these occurrences took place, as they
can prove. There are unimpeachable
witnesses to all that happened. It is
upori frivolous charges like these, that
citizens are dragged, under Radical
Federal law, from their homes and
occupations to be arraigned for trial
on ex parte testimony before a Federal
Court. Was there ever such a mock- ¬
