Among those who
listened to the details of the accident
was Secretary Boutwell, and he at
once remarked that the Inspector of
Steamboat- - mu-- t have been at fault.
It is understood that supervising In- ¬

spector Belknap will at onee be or-¬

dered to make a rigid examination
into the condition ot the boilers of the
boat and report without delay to Sec- ¬

retary Boutwell, who remarked that
accidents of that description to ferry- ¬

boats were very rare, and the feeling
of safety which every passenger, on
stepping aboard of them had, would
be dispelled by this calamity. As a
preventive against further loss of life,
an inspection of all the boilers on the
ferryboats in New York will be or- ¬

dered.

Knowledge has been received by

the Secretary ot the Treasury that an
tlteusive prac'i.v has been carried
on along ihe Canadian frontier by
persons shipping goods ou foreign ves-
seU to foreign porta to be resnipped
to ports in the Tailed States, on the
frontier, i bis custom is a violation
of law and subject vessels engaged
in it to a forleiture of their cargo and
the pyraeut of tonnage duty at the
rate ol filly cents per ton on her
measurement.

The price to be paid is ti8
cents per cubic foot tor stones the
dimensions of which do not exceed
forty cubic feet, with an increase of
one cent per cubic foot for each addi- ¬

tional cubic foot in clones which ex--

eed forty cubic feet. The contract
lor the granite for superstructure has
been awarded to Albert Ordway, ot
Richmond, Va. The prices to be paid
are fifty-nin- e cents per cubic loot for
stones which do not exceed twenty
.ubic feet, with an increase in price of

y-l- u of one cent a cubic fool for each
.additional cubic stone, the dimen- ¬

sions of which exceed twenty cubic
feet. The granite is to be cut at the
quarries, and delivered here ready for
use. The contractor were also re-¬

quired to agtee to furnish granite,
which may be required lor the entire
building, for the use of the Slate, war
and navy departments, when the con- ¬

struction ol other portions of the
building shall be authorized at the
same rates and upon the same terms
as the present contracts.

THE NEW YORK EXPLOSION.

Further Particulars of the Heart-rendin- g

and Sickening Affair Statement ef
the Mayor of Syracuse.

The Dead and Dying -- The Wounded in

Bellevue Hospital The Bodies
in the Morgue.

Excitement Among the People The Grand
Inquest Losses of the Steamboat

Company Comments of the
Press and People.

New York, July 31. Coroners
Keenan and Young visited the scene
of explosion last evening. Coroner
Keenan will hold an

INVKSTIGATION,
which will not begin for several days,
perhaps not before next week. It is In- ¬

tended that it shall be searching and
thorough, and the opinion of several
experts, with reference to the condi- ¬

tion of the boiler material ot which it
was made and the amount of steam it
carried at the time, will be obtained.
The jury will Decomposed of business
men, or practical mechanics, able to
render an intelligent verdict accord- ¬

ing to the evidence and to place the
blame where it properly belongs.
The jury will view the bodies at the
Morgue, and permits will be given by
Coroner Keenan for their removal by
relations or the undertaker. By order
of the Coroner, no permits for remov- ¬

al were granted yesterday or last
night.

NO THEORY IS OFFERED
by the officers of the company for the
disaster. The engineer of the North- -
field says that when the Westfield
steamed from the island she had four
cocks of water, and from the fact that
only a slight report accompanied the
explosion, he thinks there could have
been but a small head of steam on.
Mr. Stevens, secretary of the Staten
Island Company, says that there was
a government safety valve attached
to the boiler. The collector asserts
positively that there could not have
been more than two hundred and fif-

ty persons on board the boat. The
Westteld being an extra boat and but
a few persons aware that it had been
placed on a line, he holds that it was
not possible for so many to have been
on her, as though she had been on
the regular trip.
MAYOR OARROI t, OF SYRACUSE, SAYS:

I was standing on the main deck,
leaning against the rail, reading a
newspaper Mr. Sherlock standing
beside me, and Mr. Phillips on and
Mr. Levi sitting in the forward calin
Suddenly there was a terrific explos- ¬

ion, the violence of w hich hurled me
out into the air, and I fell into the
hold, among a confused mass ot dead
and dying men, women and children.
I was nearly coven d with debris, and
almost blinded by dust and dirt. Re-¬
covering in a moment, 1 grasped my
way through the darkness and clam- ¬

bered out without assistance. It
seemed as though everything I took
hold of was red hot; my hands were
dreadfully burned. Jets ot steam
struck me on the forehead, and some
falling pieces of wood or iron bruised
my ankles as I was grasping my way
out The scene was frightful. The
groans of the wounded was appalling,
and the air seemed rent with shrieks.
I finally made my way through the
debri, and, as the cloud of dust
cleared away, I gained the deck and
was assisted to land. There was no
premonition, no sound of escaping
steam ; but while all were gaily chat- ¬

ting or looking about the explosion
took place with a heavy rumbling
sound, like the blasting of rocks. 1
saw people hurled hither and thither,
aud then with me all was darkness for
the moment 1 hope never to behold
another such a fearful scene.

Mr. Sherlock's statement: "I was
standing alongside Mayor Carroll
smoking a cigar aud watching the
people, wheu 1 was suddenly hoisted
into the air. It seemed to me that I
uever should come down, but I did
and fell headlong into the water, sink- ¬

ing 1 know not how many feet deep.
The splash into the water brought me
to my senses, and being an excellent
swimmer, I rose to the surface. My
head came in contact with something
hard, and believing that I had risen
under the bottom of a boat, I held
my breath and struck out toward
light reaching the surface. I was
helped out of the water by the people
on the wharf." The Mayor and his as- ¬

sociates, making their way through
the dense crowd, were driven to the
Grand Central Hotel, where their
wounds were dressed by Dr.
When visited by the reporter last
evening, they were comparatively
comfortable, and hoped to be able to
endure their journey home by to- ¬

morrow. Mayor Carroll was bol- ¬

stered in a large arm chair, his hands
enveloped in cloths which were con- ¬

tinually moistened by soothing
liquids. Their associate alderman,
Bradley, was ail attention, doing all
in his power to alleviate their suffer-
ings. II one-hal- f the reports be true,

should be indicted by the grand jury
Had his examinatiou of the boiler
been thorough, the disaster could not
have happened. It seems that the
engineer apprehended an explosion,
for he says that he looked at the patch
on the cylinder last Thursday. An
examination of the cylinder which
was blown out shows that the iron
had been eaten out s round the rivets
till it was as thin as four sheets of
letter paper.

Grappling for dead bodies was kept
up all night and is still going ou.
Shortly after midnight warden Bren- -

den reported that there were over
FORTY DEAD BODIES

in Bellevue, and alxmt sixty most
horribly scalded aud bruised, many
of whom will doubtless die. He said
that over KfOU persons visited the hos- ¬

pital after dark, and that the whole
force of surgeons and assistants were
completely worn out.

Late yesterday afternoon the West- -
field was taken in tow by her sister
vessel, the Northfield, and is to be
taken to the foot oi Eighth street in
the river for repairs.

The character of the explosion was
such as to tear away and entirely ruin
one-hal- f of the vessel. Nothing can
be seen but one mass of irou, timber,
hats, shoes, parasols, umbrellas, and
pieces of torn clothing of every de-
scription. Windows and doors aft of
the boat, had beeu torn from their
hinges, and benches and settees were
lying in confusion. The company es-

timates
DAMAGE TO TUK VESSEL

at twelve thousand dollars, the prin- ¬

cipal loss being the wreck of the boiler.
The boat is known as an extra boat
and used Sundays and holidays or at
hours when the tide of the travel sets
strongly to Staten Island. She was
accustomed to make three trips on
Sundays, starting at one and a half
o'clock, at three and a half o'clock
and at seven and half o'clock in
the evening from Whitehall landing,
coming between regular boats which
make hourly trips. She was about to
start on her first trip yesterday and
was two or three minutes behind
time. When the boiler exploded
there were from two hundred to two
hundred and fifty passengers on board,
according to the statements of her
officers and the ticket-take-r. Most of
the passengers were congregated
almost immediately over the boiler on
the southerly part of the boat in order
to catch the fresh breeze blowing from
the south. Thousands of people are
congregated around Bellevue hos-¬

pital this morning eager to hear some- ¬

thing of their friends who are sup-¬

posed to be killed or injured by yes- ¬

terday's explosion.
A LARGE FORCE OF POLICE

is engaged in preserving order amid
the general rush and excitement of
the occasion. Of forty dead bodies
brought to Bellevue hospital, twenty
have already been removed by their
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friends for interment. Nine of the
bodies still at the hospital have been
recognized and will he removed to- ¬

day.
IN TUB MORGUE

there are eleven victims of the ex- ¬

plosion yet unrecognized. On a slab
are the bodies of a woman and two
children. On another slab are those
of a woman. There are five bodies
of men.

Most of the bodies present a fright- ¬

ful appearance, for in addition to the
fad that they are swollen and the
features distorted by the water, they
have in most cases been terribly
scalded.

Since an early hour this morning a
regular file in and out of the morgue,
either from curiosity to witness the
awful spectacle of the unrecognized
dead lying there or with the painlul
interest of trying and yet fearful of
recognizing among the yet unknown
victims the features of a relative or
friend. There are about sixty injured
victims of the explosion in the wards
at Bellevue hospital, and the surgeons
state that at least half ot them are
beyond recovery. About nine o'clock
this morning the body of Matilda
Nelson, age seven years, killed by the
explosion, was iound in the water at
the slip of Staten Ialard ferry, and
removed to the station-hous- e.

Deputy sheriff Modder, of Brooklyn,
who was among those scalded by the
explosion yesterday, died this morn- ¬

ing. The members of the
SYRACUSE DELEGATION,

who were Injured yesterday by the
explosion on Staten Island of the fer-¬

ryboat Westfield, are all doing well.
Crowds of people have been congre- ¬

gated during the morning around the
Center street hospital, where many
ot those injured by the explosion on
the Westfield yesterday are lying.

Public interest in regard to the full
extent of the disaster is on the in- ¬

crease, and the explosion is the theme
of conversation among all classes of
the public.

The number of deaths from the boat
explosion yesterday is thus farjifty- -
seven.

ing interment. Two are unrecognized.
Two experts, said to be acting under
orders of the Secretary of the Treasury,
examined a fragment of the boiler at
police headquarters.

HOUSE OF LORDS.
London, July 31. In the House of

Lords to-da-y Earl Granville, in mov-
ing for a favorable answer to the royal
message on behalf of Prince Arthur,
urged that the demand merely ful- ¬

filled a contract made at the begin- ¬

He
spoke in warm terms of the Prince,
whose visit to Canada had secured
the affection of the Colonists.

The Duke of Richmond heartily
seconded the motion, which was car- ¬

ried without division. The Duke
then moved a vote of censure ot the
Queen's message abolishing the pur-¬

chase system in the army as unworthy
ministerial resort. He denounced in
strong language the speeches made at
the banquet at the Mansion House on
Saturday in relation to the treaty
made at Washington, and claimed
that the royal prerogative was much
strained in the ratification ol that in- ¬

strument without the assent of Par- ¬

liament.
Earl Granville spoke in defense ol

the message and as simply respond- ¬

ing to the previous action of the House
of Commons.

On the vote of censure, the Mar- ¬

quis of Saulisbury thought the Lords
were oounu 10 ireseni mis great out- ¬

rage ; for unrebuked it would remain
a standing menance to the authori- ¬

ties of the House. The Duke of Ar- -
guyle severely reprobated the sugges- ¬

tion 01 tne Marquis 01 saulisbury,
stigmatiziug it as narrowly and bitter-¬

ly partizan. Lord Jtomilly contended
that such exercise of royal preroga- ¬

tive was unprecedented. Lord Pen- ¬

zance defended the action of the
Government, and argued to show
that the interposition of the crown in
this case was entirely constitutional.
The Earl of Derby strongly advocated
the motion to censure; and Earl
Russell said he should vote for
it declaring that the Government- -
had incurred serious responsibility.

Lord Northbrook thought that the
proposed course of the government
was the only possible one left
for it

Lord Cairns spoke at great length
against the government seeking to
prove its use of royal power without a

At the conclusion ofErecedent. speech a vote was taken
on the motion to censure. It was de-¬

feated, the government having a ma-¬

jority of 80.
HOUSE OF COMMONS.

In the House of Commons Mr.
Gladstone stated that unless the bill
relative to elections passed by Tues- ¬

day an October session of Parliament
was iminent

Peter Alfred, member for Leicester,
denounced the making ot an appro- ¬

priation for Prince Arthur, who, he

said, had better serve his country
than be its pensioner.

Mr. Gladstone opposed the various
amendments.

A division was had on the proposi- ¬

tion that the election expenses be paid
out of the local taxation, which re- ¬

sulted in a majority of ninety-si- x
against the Government.
