other Favrce by Use I nlted Ntstes

The examination in the alleged Ku
Kiuxing business, which ia said to have
taken place at Saulabury, in this State, in
the middle part of June, wag commenced
before united stales commissioner uar
rei yesterday irormng in the United
States I'istrict Court room, Waldran
block, in thia city.

The first witness celled waa Mr. Black
of Sauisburv. He said he waa the fore
man of the jury of inquest that looked
into the case of the allegod
of William B. '.arrett, about the 17th ot
June laat. The body was found In the
bed of a creek, lying on a sand bar sur
rounded with briars. The hogs had eaten
the lower taw and part of the neck away
The witness continued, "There had been
others there before me. I found five or
sir persons there when I went; liarrett
had married my sister. He lived in our
neighborhood about two years. He
moved Ark ansae year ago, He lived
twenty miles or so below Helena
About two months ago brought his
wife beck to Saulabury. He
arrested because there was a reward
out for him. Bowden, the constable, told
me thia. He told me on Monday, after
Garrett waa found hung, i never in
auired of Bowden as to how he thought
U arret t came to his death

John Black, brother of the first wit
uess, testified that he lived near Sauls
bury twenty-fou- r years. Knew W. B
Uarrett two or three years. Did not see
his d jad body; saw him In the neighbor
hood on Wednesday morning before his
death. don't know anything about his
arrest. I heard it Friday evening; learned
of his death Monday morning about 8 or
9 o clock. 1 didn't go to where his body
was. The place where his body was
found looked as though somebody had
been killed there. 1 aaw the mark of a
rope on r gum ireo. It was s week or leu
days after he waa killed I visited the
place.

Wright lived ui saulabury since lv.
except during the war. Knew William
rt. (larreii: l saw him last, dead, about
the middle of June; 1 saw it about three- -

.iuart?rs ol a mile from Saulabury in
creek bottom. I was appointed foreman
or the jury or inquest by 'squire rer- -

L'uion. 1 examined the body; some
ot the lower jaw and part of
the neck had been gnawed by the hogs
He was black. He was shot in the mid- ¬

dle of the forehead. It had the appear
ance of having lain there twelve or fifteen
hours. It was in the creek bottom ; the
place is sandy; there is a growth of briars
there, it was six reet from the road; may
have been ten or twelve. Saw marks on
the limb ot s tree as if made by

small line, but it might have
been made by any other means

had heard that Garrett had
oc-- n arrested, but I did not see him. I
know the " block house," in Saulabury;
it ia situated to the eastern part of toe
town, near the Memphis and Charleston
railroad, it is in the direction where the
body was found. It ia used there as our
station or gua. d house, or place to keep
person- - who commit misdemeanors. It
sikept by our town constable, nut we had

none at that time I can't say who kept
the key or it. he was arrested about it
or 12 o'clock on Friday 1 heard Colonel
F'mory say he gave Garrett something to
eat while he wag in there, and also Mr
Spike. I think 1 heard Bowden say he
put him in there. I know all these de-¬

fendants, Bowden, Chapman, Smalley and
Red: their general characters are good; I
have never known them to be anything
but law-abidi- men. We did not hold
the inquest in view of the body. We
west and examined it. It was In a bad
condition, so I had it interred, and I weut
back to Saulabury and held the inquest.
Mr. Kjbinson waa examined: he made
statements ou that examination which
led me to suppose that he knew some- ¬

thing about It. Bowden waa elected
town constable, and when the county of
xfeu was formed ne was elected district
constable; I don't know whether he wag a
lawful o nicer or not. The block house is
fastened on the outside by a padlock. I
should think it not difficult to enter it
from the outside. Bowden never served

constable since he was elected.
N. D. Lewis waa next examined. Lived

in Saulabury, Tennessee, for the last six
months. 1 was there about the 17th of

une last, i knew a person by the name
of William J. Garrett. I saw him up in
that neighborhood that time; 1 saw him

live. I know he was arrested. Mr. Bow- ¬

den arrested him; Smalley wss with him.
I can't tell whst time he was arrested.
He was put in the calaboose at Saulabury.
1 isit ,i the calaboose while he was there.
1 heard Mr. Brow. Ion say nothing about
his arrest; 1 don't think I heaid Smalley
aay anything about his arrest. I visited
the calaboose again on Sunday. He was
net there then; the door was open, the
padlock waa broken. 1 went there about
eight o'cln?k. I heard noise at the block
house on NaiurjBy night I was about
one hundred or oue hundred and fifty
yards from it ; it was nine or ten o'clock:
my brother, D. T. Lewis, and Mr. Sten- -

sou, were with me. We went toward the
guardhouse; it was a dark night; there
waa no moon. I beard no voices; I saw
ncbody about the calaboose; 1 saw persons
sitting on Moore A l o.'s platform: it
was about half the distance between me
and the platform. I went to bed a few
minutes after that. 1 saw the body c;
uarrett alter ward; his lace ana nee ..ere
eaten away by hogs; most of the front
pert ol ihe throat was gone; the back of
ihe n.-c-k showed the mark of a rope. In
a conversation which took plaoe iu Cham
bers' house, Chaoman said be knew Gar- ¬

rett to be a horsethlef, aud he must know
ho took restrain s horse, and there

a way ,o make him tell, and he aught to
be made to tell. None of the defendants
here were present

The witness hjresaid lhat he felt ttiuid- -

It was here that the youthful days ot Mr,
Woraham were spent. Here he drew in
that spirit of enterprise and activity
which distinguished nis after life. When
be ws yet only seventeen years of age
be moved out West to Cincinnati with
K.hert Woodward, his brother-i- n law. His
lather dying, he went back and took up
himself the care of the family. brouzLt
them out to Lexington, h.n'.urltv
where he lived some time. He
is constantly found in company with
Mr. Woodward, and the most cordial
friendship seems to have distinguished
Ibeir mutual career. Daring this early
period we and him in loldwster, .Missis
stppi, and in other places in this Western
country, then young and rapidly settling
by enterprising and ooia immigrants
from "over the mountains " 9e came to
this neighborhood about thirty Ave years
ago. tie was in St. L.ouis, still with Mr
Woodward, from 18-1- to 1844.

He then went to Holly Springs,
Mississippi, where he lived two years. In
lune of l&l he purchased the Worshaui
House, which had been previously known

the American House and the L mted
Slates Hotel. He conducted this with
great ability and success for dve
or six years, at the end of which
time he moved ont on Adams street and
lived there till the aecond year after the
surrender,when he again assumed control
et the woraham House and Kept it two
years, when be sold out to u. it. uauo- -

way. Two years later we nnd him again
taking charge of the Woraham House,
having in tbe meantime traveled in Ar- ¬

kansas and lived at Devall's Blurt awhile.
He remained at the Woraham two years
this last time and left it to go again to
his home at Devall's Bluff, where he died.
