FREIGHT THIEVES.

The Erie Railroad Compasses a Gang an J

Breaks them Up.

Nkw York, August 2. The Erio
Railroad Company has long been sub- ¬

jected to serious loss by cur thieves on
dint-ren- t divisions ol the road, espe-¬

cially on the Shawengunk mountain .

From Port Jervis .to Ottsville, a dia- -

tance ot thirteen miles, a very steep
v rade i- -i accessary to carry the road to
the top ot the mountain. Valuable)
freight has been taken by the thieves,
in connection, no doubt, with brake- -

men, and carried ofi into the woods.
Officers of the company have suspect-
ed persons living in the vicinity of
ShiuhoUow, about six miles from
Port Jervw, and a clue was ob-¬

tained last week which led to the de- ¬

tection of nineot the thieves. Last
Wednesday night three men wen;
seen to get on the freight train at Port
Jervis after dark. The next day,
among other freight that was missing,
were a number of sheep that had been
consignd to a cattle dealer in Jersey
City. Suspicion at once fell on James,
Pet-ran- Garrett Conklin. The com- ¬

pany's attorney at once dispatched an
officer, and after a tedious search on
the mountains they were found on
Friday morning surrounded by un- ¬

mistakable proof of their gudt In the
house of James Conklin large quan- ¬

tities ot mutton were found, with other
property that had evidently been o i
the train. The three Con kl ins wore
arrested, and six confederates were
subsequently apprehended and takes
to Port Jervis. At a hearing before
justice Clawsen yesterday they were
all sentenced as severely as the law
would permit. Peter Conklin prom- ¬

ising to give information which would
ieau to further arrests, no action was
taken against him. The officer
brought him to Shinhollow last night.
It appears that beef, casks of hams,
dour, coal and other commodities
have been thrown from the trains at
this point for a long time past. The-- e

thieves jump on the train at Port
Jervis, and on arriving at certain
points freight is rolled off and quickly
taken away by the confederates.

Ho Mokes a Speech to the Virginians at Al

exandria-B- ig Talk.

Alexandria, August 2. Horace
Greeley, who was here on a visit, de- ¬

livered an address at the Methodist
Episcopal Church this afternoon. No- ¬

tice being short, there was not a large
hut a highly intelligent audience, ol
Southern men principally. Mr. Gree
ley said he thought we ought to have
a respite from politics this year, in an- -

thipation of the grave issues that
would have to be met next year. Re- ¬

construction had been thought slow,
but it had been fast enough. Had
all been agreed six years ago, mil- ¬

itary rule would have been the
better. Because of the imposition of
light taxes, there would have been no
party luss and no creation of the
debt. Southern men are not prepared
to get into the Union at once from the
war. The South had recuperated
taster than any other country did be-¬

fore; taster than this country after the
revolution. Proscription should be
set aside. If men who seceded were
represented, they wanted their first,
not their fifth, choice. Efforts to dis- ¬

franchise the negroes ought not to be
made.

He warmly favored the new depart-¬

ure, saying foreigners could not be
disfranchised twenty years ago, and
how could four millions of blacks be
disfranchised now? The Democracy
ought to accept the Fifteenth Amend-
ment, and Bepublicans would doubt- ¬

less advocate the removal of disabili- ¬

ties, and then these questions of
finance would claim atte-ition- . He
argued strongly in favor of paying
the national debt as fast as possible,
it was the only way to keep up public
credit. Virginia thought too much.

Alexander then
stepped into an alley, and, as his wife
came by, struck her several times on
the head with a paving stone, crush
ing in the skull and inflicting a fatal
wound.

A Singular Case.

giving her name as Wells, gave birth
to a healthv male child in the saloon

The infant was found by the cvntiu.

The lady says the event
was unex nec-te- and supposing the
child to be killed, she had said noth- ¬

ing about it, the conductor attributing
her illness to other causes.

Muscle vt. Pistol.
New Vork, August 2. About 2

Joe Coburn became engaged in a dls- -
pute with a gambler, named George
McCloud, in Mott's saloon, No. 211
Bowery. They soon came to blows,
when McCloud drew a pistol, which
was seized by Coburn, ancl in the strug- ¬

gle the pistol went off, the ball strik- ¬

ing Coburn in the temple and produc-
ing a scalp wound. The police, at-¬
tracted by the explosion, arrested
them both and took them to the
tenth police station, where Coburn 's
wound was dressed. A man, named
John Clarke, who was passing in the
street at the time of the affray, re-

ceived the bullet from McCloud 's pis- ¬

tol which glanced lrom Co burn's head .

Clarke was wounded in the thigh.
The ball was extracted.

After the Nathan Murderer.
New York, August 2. The lima,

publishes an interesting
account of the pursuit of Forrester,
the Nathan murderer, by detective
Pinkerton. hen Superintendent
Kelso's proclamation was issued,
offering a reward for the arrest of the
murderer, Forrester was in Chicago.
He subsequently "'"d to Galveston,
Texas, ana thence to Scotland, where
his parents reside. Pinkerton
followed him to Scotland.

His efforts to secure his arrest were
unsuccessful, but he ascertained be
yond doubt that Forrester was within
the limits of Great Britain, and
his escape next to impossible. The
British police are on the alert, and
Pinkerton considers the murderer's
capture almost certain, though some

Scene of All -- The Burial of the Vic- ¬

tims Heartrending Episode.

Investigate by the United States Boiler
serf Naval Inspectors Searching

Examinations

NO NEW DEVELOPMENTS.
New York, August 2. There were

few new developments vesterday in
regard to the Westfield explosion, and
the excitement has greatly subsided.
There is, however, considerai de discus-
sion in all parts of the city concerning
the disaster, and a great variety of
opinions expressed as to the cause, but
the general feeling is to wait until the
official investigation about to be made
shall bring forward all the facts before
forming a conclusion. There is no
disposition to hastily condemn any
one, but there is a general and earnest
desire for all the lacts and for justice.

BCRIAI. SERVICES.
The sad and solemn ceremony of

burial consigning the dead to their
last resting place was begun yester-
day, and was witnessed by many per
sons whose hearts were bowed down
by the heaviest grief.

THE LAsT BODV rXCND.
The body of Bernard Smith, aged

about thirty, a victim of the explosion.
was recovered this morning. The
Dock Commissioners' boats are still
employed in dragging for bodies.
BaARial AND DIVERS YET AT

WORK.
Although grapplers and divers are

yet engaged in searching the bed of
the river for more bodies ot victims,
no more have been found beside those
already reported, and it is the opinion
of men engaged in the work that all
the dead except the remains that have
been washed away by the tide have
been recovered.

THE SADDEST CASE YET.
August tiravelle. of this city, and

Isaiah Abtiot, of iirooElyn, dies at
Bellevue hospital this morning ot inju- ¬

Eliza Kersch- -
ner, who died last night, was doing
well until a number of thoughtless
friends, who had gained access to her
bedside, informed her of the death of
her husband.

dead.

THE OFFICIAL INcJl IRY.
The official inquiry under the direc- ¬

tion of Addison Lowe, Supervisor of
New lors inspection District, into
the condition of the boilers of the fer
ryboat Westfield at the last inspection,
commenced this morning in the office
of the l'nited States Inspector of
Steamboats, Pine street. The Board
of inquiry consisted of Leonard A.
Boale, Local Inspector of the District,
and Hill, of Boston. The latter was
summoned to replace Matthews, one
of the Inspectors, who is one of the
witnesses. Captain Belknap, Inspec-¬
tor General, was also present. Lowe
Brown, counsellor at law, attended
for the owners of the boat. At the
opening of the inquiry, Lowe Brown,
addressing the Board, said that they
were there to make the most searching
inquiry into the late deplorable disas- ¬

ter. In order to have it properly done.
and that there might be no room for
the imputation of improper influence,
he had summoned urn from Boston
to assist Boale. Any one who looked
into the matter must see that it was
one of those things which might have
been avoided, ureat responsibility
rested on somebody, and it was tor the
Inquiry Inspectors to fix it. He
would give them every facility and
assistance, and procure any witnesses
thev reouired.

tor ol Steam Boners, was the nrst wit- ¬

ness. He said he gave the certificate
freely ani would have traveled on the
Westfield last Sunday. He did not
try to lift the valve, because it was no

He
tested the boiler at thirty-fo- ur pounds
hydrostatic pressure, and the gauge
would indicate thirty-tw- o pounds.
The diameter of the boiler was ten
feet, but he had no means of knowing
its thickness, but should think it was
s quarter of an inch thick. He never
knew of a safety-valv- e not working,
unless arrested by the engineer. Had
no conversation with the engineer as
to his qualifications. She was not re-¬

quired to be under license in the wa- ¬

ters of the State by the construction of
the law. Even it the safety-valv- e

opened, the steam might have got to
a dangerous point if it was generating
rapidly. The shell showed no signs of
weakness ; there were two patches on
the bottom.

the explosion: the outer edge of the
fragment much brighter than the in
ner. and from this fact and certain
other indication-;- , he has come to the
conclusion that the casing was broken
either when the boiler was made,
nine years ago, or gave way subse- ¬

quently, when snbiected to severe
test3. He expressed a positive opinion
that the bouor bad been held together
a long time dimply by its outside
plating and said that he was surprised
that it had not exploded before, and
added that this flaw could not be de
tec ted by any inspector, as the outside
boiler was covered with fell and the
inside one afforded no indications of
decay. He also said that the flaw
could not have been detected by
sounding the boiler.

The inquiry was then adjourned.
The engineer will be examined to-¬

morrow.
