present cotton crop, My mind buas
cince been dwelling much apon the
importanos of this idea, I bave been
thinking, snd thinking with wonder
and surprise, and almost with Indig-
aallon, that there is so little systemmi-
tized eflort to secure and protect the
interests of the cotton growers, bolh
tha plantors and the laborers. lHere
is one of the greatl industriea of the
world, upon which® miilions yearly
depend for the materialof their neces)-
wary clothing, The raw product in
sur eountry reckons its value by burn-
drexis of millions of dollars. It gives
employment 1o vast numbars of labor-
ers, artleans, muouiscturers, mes.
chants, bankers and freighters. If
sotite great siroceo should sweep over
var colton fields and the whole crop
e hopelessly destroyed, who can cai-
culnte the consequences of such a
catastophr? Millions would ceaseto
tind employment; thonsands would
n[riﬂlulvl)' marve (o death, 1 hint al
spoh poasibilities for the parpose of
placing, ip strong  vellel, the
startling fact  that this greal
interest 1 our dcountry is BoOw
abandoned almost emtirely to tha
blundering chances of unskillfal and
uninteiligent operations each year for
its existence.  The wool growers have
an “Aesnciation.” Thestock growers
have difforont modes of co-operatian
to protect their interests and incressa
the profite of their business. Theshoas
snd lonther deslers have constituted
themsalves into 8 power and hsven
guild of their own in Boston, cover-
g whole squares in their business,
and having = bapk, perhaps the
strongest in the country. The mer-
chants everywhere bave their Ex-
changes aod their Chambers of Com-
merce, More instances could be given,
but fhess are suficient to show how
common and nataral it is that any
business of loterest should be protect-
ed by intelligent e operation amony!
those concernsd in il Where and
when have the cotton growers done
thi=? The manufaciurers, the buyers,
sellers nnd speculsinrs take pains
gather (helr statistics early and often,
I'hey have their daily bullelins, re.
ports and telegrams. Nothing s
omitted which can save them from
lnas or give them a chanece to increase
their zains. HBut the colton growers
—whether planters or laborérs— have
no  orgenized effort o assist  in
cultivaling and securing thelr
crops, or W guard them against
tne schemes and plots of spinners
and speculators, Isit beeavse it is=
impracticable to do snything of the
aurl buch =& guestion easily pels its
pegative answer by calling attention
to the organized «florts by which the
cotton product of India was increased
s0 that the exports to Great Britain
reached 1,847 76% bales in 1566, against
an amount in yesrs not very long
preceding which was searcely laken
wito aveoun! io reckoning the sources
and probabilities of sapply to the
wanofacturers, The spianers, the
East India Company aml even the
British Government united o this
organlesd eflort by which the India
supply was so greatly increased. A
wilitary officer waa senl o this coun-
Ty, in 184, to observe carefully the
wethod ol our planters, (o purchase
seedl in large gquantities, o employ
ak led caltivators, sud obtdin s lange
pumber of our ging, The laborers
were envouraged by liberal advances;

It hae been llke Topsy—*'1 "spact it
has sl growed.” Ignomul negroes
and m norant overseers have con-
trolled and direclaal the cultivation ol
this crop on many plantations, and
pave «dono it with »9 little skill and
sagmcity thal a large portion of the
vary soil had v rretrievably lostin
the old eotton States. "That, with all
this carslesness, awkwardness, igno-
rance, w aslelolness, wanl of co-opera
tion and system, ogr conniey should
have resched and stilli maintsin so
complete an ascendancy in eotton pro-
luction yraof conclusive that all
the meyulsite conditions exisl here
and that we possess ndvantages which
are abeolutely onriveled. Yel we
ahall certainly lose our sscendancy
and fail Lo reap the boonetita which
our natural advantages give us
if the cotton erop ahall continue Lo be
gacritiend, 5o that the grower reselves
uo proper remunemtion for his labor,
care and exponse, In the loeality
where 1 am arguainted, 1 know sev-
cral farmers—I| rmﬁ'r to say faymers,
rather than ase the more pretentions
tarm, planters - who are ralelng on
cotton this year, because they say
ihey -can make aothing by
it. 1 nlsn  know guite il
aumber of laborers working on shiyres
who are msking only corn because
they lost money last year, slfthough
they mised good erops. Good mid-
dling cotton, in many instances last
year, was refurned as having been
sold so as to netl only elght centa.
With s soll and climate favorable jor
fhe growth of almost all the cereals,
fruit= and vegetables it will be Im-
possible to force farmers and laborem
1o continue the cultivation of cotton
when it promises only annual loss.
What shell be done? 1 do nol pre-
sumne tosay. lonly say that this ja
& matter of 50 much importanee that
it demands prompt and thoughtful
attention. “Let us have s conven-
tion,” says some one, 1 beg pardon.
1 do not see the resuits which
have been expected from conventions.
Phere s always a good deal of figar-
jng to secure appoiniments to such
conventions. T Are many pro-
fessiopal conventlon-goers who are
more eager (o be sesn and make them-
selves heard than they are to advance
the objecis for which eonvenlions are
ealled. There Is too much convivl-
ality—to0 much sitention to pri-

On the first day of lthe Japanese
year, styled in the verngeular BT'
or, scconding to our eompuatation, the
Ixt of Fehruary, 15871, the Mikado or-
dered a census of his dominions, and
in & Yokohams paper sppesrs the first
oficial announcement of results, The
population is given as 34,755,951, or
aboul three millions more than the
United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Ireland, and aboul the same less
than the United States, Heretofore
there has heen only an estimate of the
number of Japanese—satatisticians con-
seiving that on the hypotbhesis o! the
smpire being as thickly [lwpnmuad per
squiare mile &8 OChina, it must have
some 10,000,000 inhabitant=, By some
slx milllons the census shows them to
have been out of the way. Ol the
population returned, 17,586,700 are
ziven as males, and 17,198 621 females

THE EXPLOSION.

luvestigation by the United States inspeot-
ors---Examination of Wilnesses.

The Dead Now Number Ninely-one, and
More Expected---Last Sad Seenes.

NEW YoRK, A t 8. —The Gov-
ernment investigation of the explos-
ion of the ferryboat Westfield was re-
sumed this morning. H Robin-
son, the eolored engineer of West-
fleld testified thst he had been a
steamboat engineer for nearly fifteen
years, The witnes< said that he could
not exactly explain the difierence be-
tween a high-pressure and a low-pres-
sure bosat, save that one used steam al
high-pressure and the other at low-
pressure. He explained the working
of the engine on board of his boal.
On being called upon to define the
vacuum he declared It to be the
canseof foul air. He was interro?wd
as to the different ways In which &
vacuum could be formed, and men-
tioned that one could be made by
sucking with one’s lips at the end of &
pipe and while the other end
was stopped, He belleved that in
that case the pipe was made to
to the lips by the suction, He was
aware (hat the atmosphere exerled a8
pressure, bot did not know how mneh.
He said he never read a.eclentifie
book—Tfor he could read writing and
print but very little; for ascertaining
the amount of steam the certiflcate of
a boller permitted, he would be
obliged to obilain asistance from
some other man,

Ceptain Braisted, Saperiniendent of
the ferry line, testified that he had the
utmost ecnfidence in the fidelity and
ability of Robinson; I had often
threatened to discharge him for carry-
ing more than twenty-seven pounds
ol steam; ften years ago, on the
Wyoming, 1 dise him for carry-
ing a little too much steam; I never
had oceasion to reprimand him for
doing this since then; I have béen
compelled to eaation my engineers
from time to time for carrying twenty-
seven pounds of steam, rather than
twenty-five pounds; 1 belleve, before
God, that if my engineer had not car-
ried more than twenty-five pounds of
steam Lhat day the boiler would not
have exploded; still, I have no idea
that he had more than tweniy-seven
pounds; my presumption is that if he
had not gone above twenty-seven

nds the boiler would not have
urat; brewers on the island have
been in the habit of transporting
wagon loads of lager beer on board the
boats, and doubtless the deck hands
have  rewived portions of that
bheverage; do pot know that there
was any last Bunday; several times
have found empty kKegs on board;
mesengens sometimes give the men
quuur from bottles; I had supicion
that such had been the case then, and
I ssked i there wa3 any on
board, during that trip. 1 am satis-
fied that the engineer and firemen had
none on that day. Beer naver
had anything to do with that explo-
sion. 1 did mot ask about whisky,
The ‘engineer was perfectly sober, far
as I eould judge, halfl au hour after
the accident; my confidencé has not
been shaken in that ineer, not-
withatanding thisaccident, and would
as soon trust him with my life now as
ever.

This closad the day's invesligations.
The names of 91 dead victims of the
