The investigation in ths alleged Ku

Klux case was resumed yesterday morn
ing before United States Commissioner
Garrett, in the United States Court-roo-

Waldran block. Tbe examination of
witnesses commenced after 9 o'clock.

Dr. Pegram. who lives within a mile
and a half of Sauisbury, said that Bowden
arrested Garrett without a warrant; he
arrested him for the reward that was
offered: if there is any such organization
as the Ku-Kiu- x I don't know it; I visited
Smalley's child pn the night of the 17th
of June; I left there about 11 o'clock; I
left Smaliey at home: Garrett denied
having my horse when he was arrested;
Bowaen ana Hmaney saia tney were now
ins him to aet the reward.

Mr. Robertson, being again interrogated
by Col. McRae, said that he promised to
give Mrs. Garrett five hundred dollars to
prosecute this oase.

Wash Black, being placed on the stand
again, said that Robertson told him he

Robertson said he was afraid to ride
around; three men had been killed in
Sauisbury since the war; one of them, Mr.

not to be relied on; his character for truth
is not good. One of tbe three men killed
at Sauisbury was named Wood, and it
was generally supposed Robertson billed
him.

COTTON.

lslsrsal Bcvmns Tax oat the Staple -
Tbe Cemmlaslener'e Letter.

The internal revenue tax on cotton, it is
stated, was formerly levied upon the gross
weight, although in many of tbe South-¬

ern districts s liberal discount was often
made for tare This practice, however,
was resisted by the cotton merchants,
who claimed that tbe act of Congress Im- ¬

posed a tax upon cotton, and not upon the
burlap covers, cotton bagging, iron ties
snd rones used o protect the oales. Suit
was therefore brought against the Govern
ment collector to recover the excess ol
the tax, and a decision, it is stated, has
bees made by tbe courts that the tax can
only be collected on the net weight of the
notton.

The Commissioner of Internal Revenue
has, therefore, recently written a letter,
stating that the act of June :i0, 1884, as
amended bv the act ot March 3, 1865. does
not include' rope and bagging in tbe weight
of the manufactured cotton, and that
where taxes have been assessed and paid
on the gross weight of cotton without soy
allowance for tare, an amount equal to
four per cent, of each bale will be allowed
and paid to claimants on full proof that
no each allowance was made lor tare at
tbe time of the assessment and payment
of the tax. All claims for refunding must
be dresented before August 4, 1871, or
within two years after the date of the pay
ment of the tax complained of.
