In my opiuiou, the city is not liable tor
damages done by the Fire Dapartment in
extinguishing fires. Section 20, of article
4, of the ordinance to be found at page
282 of Bridges' digest, prohibits the Fire
Department, or any member thereof,
from damaging or destroying any prop- ¬

erty, punuc or private, unless it snail ip
positively necessary to preserve or pro-
tect property that is in immediate danger
of being destroyed or damaged by hro,
and then only in obedience to the orders
of the Chief Engineer, or a Captain. The
dnty wonld do the same without the or- ¬

dinance. If, therefore, a fire company
damages or destroys property iiimecessa- -
rily, the parties causing the damage or
destruction act in violation ot duty, and
are trespassers, and are personally liable
to the owner or the property for the loss
they occasion : but the city is not liable
for such loss.

Tf the property Is destroyed or dam- ¬

aged from ponltve necessity, to preserve
or protect property that is in immediate
danger of being destroyed or dam- ¬

aged by fire, then snch necessi- ¬

ty is a perfect protection to the
fire company causing the destruction
or damage, and neither such fire compa- ¬

ny, nor the city, is liable to the owner of
the property for the loss he sustains.

This doctrine results from the implied
assent of every member of the commun- ¬

ity that his own individual welfare shall,
In cases ol necessity, yield to that of the
community; and that his property, lib- ¬

erty snd life, shall, under certain circum- ¬

stances, be placed in jeopardy, or even
sacrificed, for tbe public good.

The doctrine la well settled in England,
where it is said, "No one ever thought the
common law gave an action against an in- ¬

dividual who pulled down s house, or
raised a bulwark on private property, for
the defense of the kingdom against the
King's enemies, or the pulling down of a
house, when necessary, in order to arrest
the progress of a fire."

It is also the common lswof the Ameri- ¬

can States. In some of them it has been
modified, or partially superseded by
statutes, ss in the State of New York.

The statute of New York is commented
cn, and the common law stated and
discussed in Stone vs. tbe Mayor, etc., of
New York; 25 Wendell's R , 157, and Rus- ¬

sell vs. the Mayor, etc., of New York, 2
Denio R , 461. There are also numerous
other cases in the same State, and cases to
the same ettect in New Jersey, California
and other States. Chancellor Kent, p
338-9- , vol. 2, of his commentaries states
tbe law the same way.

In Tennessee we have no statute on the
subject, and consequently the common
law rule prevails.
The damaging or destruction of property

for the purpose of saving Other property
from damage or destruction is not the
taking of private property for public use
within the meaning ol our constitution.
It is the exercise of a right or power that
belonged, at common law, to every indi- ¬

vidual who might always justify the des-¬

truction or damaging of property by
showing the necessity of his doing so to
save life or other property. The distinc- ¬

tion between the exercise of this power
and the taking ot private property for
public use is pointed out in the authori- ¬

ties already referred to.
While it may appear, and really Is,

harsh that the property of one man may
be destroyed or damaged to save anoth- ¬

er's, without compensation to him, yet
such is the law, and until there is legisla- ¬

tion by tbe State on the subject the per-¬

sons injured are without remedy.
