“Sir—In connection with the War

:::harunanl letrer of the 18th of June,
ng that eopies of your communi-
cation and enclosures, relative to eer-
taln Saltie, Yankton and other Sioux
Indians, had besen referred to the
Commanding General of the Depart-
ment of Dakotah, I have the hogor to
inclose herewith, for your information
and consideration, eximets from the
reports of the Commanding General
of the Department of Dakotah, and
other officers having knowledge of the
Indians, and a copy of the endorse-
ment expressing the wviews of the
Genersal of the army on this subject.
From .these reports will be seen the
desirabilityjo! maintaining friendly re-
lations with the Indians now in Mon
tans, st least until spring opens, when
the Government will be' in moch bet-
ter condition to repel any hostile de-
monstration made by them. As a
matter of expediency, as well 85 kind-
ness to the Iodians themselves, 1
would suggest that while wahle
they be supplied with rations, the
same asthe Sioux Indians at that
agency, who are friendly to the
whites, and thereby give them an op-
portunity for improvement,
" Very Rospectfually,
“WM, B, BELKNAP, Sec'y.”
