the enemy. Under cover of rank
tation and the shoulder of & hill
Americans advanced within one hun-
dred and twenty yards of the forts
before they came in range of the
Corean muskairy. :
The Coreans resisted to the last, and
Igeutenant McKoo was killed as he
entered the intrenchments. When
the Americans were in the intreach-
ments the Coreans succumbed, and a
number of prisoners were taken, in-
cluding the officer second in command,
who was badly wounded, the eom-
mander-in-chief having beea killed on
the 10th of Juna, The American force
bivouacked in the forls, and the next
day demolished the ciladels, spiked
the guns, and the fAeet returned to
Baize anchorage, Two days later the
Coreans sent on board & letter filled
with the most insulting and abusive
language, to which no reply was sent,
Admiral Bogers, howsever, sent 1o
know what he should do with the
prisoners.  The answered to
do a8 he pleased. Two days later he
sel them at liberty and sent two mes-
sages ashore, but the local suthorities
refused to receive them, saying how
much his head wes worth who sent
thera, and there was no use to attempt
to communicate further with them,
Mr. Lowe, the American Minister,
then sent forward a protest that his
wission was peacelul, and that the
sltack oo the forls was not for the
relusil to negotiate, bul beeause the
Coreans treacherously fired on the
boais, The sleamer Millet was then
digpalched with Shanghal dispatches
for Washington. The Monocacy and
Palos will return to Shaoghai and be
docked. The rest ol the squadron
will remain at Ohefor, awaiting in-
structions and 100,000 rations, The
Coreans fought like men. Their
weapons consisted of wretched old
firelocks, aud cutlasses made of soft
iron, which bent like old hoop-iron.
They were dressed in an armor of
nine thicknesses of cloth, padded 8o
that only rifle balls could penetrate,
swords producing no eflect. Doeu-
menis caplured showed that the
Corean Government had planned the
surprise of the American fleet, and
were astonished at the failure of-the
forts to anuibilate the wvessels at the
first fire. The expedition was not
suceessfal.  Minlster Lowe sand
Admiral Rpgers will await instioe-
tions from Washington before pro-
ceeding with further hostilities,
