THE JOCBNEY.
Tuesday afternoon we left Knox- ¬

ville on the road of which we read in
raoorw of certain legislative Investi- ¬

gating committees. It is not the less,
however much it has cost the State,
a most useful highway, planned as it
was by men of broad Intelligence and
forethought, who rightly appreciated
not onlv the value of a road to the
cjalfleld?. infinitely the richest and
most valuable in Tennessee, but an
ticipatcd the action of Cincinnati and
Louisville, cities which might well
bacorae bidders for this road when
sold under the statutory mortgage
held by the State of Tennessee.

Forty miles northwest from Knox

Ule is the little village of Careyville,
where mint-i- - dwell, Here, in the
LLii'l-- t of the mountains, we spent the
uiirht. Hot. intolerably hot in the
valley below, we slept,soundly fanned
by cool winds that swept down
from the loftier hights of the
Cumberland range. We glistened
to stories told by miners
and mountaineers. Tney told of
snakes that came down from the clifls
above, parchtd by summe d heat, to
rind water in the valley below. A few
days ago a miner traversing the mouu- -

lain side was bitten by a rattle snake.
He applied tobacco to the wound, but
was soon paralyzad. Retaining his
senses, be relied down to the road fre- ¬

quented by wagoners. There was no
whisky or other remedial a?ent to be
found, and the poor fellow roou
breathed his iist. A little girl was
bitten in thi village. Her father
scarred the wound deeply with a
razor, and then applying his lips drew
forth the acrid poison. The child's
life was saved.

Many such stories were told. A
traveling agent of a New York busi- -

uess house listened. When the clock
struck ten, and we retired, this peri-¬

patetic drummer, fearing snakes and
highwaymen, could hud do fastening
for the door of his apartment. He
sought the landlord of the little inn,
and was told that there was not a lock

n any door in the village. Next
morning we found that the stranger
had heaped up chairs, tables aud
trunks against the door to such an
extent that the landlord encountered
no litue aimruity in giving mm exit
if. the breakfast table. When ques- ¬

tioned closely about his conduct, he
nid he had read a report made some
time ago by one Cooper, who asserted
that the mountain districts were in- ¬

fested by Ku Klux. and that snakes
and Ku-Kl- ux constituted a combina-
tion of horrors too terrible for his
nerves.

TO (A)AI. t'BKF.K.
Wednesday morning our party,

consisting of Mr. McEwen, of the coal
mining firm of McK wen, Wiley & Co. ;

Colonel John Williams, of Knox;
Prof. Saflord, State Geologist; two
ladies from Memphis, and your cor- ¬

respondent, left Careyville for Coal
Creek, ten miles distant, the center of
the mining district. At Careyville
two productive shafts have been sunk ;

at Coal Creek there are five mines
opened. The richest, and that pro
ductive of the best coal and most ac-

cessible, is worked by McEwen, Wiley
A Co. From the mouth of this pit.
ui.ua t one hundred feet above the
railroad, hand cars descend, from
which coal is " dumped " into cars
sent hither from all the leading cities
of the South. The productive ca- ¬

pacity of these mines is only limited
by facilities for the transportation of
coal to Knoxville and other cities.
One hundred tons are dug dally at a
cost ot four cents per bushel. It costs
eight cents per bushel delivered in
Knoxville, or twenty cents per barrel
ot 2) bushels. It Is delivered In Chat- ¬

tanooga at an absolute cost of 13c per
bushel, and will be sold in Memphis,
where Messrs. McEwen, Wiley A

Co. propose to establish a deposi-
tory during the coming winter, at $1
per barrel. The freight charges to
Mem pais, not leas than Ma per barrel,
are three times greater than the cost
of the coal. The coal must pass over
lour roads, and in properly adjusting
rates tor each the greatest difficulty
has been encountered. The Knox- ¬

ville and Kentucky road 80 mile, the
Knoxville and Chattanooga road, I'M
miles, the Nashville and Chattanooga
road, .:- - miles, and Memphis and
Charleston, 20 miles, each must
exact a pro rata share of the
freight charges. The Nashville

BOWEL.

of entered the pit each one of us bore a
lamp; the miner who led, a tork- -

shireman, wearing a light attached to
his cat. we occupied two ears
drawn by a compactly built short- -
legged mule. The mule, i was told.
could see as well in the mine as in the
glaring burning sunlight.

There is a gradual ascent from the
mouth of tne coal pit to tne western
end of its remotest gallery. It is
thus invaluable, not only because of
the excellence of its product and the
thickness of the vein, spreading over
an area ot twenty or thirty square
miles, out oecause me water witnin
discharges itself. Our mule bore us
along over a narrow gauge railway
about half's mile. The two ladies
grew cold when your correspondent
MM the tstate geologist divestea
themselves of their broad clothes
in the midst of impenetrable
gloom, ana lae uuiies were
made comfortable. We drank chally
beate water from a spring in which
the stars were never reflected, and
whose wavelets were never kissed by
the sunbeams. Its current seemed to
dance with delight when a flambeau
was retlectedlin its bosom, and the rip
nling little" stream made a delicious
wierdlike melody to which we listen
ed in silence. Jt was a strange min
strelsv. and the brightest vision one
could encounter when entombed be-¬

neath a massive mountain that rose
two thousand feet above our heads

OUR MULE.
We saw men digging coal who were

blacker, if possible, than the coal Itself,
and their hideousness grew grim and
terrible by the dim, lamplights that
tlared and flickered in tneir saun
caps, tew of us aeemea it a neaiinmi
place. A w eisn ooy witn a aim ngnt
casting uncertain shadows over his
blackened face, leaped from an invisi-
ble cavity into the path before us.
Our mule was startled, and we thought
it the devil himself. The incident in- ¬

tensified the coldness of the damp at
mosphere. and it was agreed that we
would not prosecute our journey
through the winding galleries of the
coal pit. We moved along rapidly
enough over the roadway to the open
air. As we approached the mouth of
the cavern, we were forced to "put
down the brake." One of these gave
way, and the dumping car occupied
by vour correspondent and three other
gentlemen ran afoul ot the mule's legs.
The legs of the animal began to fly
back and forth with unaccountable
rapidity. The cars stood still, aud
were speedily vacated. They ran un- ¬

der the mule's legs when these were
lifted at an angle of forty-fiv- e degrees.
When they came down, the mule
found himself bodily In the dumping
car. The brakes were all loose, and
away went the mule, taking his first
ride. We saw his head and ears bob- ¬

bing up and down as he and his traiu
pa-se- d out at the mouth ot the pit.
And on and on they went at frightful
speed, with velocity constantly ac-

celerated. 1 ran with all my might
to the mouth of the pit and saw the
dumping cars strike the heavy tim- ¬

bers away down the mountain ide.
The mule went out like a cannon shot.
He cleared the railroad track, and was
buried on the further side, in a great
heap of ashes and sand, where coke
had been burned. Before we could
descend to the spot the luekloss mule
blinded and bruised, covered with
ashes and looking very like a living
stream of lava on legs, crawled out.
He was awfully scared and absolutely
shivered with terror. I don't think
he will ever kick again i r willingly
ride in a dumping car.

DWELLERS IS MOCNTA IN CAVE.
The kindest, most hospitable

people I have encountered are these
dwellers in this secluded valley. Their
toil is well rewarded. An average
miner makes from I i I per
diem digging coal at lour cents per
bushel. Our ladies were welcomed
by Mrs. Wiley, who has spent her life
iu the midst of this wild region. She
had read many books and entertained
us with all the tact and graceful ease
of the practiced woman of the world.
Her two sons are worthy of her, and
while advising wanderers from Mem-
phis to visit the coal fields of Kst
Tennessee, I would have them all pay
their respects to Mrs. Wiley.
