Vandalia, Iu. , Aug. 4. The clti
sens of our city and vicinity are some- ¬

what agitated over a letter received
recently by the postmaster at this
place, in regard to a murder committed
bare in ib4U,

The murdered man, Peery, at the
time was clerking in a bank of R. K
McLaughlin, lie was found, one
morning, in the southeast part of
town, lying on his face, dead; and
two or three letters found on his body

one directed to Mr. MCLaugnun
telling him to warn Peery of damrer
and that he (Peery) had better leave
town. The whole thing was involved
in mystery. As is too often the case,
it was thought that a woman was at
the bottom of it.

It was supposed at the time that one
of three men did the deed; out it
ended in the suspicion, as nothing
could be found out. It is stated in the
letter that a woman was implicated
An old negro woman, living near
where the deed was done, being up in
the night, heard a woman say, "There
he goes, kill him;" which serves to
corroborate that part of the statement

hat was very singular, the three
thoroughfares, Just
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did the deed all left here shortly after
it occurred, and but one of them was
heard from, he being seen In the army
daring the Mexican war, where, it
was afterward reported, he died, until
the receipt of the letter, a copy of
which is appended.

The following letter will bring to
the minds of many old citizens an oc- ¬

currence of many years ago, which
has been involved in mystery:

Cairo, Iu.., July 14, 1871.
P. M. at Vandalia, 111:

As it has been a long time since I
was in your town, I den't know who
is there now that I left in 1842. In
1640 there was a man by the name of
J. M. Perry killed In your town, and
I am sure that some of the old citi- ¬

zens would like to know who killed
him. It was supposed at the time
that he was murdered that he was
killed by a certain man but I know
who done it and there was a woman
that done as much as the man. Now,
if this falls Into the hands of any one
that was living at Vandalia at the
time, you will remember the excite-¬

ment there was at the time. I would
like to tell you all, but I can't until
I am assured that I will come clear.
I am sure that my days are but few
at the furtherest, but you all know
that life is sweet under almost any
circumstances; but I think I have
suflered enough in my mind and con- ¬

science to atone for all.
I left Vandalia shortly after the un- ¬

fortunate affair, and have been In Aus- ¬

tralia for the last twenty years, and
the reason 1 am here in this State, I
had to come to New Orleans to see a
relative there. Now since 1 left Van- ¬

dalia I haint saw but two men from
there, and one of them never saw me,
and that was George Sage, and the
other one was a young fellow that
lived on Camp Creek, and his name
was Mitchell, and I believe his given
nams was John, and I talked a little
with him.

I would like to stop at Vandalia
and see il there was any one there I
used to know.but the nearer I get there
the more I am tormented in my mind
and conscience.

1 want this letter published in at
least two of your largest papers, and
have the Michigan papers copy. Pub- ¬

lish where I can direct a letter to Col.
Black, M. Phillips, B. K. McLaugh- ¬

lin, or John Mitchell. I want to find
out who is dead before 1 make any-
thing public, and not then until I am
sure l am safe. Now, If these men
are all dead give me the names of
some that is living. I am going to
New Orleans this fall and may stop In
Vandalia one train, and will be in St.
Louis at least a month, and if there
is any ot the old citlcens living and Is
anxious to know the whole matter
through.

The persons to whom the writer of
this letter would airect a letter are all
dead except John Mitchell, and he
does not Jive here. Col. Reemann, J.
W. Rose, and many others are living
who remember the murder of Peery.
A person suspected of the murder has
since died in Mexico, and It Is report- ¬

ed that he contested that ho was con- ¬

nected with the murder before he died.

BULKS AND REGULATIONS FOR STEAM

VESSELS.

Washington, August 19. The Sec- ¬

retary of the Treasury has issued a
circular to the collectors of customs
and Inspectors of steam vessels rela- ¬

tive to the Promulgation act of Con- ¬

gress relative to steam vessels, and
rules and regulations adopted by
the Board Supervising Inspectors, in
which he says:

The Department takes occasion to
enjoin upon collectors and inspectors
the importance regarding prompt and
strict compliance with all provisions
and acts of Congress, and rules and
regulations now to be promulgated,
upon the part of all concerned. Said
act and rules now being in full force
and eflect. Your attention is also In
vited to section fifty of the act ot July
2Sth, 1870, regarding every steamer
carrytnfe passengers, to be supplied
with at least two comes ot mat act.
and the necessity of early supplying
such steamers therewith.

Supervising inspectors are directed
to issue such instructions to their re
epective local boards as they may
deem necessary, to insure the prompt
enforcement of the provisions of the
new steamboat law, and rules and
regulations adopted in accordance
therewith.

A circular has also been issued to
supervising and local inspectors of
steam vessels, announcing that the
Department is now supplying local
inspectors with bound copies of blank
cert meat e tor masters, mates and en
glneers of Inferior grades, and proper
instructions are given concerning new
series of licenses thereto.
REPORT IN REGARD TO EXPLOSION OF

THE WE8TFIKLD.
The Board of Inspectors sent by

Secretary Boutwell to inquire into the
ease of the Westfield explosion, have
made a report, in which they say

' The explosion, in our opinion, was
caused by a defective sheet In the
lower side of the boiler in which
thei e was a flaw, a portion of which
no doubt existed at the time of con
structing the boiler, and could not
have been discovered by any internal
inspection, vv e believe the explosion
was produced by a pressure not much
In excess of twenty-seve- n pounds
Engineer Robinson was guilty of a
direct and willful violation of the law
in carrying more steam than the In- ¬
spector's certificate called tor, and
Superintendent Bradsted had the
responsibility ot employing all
the hands, including the en
glneers, and it Is but right that
he should share the responsibility of
the explosion with the engineer. We
have no doubt that inspector Mathews
had his, conscientiously. We would
suggest that no person be licensed for
the position of engineer that can not
read and write ; and in order to insure
strict conformity to the requirements
of the Inspector's certificate, in refer-¬

ence to amount of working pressure
allowed, responsibility, we think,
should be thrown entirely on the en-
gineer in charge; and that the carrying
of steam in excess of that allowed be
sufficient cause for the revocation of
his license. And on each vessel pro- -

peuea in wnoie or in part by steam.
carrying passengers, there should be
some individual held responsible as
master, and not, as in the case of our
various ferries, one name appearing as
master of all the boats of the Com-
pany. As regards the material used
in the construction of mailne boilers,
we think that ample provisions have
been made for the future in steamboat
law, approved February 28th, 1871.

FOREIGN Tr LEG RAM 8.

The Germans Withdrawing from France.
Paris, August 19. The German

forces are withdrawing from the
neighborhood of the fortifications
north and east of Paris.

March of the Cholera.
London, August 19. A dispatch

from Gumbinner. an East Prussia
town sixty six miles east of Koenlgs--
burg, says that the cholera has Ap- ¬

peared in several districts on the Ger-¬

man side of the Russian frontier.
The Awful Famine In Ptrsia.

London. August 18. The famine in
Persia is more terrible than previously
reported. Twenty-seve- n thousand
deaths have taken place In Isachan,
alone, from starvation. The condition
of the province of Mozanderan is still
worse. The rice crop is a complete
failure; and the cattle plague, small- ¬

pox, typhus fever and cholera prevail.
Reorganization of the French Army.
Versailles, August 19. In the

Assembly, to-da- the Committee on
the army bill made a report recom- ¬

mending Its passage.
The bill as returned to the Chamber,

makes the military service compul- ¬
sory, and no one has a right to procure
a substitute. It prohibits soldiers
from voting In political elections, and
dissolves the national guards through- ¬

out the country.
The English Parliament.

London, August 18. In the House
of Lords to day, Lord Chandler and
Viscount Halifax defended, In a most
vigorous manner, the measures which
have been pressed by the Government
during this session ot Parliament,
especially those providing for the bal- ¬

lot at elections, and for the regulation
of the army.

In the House of Commons, Viscount
En field, Under Secretaryof Foreign Af- ¬

fairs, said that Mexico had repudiated
the treaty of 1862, but that the Gov-¬
ernment of Great Britain had Insisted
that they were still in force.
Probable War Between Egypt and Turkey.

New York, August 19 A corres-
pondent writing from Constantinople
under date of July 24th, states that
there is probability of a war between
Egypt and Turkey, and that personal
relations of the Khedive of Egypt
and the Sultan of Turkey are tar from
friendly. Some time ago a revolt oc- ¬

curred at Yeremin, a village in Ara- ¬

bia, near the Dead sea, at the termi-
nus of the Sues canal, and to suppress
it 20,000 troops were dispatched there
by the orders of the Sultan ; these
troops remain at Yeremin. The Vice-
roy of Egypt dreading the hazards of
a war, seems unwilling to take steps
which may indicate his willingness
to accept the guantlet thus thrown
down by Turkey. Desiring to resist
encroachments, Russia in the east
wishes to oiler to the empire of Ger-
many free travel through Egypt,
which war might be likely to secure,
in return for the aid Germany might
give Turkey in the Indies.

A Complicated Case.
Cincinnati. August 19. A dis-¬

knowledges this. Fudge denies using
chloroform, but admits making im- ¬
proper advances, which he sava were
encouraged.

The Coroner's Jury at PttUtsn.
PrrrsTON. Aug. 19. The verdict of

the coroners jury in the case of the
mine explosion was rendered at one
o'clock this morning. All day yester- ¬

day great crowds thronged the streets,
anxiously waiting to hear the result
that had been reached. The Jury find
that the men were suffocated by nox- ¬

ious gasses forced down upon them by
the explosion, or the caving of the
roof; they believe that the accident
would have been averted had there
been a strict compliance with the re-¬
quirements of ventilation; and that
while the owner of the mine, Mr.
Tompkins, is censurable lor his negli- ¬

gence, yet he is exonerated on ac- ¬

was in close proximity to the coast of
New Foundland, where it might have
been repaired in a few hours, except
for the original mistake, and which
resulted in the rupture of one cable in
efforts to find the break in another
where it did not exist. These iacts
have an important bearing in promot-¬

ing the laying of new and competing
eables, confirming, as they do, the the-¬

ory that ocean cables once properly
laid in deep water, are little liable to
be severed.

An Indian Contractor on the Bofense.

St. Louis, August 19. Durfee 4
Peck, the Government Claim Agents,
against whom a writer in the Sioux
City limes recently made some serious

say, in answer to the charges: "We
would say the writer has shown his
ignorance.

less he has filed bonds of not less than
$6000, locates his place of business and
receives a license of the Indian De- ¬

partment. ?o says the interior law.
It is a well-kno- wn fact that the Secre- ¬

tary of War appoints all sutlers, and
without that appointment, no man has
a right to trade with the Indians.
We are under bonds to the govern- ¬

ment in the sum of from $6000
to $10,000 for every post we
have established, and shall claim
our rights as traders, know- ¬

ing, as we do, that outside traders, not
under these restrictions, would peddle
whisky, and unless caught in the act,
we would be held responsible, It is
the duty of every post commander to
see that outsiders are prohibited from
trading with the Indians and soldiers.
A fine state of affairs would exist if
very steamboat that navigates the

upper Missouri was allowed to peddle
as it saw ;flt. It would cost the
government millions of dollars yearly
to keep the Indians. As regards
transporting packages to citizens and
soldiers, we have never refused, unless
we had fears the goods were contra-¬

band.
