Charles Whittlesey's ar, or the
earthquake of 1870, which was then
read. He desired to know what sort
ol an earthquake that was, eoming up
from the center of the earth at the
same minate, over & space of 100 or
1000 miles, The ordinary rate of an
earthquake is twenty or thirty miles
a minute. Tha most severs earth-
quske ever known was the one that
destroyed Lisbon, which progressed
at the rate of about twenty miles an
hour, It the earthquaks of 1870 had
any progress at all it was at the rate
of nearly 1000 miles & minate. [t was
his impression that it was not
i progresive earthquske. Profssor
Andrews noticed this earthqoake In
(hio at his residence, where it was
like the gentle oscillation of a boat in
the water. At first he thought he
was digzv: he feilt a sway several
times. There wasnota Jur, and he
was not certain that It was an earth-
quake, but he thought it was. Win-
chell sald that observations woald in-
dicale the deep seat of the ineitant
foree of the agency very far removed
from the earth's surface.
